MORNING SESSION

This being the day and place designated by the Presiding Bishop, with the advice

IN MEMORIAM

HUNLEY AGEE ELEBASH

The Rt. Rev. Hunley Agee f/ebash was born in Pensacola, Florida on July 27,
1923. He was the son of Eugen Perrin and Ann Hunley Agee Elebash. Bishop
Elebash spent his childhood in Pensecola. He joined the United States Marine
Corps in 1942 and served with distinction until 1946 when he received an honor­
able discharge as a First Lieutenant. During this time he received a Bachelor of
Science degree from the University of the South (1944) and also served thirteen
months in China. After his discharge, he attended the graduate school of mathe­
matics at the University of Wisconsin.

Feeling called to ordained ministry, Bishop Elebash attended and graduated
from the University of the South. He received his Master of Divinity degree in
1950. After his ordination to the Priesthood in 1951, Bishop Elebash served
churches in Jacksonville, Florida, and served as Secretary of the Diocese of Florida
from 1954- 56.

In 1957 Bishop Elebash became Rector of St. John's Episcopal Church in
Wilmington, North Carolina. He remained there as Rector until 1965 when he
became Executive Secretary of the Diocese of East Carolina, serving under Bishop
Thomas Wright. Bishop EJebash was elected Bishop Coadjutor in 1968 and
became Diocesan Bishop in 1973. He was Deputy to the General Convention of
the Episcopal Church from 1961 to 1967.

During his long and distinguished career Bishop Elebash served in many ad
varied capacities. He was Presidentof Province IV from 1975- 1979. From 1981
to 1983 he served as President of Kanuga Conference Center in Hendersonville,
N.C., and Thompson Children's Home in Charlotte, N.C. His alma mater recog­
nized his outstanding leadership abilities by awarding him the degree of Doctor of
Divinity in 1969.

Butit was in his home diocese of East Carolina where Bishop Elebash did his
finest work. In a diocese that had many small rural churches Bishop Elebash
came up with the concept of Coalition 16; sixteen tiny churches served by three
priests. The vitality of many of these churches today is a tribute to his leadership
and vision. He was diocesan blshop during a time of unrest and division in the
church, and yet he was a fearless champion for civil rights, prayer book revision,
and women's ordination. Always interested in, and available to young people he
worked unceasingly for Camp Weed, Camps Leach and Oceanside, and was
deeply involved in the ground work and fund raising for Trinity Center.

Bishop Elebash loved people and was loved in return. He was a man of deep
compassion, deep faith, and unending courage. He had a particular gift with
young people, who he touched on a very personal level. Under his leadership, the
Diocese of East Carolina grew from a small, struggling diocese to one that can
claim a shareof leadership in the national Episcopal Church.

Bishop Elebash is survived by his wife, Maurine Ashton Elebash of
Wilmington; his daughter, Brett Randolph Elebash, and husband, James M.
Gibbons, of San Francisco; his son, David Hunley Elebash, and wife, Marianne
Rogers of Sanford, VA, and four grandchildren.

WILLIAM JONES GORDON

Bishop Gordon died January 4, 1994 in Midland, Michigan. During his thirty- one
years of service in Alaska, he was active during the transition in Alaska's going
from a Missionary District to a Diocese. Bishop Gordon also worked diligently to
establish ordained Native clergy in the outlying villages, especially in the Interior
and the Arctic regions. It was because of Bishop Gordon that Canon 9 was added
to the Canons of the Episcopal Church. This canon enabled people to be ordained
locally without attending a seminary.

Because Bishop Gordon was also a pilot he was able to go and visit the
churches in Alaska at a moment's notice. He was known for his unexpected visits,
bringing hard- to- get items such as fruit and vegetables to his clergy and to vil­
lagers. With travel limited in the state to plane, boat, and dogsled (for the number
of roads are few) Bishop Gordon played a key role in connecting outlying church­
es with city churches. On numerous occasions he would have people accompany
him on his travels, and many new clergy were brought to their "charges" on
Bishop Gordon's plane.

St. Thomas' Episcopal Church in Point Hope - the Episcopal Church's north­
ern most parish in the state - was home for Bishop Gordon and his wife, Shirley,
for five years prior to his consecration. Living without electricity, running water, or
motorized transportation, Bishop Gordon traveled long distances to reach the
churches in the Arctic Coast region. When he became bishop, he continued his
travels in the Arctic Coast, training lay people and preparing men to serve as dea­
cons and priests. At that time everyone in the villages spoke Inupiaq (Eskimo) and
Bishop Gordon had to use an interpreter, PeelTooyak, to help him.

It is fitting then, that it is in Point Hope, Alaska, that Bishop Gordon now rests.
His grave is marked by twin whale bone arches, an honor given only to the whal­
ing captains of the village. Bishop Gordon will be remembered in the Episcopal
Diocese of Alaska as a legendary figure. He had a fantastic ability to remember
people, their names and their families. He was very close to the people, and the
people in turn were very close to him.

ROBERT RAYMOND BROWN

The Rt, Rev. Robert Raymond Brown, the Ninth Bishop of Arkansas, died on
February 5, 1994. His death took place in Little Rock where he had been conse­
crated in 1955. He was born in Kansas on June 16, 1910, and graduated from S1.
Mary's University in St. Antonio, Texas and the Virginia Seminary. He served
churches in the Diocese of West Texas and the Diocese of Texas before becoming
rector of historic S1. Paul's Church in Richmond, Virginia, 1947-1955. By the time
he was elected bishop in Arkansas, he had already become known as a leader in
the Episcopal Church, having served on its National Executive Council. He was
also known as an outstanding preacher-Ia number of volumes of his sermons were
published), and as a writer. He also served as editor of the Southern Churchman
in 1949- 1950.

Two years after he became diocesan in Arkansas, the nation was plunged into
confrontation over the integration of its public schools, and Little Rock became a
symbol of that confrontation. Bishop Brown was beyond question the leader of
religious groups in Arkansas who sought to bring about a just solution to the crisis,
and his story is told in his book, Bigger than Little Rock.
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Under his leadership, the diocese experienced significant growth in communi­
cant membership and in the number of congregations. He served the National
Church in numerous capacities. He was president of the Province of the
Southwest and was a Regent of the University of the South. His son, the
Honorable Robert laidlaw Brown, Justice of the Arkansas Supreme Court, is cur­
rently a Regent. After his retirement as Bishop in 1970, he served for one year as
rector of St. Thaddeaus Church in Chattanooga. He then moved to Cashiers, NC,
where he gave significant leadership to the development of a summer chapel, the
Church of the Good Sheperd, into a strong parish. In 1988 he and his wife,
Warwick, returned to little Rock to make it their permanent home. Mrs. Brown
preceded him in death by two years.

Bishop Brown authored three books in addition to Bigger than Little Rock:
Miracle of the Cross; Friendly Enemies,and Alive Again. At the time of his death,
he was completing a book on the religious life of Robert E. lee.

In addition to his son, Robert, he is survived by two daughters, Warwick Plant
of Baltimore and Katherine Williams, wife of the Rev. Hollis Williams, rector of
Trinity Church, Everett, Washington. All three of his children and their spouses
have been extremely active in church affairs on both local and diocesan levels.

Bishop Brown had a close relationship with both of his successors, Christoph
Keller and Herbert Donovan. His support was always effective and deeply appre­
ciated. He was fond of saying to each of them in turn, "My unsolicited spies tell
me that you are doing a marvelous job".

IVOL IRACURTIS

The Rt. Rev. Ivol Ira Curtis, beloved bishop of the Diocese of Olympia from
September 1964 until 1976, died at approximately 6:30 AM, Wednesday, March
2, 1994, following a stroke suffered the previous day. BornJunes 18, 1908, he
lived into his 86th year, with a faithful rich life, and notably productive ministry in
Christ's One, Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic Church.

Although he retired eighteen years ago and moved to California, Bishop Curtis
continues to be well-remembered throughout the Diocese, and, Seattle business
community, with considerable affection. He faithfullyguided the Diocese from the
mid-60's through the mid-70's a time of civil rights struggles and war; a welcome
time of emerging women's voices, votes and eventually ordained ministry; and a
time of bold prayer book revision resulting in the 1979 Book ofCommon Prayer,
the forerunner of prayer book revision throughout our worldwide Anglican
Communion.

During his last months, Bishop Curtis was comfortably cared for in a five- resi­
dent assisted- care facility close to where he and his wife, Lillian, made their home
in leisure World, laguna Hills, California. lillian, his beloved wife and compan­
ion since 1936, visited him daily. They had a good weekend together before his
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stroke, even sharing homebaked lemon pie the bishop loved so well. Lillian was at
his bedside when he was borne into Paradise. In addition to Lillian, Bishop Curtis
is survived by sons William and Donald; Donald's wife Noel; their children
Stephanie,Sharon, and Steven; and a great grandchild.

lillian requested that any gifts or memorials be given to the Huston Center
Camper Scholarship Fund that was established on the tenth anniversary of Bishop
Curtis' consecration asbishop of the Diocese, or to SaintMark's Cathedral, Seattle.

A celebration of the life and ministry of The Right Reverend Ivollra Curtis was
held at Saint Mark's Cathedral, Seattle, on the Feast of Saint Joseph, Saturday,
March 19th; Ivol's ashes are inurned in the Cathedral's Resurrection Chapel and
Columbarium.

ARNOLD MEREDITH LEWIS

Bishop ArnoldMeredith Lewis was born in East Hampton, New York, on October
11, 1904, to Morley B. Lewis and Mary Ettershank lewis. His father was native of
Nova Scotia, and his mother was born in Scotland. Bishop lewis credited much of
his life to his father, a country doctor on long Island for 55 years, who unselfishly
gave of himself for the health and well-being of his fellow man.

Bishop Lewis graduated from Springfield College in 1927, and married
Frances Harrington Swift. To this union Barbara was born in 1933 and Arnold, [r.,
In 1938.

Having graduated from the Virginia Theological Seminary, the Bishop began
his ministry in Westhampton Beach, long Island, in 1936. Already in the U.S.
Army Active Reserves, he went on active duty in January 1941 at Camp Upton,
NY, as a Chaplain. With duty in Washington DC and the Persian Gulf Command
in Iran, he was released from active duty in February 1946. However, he
remained in the active reserves and retired at the age of 60 with the rank of
colonel.

From February 1946 to March 1951, Bishop Lewis was Executive Director of
the Presiding Bishop's Committee on layman's Work, a tremendous challenge that
produced great results. This led to becoming the first Dean of St. John's Cathedral
in Jacksonville, Florida, in March of 1951, another exciting experience where he
was able to seea downtown parish come to life.

Elected by the House of Bishops to be the Bishop of the Missionary District of
Salina (Western Kansas), he was consecrated in Salina in February1956. For nine
years he labored in an area of 50,000 sq. miles, where the population averaged 10
persons per square mile. During this time he saw a conference center built and
established (which now bears his name) and would spend the summers there
doing physical labor and overseeingthe summer camp programs.

In 1964 Bishop lewis was elected to be the first Bishop for the Armed Forces,
screening Episcopal clergy for chaplains and being a liaison between the Episcopal
Church and the U.S. military community. Most of this time was spent traveling to
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military bases at home and abroad. In January 1971, Gen. Will iam C.
Westmoreland awarded Bishop Lewis the outstanding Civilian Service Medal.

Retiring from the active ministry at the end of 1970, the Bishop and his devot­
ed wife, Frances, moved from New York City to the Virginia Peninsula. They lived
in three different cities in Virginia before moving to Florida.

Always interested in athletics, he kept himself in good physical condition.
While swimming regularly he decided to seta goal for himself, namely to swim the
road distance from New York to San Francisco (2996 miles). Carefully logging one
mile a day, he completed to the 3000 miles between 1976 and 1988.

The final move was in 1992 to Bishop's Glen, a retirement community in Holy
Hill, Florida. The Bishop went to be with the Lord on May 2, 1994, after failing
health and a massive heart attack. Frances continues to live in their home at
Bishop's Glen. Barbara lives in Austin, Texas, and Arnold Jr. In Fredericksburg,
Virginia. There are six grandchildren.

HAROLD BARRETT ROBINSON

Harold Barrett Robinson, the eighth Bishop of Western New York, died on
Thursday afternoon, May 5, 1994, in Overlook Hospital, Summit, New Jersey, after
a lingering illness. Bishop. Robinson had been suffering from chronic lymphatic
leukemia, an illness which cut short his retirement ministry as Assisting Bishop of
New York, and for three months each year, as the Chaplain on the ocean liner,
Queen Elizabeth II.

Bishop Robinson was born in 1922 in England, and, after having spent much
of his younger years in California where he served as Assistant and then as Rector
of St. Paul's Church, San Diego, he came to Buffalo as the Dean of St. Paul's
Cathedral, where he servedfrom 1962-1968. He was elected Bishop Coadjutor of
Western New York in 1968, and two years later, upon the death of the seventh
Bishop of Western New York, Lauriston Scaife, Bishop Robinson became the
Diocesan. A 1943 graduate of the University of California and the General
Seminary (1946), Harold was ordained to the diaconate in Juneof 1946 and to the
priesthood the following December. He married Marie on May 17, 1952, a union
blessed by four daughters, Mary, Martha, Anne and Jane.

As Bishop, he was always active and involved in a variety of civic settings.
He liked to be where the action was taking place and his winsome, personable
manner, won him many friends from all walks of.life. He was particularly noted
for his service asChaplain to the Buffalo Fire Department.

Bishop Robinson was the diocesan during turbulent times in the Church and
society. He once remarked, "If God is going to give me any credit, it will be for
keeping the ship afloat and moving ahead during stormy times." The Rev. James
Birney, a close friend who preached the homily at Bishop Robinson's Requiem
Eucharist, said of him: "Bishop Robinson was conservative but with great openness
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of mind." Initially opposed to the ordination of women to the priesthood and epis­
copate, he later changed his mind and welcomed the gifts of women as ordained
clergy. In 1981 he was one of a number of clergy who askedthe mayor of Buffalo
to establish a commission on racial harmony. During very tense times when a .22
caliber killer was terrorizing the community, Bishop Robinson was a moving force
in creating bridges and demonstrating his concern and that of the church by walk­
ing the tensecity streets.

As chair of the Episcopal Radio and Television Foundation, he helped to
arrange for the production of C.S. Lewis's The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe.
In the national Church he served as President of Province II, Chair of the Presiding
Bishop's Council of Advice and co-chair of the Ecumenical Dialogue between
Episcopalians and the Greek Orthodox.

Bishop Robinson was a person of great faith. In a sermon he preached at St.
Paul's Cathedral the summer before his death he said: "As I look back over 71
years of temporal life, I see it as a series of chapters, one following upon another.
One door closing, and another opening - one chapter ending, another beginning.
And I have come to believe strongly that another chapter awaits us when we die,
as God fulfills his promise of eternity. One door will close and another door will
open..the eternal. It is something like extinguishing a lamp, because the dawn has
come. I have come to see that what happens in this temporal life, life as a prelude
to a life beyond the horizon of death. It has for me, as all things work together for
good."

If I were to characterize Bishop Robinson's life and ministry in a phrase, I
would say it was marked by joy in the Lord. You could not help but feel good in
having been around him. He loved and lived life to the fullest, and he loved and

. was always loyal to our Lord and his Church. He will be missed by all who knew
and loved him, but especially among those benefited from his pastoral care and
leadership in the Diocese of Western New York.

CHARLES BRINKLEY MORTON

Charles Brinkley Morton, the second Bishop of San Diego, died in Memphis,
Tennessee, on july 13, 1994. Bishop Morton was born in Meridian, Mississippi,
on January 6, 1926. He grew up in Meridian, Jackson and Senatobia, Mississippi,
where he attended public schools. He attended Northwest Mississippi Junior
College and the University of Mississippi, where he received the J.D. Degree with
distinction in 1949. He was a member of Phi Delta Theta Fraternity.

He served in the United States Army Infantry in World War II and during the
Korean War, and was a member of the Army Reserve since World War II. He
retired from the Reserve in 1977, as a Colonel in the Chaplain Corps. He was
awarded the Silver Star, Bronze Starwith Oak LeafCluster, and the Purple Heart.
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He practiced law in Senatobia, Mississippi (1949-56), and served from 1948
to 1952 as a member of the Mississippi House of Representatives, and from 1952
to 1956 as a member of the Mississippi StateSenate.

Brinkley enrolled in the School of Theology of the University of the South in
1956 and received the M. Div. Degree Optime Merens in 1959. The University of
the South awarded him an honorary D.O. in May 1982. Bishop Morton was
ordained Deacon in June1959, and Priest in December of that year.

He served as Vicar of the Church of the Incarnation at West Point, Mississippi,
and Grace Chruch, Okolana, Mississippi (1959-62), and as Rector of the Church of
Advent, Birmingham, Alabama, and became the first Dean of the Cathedral of the
Advent when the church was made the Diocesan Cathedral in 1981. He served
on many committees and commissions in the dioceses of Mississippi, Tennessee
and Alabama, and was a Deputy to General Convention four times.

Charles Brinkley Morton was consecrated Bishop of San Diego on September
29, 1982, in the Roman Catholic Church of the Immaculata on the campus of the
University of San Diego. -

Bishop Morton led the effort to establish new mission churches in the diocese.
During his ten year leadership, the following missions were opened: Holy Cross,
Carlsbad; Saint Anthony of the Desert, Desert Hot Springs; La lglesla de la Sagrada
Familia, Imperial Beach; Saint Timothy's, Rancho Penasquitos; Saint Columba's,
Santee; and Saint Thomas', Temecula.

While Bishop of San Diego, he was involved in many national churchactivi­
ties. He served as a trusteeof the Berkeley Divinity School from 1985-88. He was
board member of the Episcopal Society for Ministry on Aging for 1984-88, and he
served on the Presiding Bishop's Council of Advice. He was a board member of
the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge from 1985 until his retirement in
1992.

Bishop Morton will be remembered as a man of compassion and vision who
served his Lord and his church with great devotion.

RESOLUTION A067

EXPLANATION

The 69th General Convention in 1988 added to the rites of the Catechumenate a
direction that the Creed may be presented to the candidates on the Third Sunday
in Lent and the Lord's Prayer may be presented to them on the Fifth Sunday in
Lent. This provides a form in which these presentations may take place following
the Prayers for the Candidates.

The current rubric in the Book of Occasional Services(1991), page 126 reads...

3. It is appropriate that the Apostles' (or Nicene) Creed be given to the
Candidates for Baptism on the Third Sunday in Lent and the Lord's Prayer be
given to them on the Fifth Sunday in Lent following the "Prayers for the
Candidates for Baptism" on those Sundays.

It is to be replaced by ...

3. It is appropriate that the Apostles' (or Nicene) Creed be given to the
Candidates for Baptism on the Third Sunday in Lent and the Lord's Prayer be
given to them on the Fifth Sunday in Lent. (This may follow the "Prayers
for the Candidates for Baptism" on those Sundays).

The Presentation of the Creed (Third Sunday in Lent)

Either the Apostles' or Nicene Creed may be given to the Candidates, but prefer­
ence is here indicated for Apostles' Creed. On the Occasion of their Paptism at the
Great Vigil of Easter, candidates will recite the Apostles' Creed in The Baptismal
Covenant.

Immediately after the Sermon, candidates and sponsors are called forward for (the
"Prayers for the Candidates for Baptism," and for) the Presentation of the Creed.
The candidates kneel or bow their heads. The sponsors each place a hand upon
the shoulder of their candidate.

One of the catechists says:

Let the candidatels) for Baptism now receive the Creed from the Church.

The People and Celebrant say the Creed, all standing.

APOSTLES' CREED (BCP, page 66 or 96)
(or NICENE CREED (BCP, page 326 or 358))
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TheCelebrantconcludes(dismissal of the candidates isoptional);

(Candidatets) go in peace.)Maythe lord remain withyou always. Amen.

Candidates and sponsors are dismissed, or return to their places in the congrega­
tion.

The Presentation of the lord's Prayer (Fifth Sunday in lent)

When the candidates have been baptized at the GreatVigil of Easter and take part
in their first celebration of the Eucharist, they will join the restof the faithful in say­
ingthe lord's Praver.

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APPENDIX B

AN AFFIRMATION

IN RESPONSE TO THE PROPOSED PASTORAL

OF THE HOUSE OF BISHOPS CONCERNING HUMAN SEXUALITY

(offered by some bishops of the Seventh Province)

Until recent years there has been an almost unquestioned consensus among
Christians,amply supported by the scripturesof the Old and New Testaments, con­
cerning sexual ethics. Partly as a consequence of the "sexual revolution" within
the wider society, that consensus has been challenged even by some within the
Church. The House of Bishops of the Episcopal Church was directed by the 70th
General Convention of the Church in July 1991, to prepare a pastoral teaching on
the subject of Human Sexuality prior to the 71st General Convention which will
meet in late Augustand early September, 1994.

Much hard work has been done on that pastoral and we believe there is a
good deal of helpful material in it. Nevertheless, we, the undersigned Bishops of
the Episcopal Church, are agreed in our conviction that this document, in its pre­
sent form, is incapable of providing the clear guidance wanted and needed by

.Christian people for faithful living. We therefore offer the following statement to
recall and affirm afresh the unchanged teaching of the Church in a day of moral
confusion.

1) The fundamental element in Christian sexual morality is the discipline of
self control called Chastity, which means absolute faithfulness in marriage and
sexual abstinence apart from marriage. Marriage is a union of husband and
wife, one man and one woman created in God's image. We affirm the teach­
ing of scripture and tradition that marriage is lifelong in intention, sacred in
character, and a reflection on the human level of the love relationship
between God and the Covenant People in the Old Testament, and that
between Christ and the Church in the New Testament.

2) Premarital sexual relations, however prevalent in society, cannot be con­
doned by a Church that proclaims the sanctity of marriage. Equally, sexual
relationships outside of marriage constitute a denial of God's plan for humani­
ty, and they must be met by a call to repentance and amendment of life•

. Sexual relationships between members of the same sex are also a denial of
God's plan, and cannot be condoned by the Church.

3) We recognize fully the difficulties which Christian moral imperatives
impose on all of us as members of our fallen race, and we therefore counsel
tolerance and loving pastoral care for those who - for whatever reason and in
whatever way - are unwilling or unable to maintain the discipline of Chastity.
But neither the Church nor its bishops have the authority to compromise in
principle, or give approval in practice, to standards less or other than our God
hasgiven us.

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APPENDIX C

An Affirmation in Koinonia

To the Members of the House of Bishopsand through them to the whole church:

We the undersigned bishops want to thank the committee that created the Pastoral
Teaching on Human Sexuality. That document in its various drafts forced the
whole church to wrestle with issues that affect vitally the lives and hopes of a siz­
able group of the members of this church. This document also made our faith
community better able to deal with the subject of human sexuality around which
there has always been great fear, great misunderstanding, great misinformation,
and great prejudice.

We also value the collegiality of this House of Bishops and want to continue
the mutual respect for our differences that is certainly part of the meaning of colle­
giality.

We are aware, however, that this convention by various resolutions has taken
stands before on very emotional subjects such as capital punishment and abortion
and has called this church to various boycotts of products to achieve what the
majority believed was a moral agenda. On the role and place of women in the
total life of this church, this body has spoken by amending the constitution and
canons to give the decision of General Convention the force of law. We are also
aware that even with these official actions no one has suggested that those who
hold contrary opinions are somehow violating the collegiality of this house or that
they were not welcome to continue to bear witness and indeed to act on their con­
sciences in these matters. Collegiality has meant that we have agreed to respect
each other and to live with our differences. It has never been a strait jacket that we
forced one another to wear in order to pretend that a consensus existed where in
fact one did not exist.

In the discussion on the Pastoral Teaching on Human Sexuality, we heard
hints that collegiality was being interpreted in a more restrictive way. Perhaps
even more importantly we heard voices of discouragement from some members of
our Christian family, who had begun to trust that their church would share with
them more of God's love and less of the church's judgement. This discouragement
was produced primarily by press reports attempting to interpret the meaning of the
action of this house in adopting the amended statement. It seems to hinge on the
decision of this house to circulate with the committee's document a second state­
ment produced by a group of bishops from the Southwest. This perception has
had the effect of tilting the carefully crafted work of the committee back to a place
where some members of our church no longer feel included, where those living in
non-traditional relationships might no longer expect to find a place or a welcome
in the Body of Christ and where gay and lesbian clergy might question whether or
not their gifts are still wanted by the church they love.
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It is for those reasons we feel that this statement must also be made from a dif­
ferent perspective to this convention and to the whole church as part of the dia­
logue lest anyone think consensus has in fact been reached on these issues or that
there is no change occurring in this vital area of our life.

We believe that sex is a gift of God.
We believe that some of us are created heterosexual and some of us are creat­

ed homosexual.
We believe that both homosexuality and heterosexuality are morally neutral,

that both can be lived out with beauty, honor, holiness, and integrity and that both
are capable of being lived out destructively.

We believe that wherever sexuality is lived out destructively this church must
witness to it negativity. We oppose all forms of promiscuous sex, predatory sex,
sex that does not honor one's partner or that does not hold that partner in commit­
.ment and love.

We believe that marriage is to be held in honor and that marriage represents
the highest form of human commitment that a man and a woman can make to
each other. We believe that through marriage both the husband and wife are
called to holiness.

We believe that celibacy is an honorable vocation for some of God's people
and that those who have chosen to live in celibacy for whatever reason have gifts
to give that will enrich both the church and the social order.

But we also believe that those who know themselves to be gay or lesbian per­
sons, and who do not choose to live alone, but forge relationships with partners of
their choice that are faithful, monogamous, committed,life giving and holy are to
be honored. We will continue to relate to these couples with our support, our pas­
toral care, our prayers and our recognition, in whatever form is deemed appropri­
ate, that God is indeed present in their life together.

We also believe that the ordained ranks of the church are open to all baptized
Christians and that through our regular screening process we will determine who is
both called and qualified. We are aware of the presence in the church of gay and
lesbian clergy. We bear witness to the fact they have served and continue to serve
this church with effectiveness and integrity. Some of them are single, many more
of them are living in committed partnerships. They serve this church today as bish­
ops, priests and deacons. In all these orders they have won the respect of their
ecclesial communities. like the gay and lesbian population as a whole, many of
our gay and lesbian clergy have gravitated into urban areas, where they live out
their priestly vocations. In some urban areas the number of gay and lesbian peo­
ple exceed thirty five percent of the total population. These gay and lesbian clergy
work heroically and successfully in difficult assignments. By their willingness to
accept and acknowledge their own sexual orientation and by the very witness of
the committed nature of the lives they live with their partners, they have brought
both the hope and love of Christ to communities of people long oppressed, long
denigrated, and long judged by various religious authorities to be inadequate
human beings in whom the image of God is somehow flawed.

We pledge to these clergy, whom we honor as part of this church, our support
and protection and we will continue to hold them to no standard higher than that
we would hold any heterosexual priest whether he or she be single or married.
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We also recognize that by canon law the choice of fit persons to serve in the
ordained ranks of the church is not the prerogative of bishops alone, but of the
whole church. We pledge ourselves to ordain only those persons whom the test­
ing and screening process reveals to be wholesome examples to the flock of Christ.
But let there be no misunderstanding, our lives and our experience as bishops have
convinced us that a wholesome example to the flock of Christ does not exclude a
person of homosexual orientation nor does it exclude those homosexual persons
who choose to live out their sexual orientation in a partnership that is marked by
faithfulness and a life giving holiness.

We want this house and the whole church to know that we can be faithful to
Christ and to our ministries as bishops in no other way than by affirming these
principles. We trust this dialogue on humansexuality will go on for all of us have
more to learn. But we make these comments publicly not just to prevent future
misunderstanding in this house, but also to send a message of hope to a significant
part of the Body of Christ, that in our own inadequate way we try to represent.

Resolved, the House of Deputies concurring, That the following
Guidelines and Procedures for Continuing Alteration of the Calendar in
the Episcopal Church be adopted.
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I. Introduction

A. The Church is "the communion of Saints," that is, a people
made holy through their mutual participation in the mystery of
Christ. This communion exists through history, exists now, and
endures beyond "the grave and gate of death" into heaven. For
"God is not a God of the dead but of the living," and those still
on their earthly pilgrimage continue to have fellowship "with
those whose work is done." The pilgrim Church and the Church
at rest join in watching and praying for that great day when
Christ shall come again to change and make perfect our com­
mon humanity in the image of Christ's risen glory.

B. The pilgrim Church rejoices to recognize and commemorate
those faithful departed who were extraordinary or even heroic
servants of God and of God's people for the sake, and after the
example, of their Savior Jesus Christ. By this recognition and
commemoration, their service endures in the Spirit, as their
examples and fellowship continue to nurture the pilgrim Church
on its way to God.

II. Guidelines

A. The Church commemorates persons, not abstract qualities.
Nevertheless, it does look for certain traits in those whom it
chooses specially to commemorate. Amongthese traits are:"

1. Heroic Faith. This means bearing witness to God in Christ
"against the odds." Historically, the greatest exemplars of
such faith have been martyrs, who have suffered death for
the cause of Christ, and confessors, who have endured
imprisonment, torture, or exile for the sake of Christ.
Following this precedent, the Episcopal Church in the
United States of America has been very specific and has
restricted the designation of martyrdom to persons who
have chosen to die rather than give up the Christian faith,
and has not applied it to persons whose death may have
resulted from their heroic faith but who did not consciously
choose martyrdom. There are other situations where
choosing and persisting in a Christian manner of life
involves confessing Christ "against the odds," even to the
point of risking one's life. For this reason the Anglican
Communion traditionally has honored monks and nuns like
Antony, Benedict, Hilda, Constance and her companions,
missionaries like George Augustus Selwyn, and people as
diverse as Monnica, Richard of Chichester, and Nicholas
Ferrar. More recently the Church has learned to honor
social reformers like William Wilberforce and Jonathan
Daniels for the same reason. Heroic faith is, therefore, a
quality manifested in many different situations.
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2. Love. "If I have all faith, so as to remove mountains, but
have not love, I am nothing. If I give away all that I have,
and if I deliver my body to be burned, but have not love, I
gain nothing...So faith, hope, love abide, these three; but
the greatest of these is love" (1 Cor. 13:2b-3, 13).

3. Goodness of life. People worthy of commemoration will
have worked for the good of others. it is important to rec­
ognize that the Church looks not only for goodness but also
for growth in goodness. A scandalous life prior to conver­
sion does not disqualify one from consideration for the
Calendar; rather, the witness of perseverance to the end
will confirm holiness of life and the transforming power of
Christ.

4. Joyousness. As faith is incomplete without love, so does
love involve "rejoicing in.the Spirit"3i4whether in the midst
of extraordinary trials, or in the midst of the ordinary rounds
of daily life. A Christian may not fail in the works of love,
but stl II lack the joy of it thereby fall ing short of true
Christian sanctity. Such joy, however, is as much a disci­
pline of life as an emotion. It need not lie on the surface of
a person's life, but may run deeply and be discerned by
othersonly gradually.

5. Service to others for Christ's sake. "There are varieties of
gifts...and there are varieties of service" (1 Cor. 12:4-5).
There is no true holiness without service to others in their
needfulness. The Church recognizes that just as human
needs are diverse, so also are forms of Christian service
both within the Church and in the world.

6. Devotion. Peoplewho are worthy of commemoration have
shown evidence of seeking God through the means of grace
which the Church recognizes, having "devoted themselves
to the apostles' teaching and fellowship, to the breaking of
bread and the prayers" (Acts 2:42). We look both for regu­
larity and for growth in the discipline of prayer and medita­
tion upon God's Word; and we look for this devotion to be
manifested not only in a person'sprivate life but also in vis­
ible company and communion with his or her fellow
Christians.

7. Recognition by the faithful. Initiating the commemoration
of particular saints is the privilege of those who knew,
loved, and discerned the special grace of Christ in a mem­
ber of their community, and who desire to continue in the
communion of prayer with that member now departed.
Such instinctive recognition by the faithful begins naturally
at the local and regional levels. Evidence of both (a) such
commemoration growing locally and (b) such recognition
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of sanctity spreading beyond the immediate community is
essential before the national Church has an obligation to
take heed. It may, in fact, decide that the commemoration
in question is best left to local observance.

8. Historical perspective. In a resolution on the Calendar, the
1958 Lambeth Conference of Bishops stated, "The addition
of a new name should normally result from a widespread
desire expressed in the region concerned over a reasonable
period of time." Generally this has been two generations or
fifty yearsafter death.

B.The qualities or traits just outlined do not exhaust the character of
Christian sanctity, nor should they be applied as if each and all of

~ them were legal conditions which a proposed Commemoration
must meet before recommendation for observance is granted.
These are guidelines to help both the faithful and the official
organs of the Church test their own thoughts when proposing, or
recommending, a Commemoration. These Guidelines and
Procedures are intended to implement Resolution A097a of the
1988 General Convention Uournal, p. 639).

III. LocalCalendars and Memorials

Local and regional commemoration normally occurs for many years prior
to national recognition.

The Book of Common Prayer Ipp. 13, 18, 195 and 246) permits memori­
als not listed in the Calendar, provides collects and readings for them (the
Common of Saints), and recognizes the bishop's authority to set forth
devotions for occasions for which no prayer Or service hasbeen provided
by the Prayer Book. Although the Prayer Book does not require the bish­
op's permission to use the Common of Saintsfor memorials not included
in the Calendar, it would seem appropriate that the bishop's consent be
requested.

While these Guidelines cannot provide procedures for initiating local,
diocesan or regional memorials that would govern all such commemora­
tions, this process is suggested:

A. A parish or diocese establishes a memorial for a specific day,
using the above Guidelines to justify the memorial.

B. A collect is appointed from the Common of Saints or composed,
perhaps in consultation with the Standing Liturgical
Commission, diocesan or parish liturgical commission.
Readings and a proper preface may also be appointed if desired.
A brief description of the person or group is written, in accord
with theseGuidelines and Procedures.
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C. The parish, diocese, province or organization proceeds to keep
the memorial.

D. Those interested in promoting a wider commemoration begin to
sharethese materials with others, suggesting that they also adopt
the memorial. If at some time it is desired to propose a local
commemoration for national recognition, documented evidence
of the spread and duration of local commemoration is essential
to include in the proposal to the Standing Liturgical
Commission.

Some commemorations, perhaps many, will remain local, diocesan or
regional in character. This in no way reduces their importance to those
who revere and seek to keep alive the memory of beloved and faithful
witnesses to Christ.

IV. Procedures ForNational Recognition

Procedures to amend the Calendar flow naturally from II and III above, as
well as earlier documents like Prayer Book Studies IX and XVI (1957 and
1963, respectively). As stated in Resolution A119s of the 1991 General
Convention, "all requests for consideration of individuals or groups, to be
included in the calendar of the Church year, shall be submitted to the
Standing Liturgical Commission for evaluation and subsequent recom­
mendation to the next General Convention for acceptance or rejection."

A. A proposal to commemorate a person (or group of persons) may
be submitted to the Calendar Committee of the Standing
Liturgical Commission of the General Convention by

1. either a Diocesan Convention or Provincial Synod, after
due process has been followed; or

2. two or more other Church bodies in support of one another
- e.g., parishes, seminary faculties, religious communities
with the approval of their ordinary; or

3. three or more recognized organizations within the
Episcopal Church - such as ethnic or women's groups.

Each proposal must include:

a) a detailed rationale for commemoration based on the
Guidelines (above) and demonstrating how this person
manifests Christ and would enhance the devotional life
of the Church;

b) an inspirational 350-word biographical sketch of the
person to be commemorated, preferably including
some of the person's own words;

c) information concerning the spread and duration of
local or international commemoration of this individual
or group;
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d) suggested collects and readings.

Proposals must be received by the Standing liturgical Commission
Chair no less than 18 months prior to the next General Convention.

B. The chair of the Calendar Committee will communicate with

1. organizations submitting proposed commemorations;

2. the Secretary of the General Convention regarding names
and addresses of any groups applying for exhibit space in
order to present to Convention delegates a potential addi­
tion to the Calendar;

3. the chairs of the Cognate Committees on Prayer Book and
liturgy, in order to facilitate the review of submissions.

C. The Calendar Committee of the Standing liturgical Commission
will arrangefor

1. submission of appropriate resolutions to General
Convention;

2. publication of samein the Blue Book;

3. distribution of pertinent materials to members of the
Cognate Committees on Prayer Book and liturgy, as may
be needed;

4. preparation of materials for Lesser Feastsand Fasts.

V. Procedures to Remove Commemorations fromtheCalendar

A commemoration may be removed from the Calendar by the same pro­
cedure by which one is added, namely, the procedure set forth in Article
X of the Constitution of the General Convention concerning Alternations
and Additions, which requires concurrence by two consecutive
Conventions.

Proposed deletions of commemorations must be forwarded to the Chair
of the Standing liturgical Commission no lessthan 18 months prior to the
next General Convention.

Board next preceding the Annual Meeting of the Board for a term of
three years to serve until the Annual Meeting of the Board follOWing
the expiration of their terms or until their successors are elected and
qualify. The nine persons representing the Alumni shall be so cho­
sen that three shall be elected annually to serve for three years. The
Alumni elections, in which all of the Alumni of the Seminary in good
standing shall be the Electors, shall be in charge of the Alumni
Association, whose Secretary shall report the results of the election to
the Secretary of the Board of Trustees. All vacancies in the Board of
Trustees may be filled by the remaining members of the Board for the
unexpired terms. These forty-two Trustees shall constitute the regu­
lar members of the Board, and hereinafter are described as the mem­
bers of the Board. The Board shall elect its Chairman for such time
and with such powers as it sees fit. Fifteen members shall be neces­
sary for a quorum for the transaction of ordinary business, but a
majority of the Board shall be necessary for the election of a Dean or
a member of the Faculty. Every Bishop of this Church, not a member
of the Board of Trustees, shall be entitled to a seat and voice, but
without vote, at any meeting of the Board.

While we acknowledge that in this country it is the legal right of every
woman to have a medically safe abortion, as Christians we believe
strongly that if this right is exercised, it should be used only in extreme
situations. We emphatically oppose abortion as a means of birth con­
trol, family planning, sex selection, or any reason of mere convenience.

In those cases where an abortion is being considered, members of this
Church are urged to seek the dictates of their conscience in prayer, to
seek the advice and counsel of members of the Christian community and
where appropriate, the sacramental life of this Church.

Whenever members of this Church are consulted with regard to a prob­
lem pregnancy, they are to explore, with grave seriousness, with the
person or persons seeking advice and counsel, as alternative to abortion,
other positive courses of action, including, but not limited to, the fol­
lowing possibilities: the parents raising the child,; another family mem­
ber raising the child; making the child available for adoption.

It is the responsibility of members of this Church, especially the clergy,
to become aware of local agencies and resources which will assist those
faced with problem pregnancies.

We believe that legislation concerning abortions will not address the
root of the problem. We therefore express our deep conviction that
any proposed legislation on the part of national or state governments
regarding abortions must take special care to see that the individual
conscience is respected, and that the responsibility of individuals or

(Appendix B) He
introduced the Suffragan Bishop of Washington, who presided on behalf of the
Planning Committee for the second day, and introduced the subject for the morn­
ing's session: "The National Church and its Mission." The members of the House
who serve on the Executive Council addressed the House on various aspects of
Council's work: Bishop Sorge, the Bishops of Central Pennsylvania, West Texas,
Northwest Texas, Southeast Florida, Lexington, and Eastern Oregon.

Bishop of New York. He noted that all canonical requirements were in order. The
matter was moved, duly seconded, and carried unanimously.

The Presiding Bishop introduced the matter of the Bishop of Navajoland, and was
assisted in his presentation by the Bishop of Eau Claire, Interim Bishop since
September 30, 1993. He announced his intention to end the Interim appointment
and restore Bishop Plummer, effective June 1, 1994.

Covenant Committee Appointed

The Presiding Bishop appointed a Covenant Committee and asked them to make a
proposal for a commitment to be made by the House prior to their adjournment at
this special meeting for the work to be undertaken at the upcoming General
Convention and for the next triennium: the Bishop of Central Pennsylvania, Chair,
the Bishops of Connecticut, Iowa, Chicago, Oregon, West Texas, Missouri, and the
Suffragan Bishop of Washington. In addition he asked the Bishop of Bethlehem
and FatherShaw to serveasconsultants to the committee.

FatherShaw led the House in EveningWorship.

The Suffragan Bishop of Chicago led the House in Morning Prayer and Father
Shaw introduced the Bible study for the day.

The Bishop of Indianapolis presided during the Third Day on behalf of the
Planning Committee.

The Bishop of New York presented the most recent draft on "The Pastoral Teaching
on Human Sexuality." The House spent some time at table groups discussing the
draft, followed by oral reports made in plenary session.

The Eucharistwas celebrated by the Bishop of Panama, and FatherShaw gave
a meditation.

AFTERNOON SESSION

The House extended birthday greetings to the Presiding Bishop and the Bishop
Coadjutor of West Texas. Greetings were also extended to the Bishop of Western
North Carolina on the occasion on the anniversary of his consecration.

The Presiding Bishop and Bishop Craig Anderson addressed the House on the
·matter of the process of finalizing the Pastoral Teaching on Human Sexuality. The
House spent sometime discussing the draft in light of their experience in their own
dioceses, as members of this House, and as members of the Anglican Communion.

The House greet­
ed FatherShaw and he responded.

Ordinations in England

The Presiding Bishop called the attention of the House to news from England that
thirty-five women have been ordained to the Priesthood in the Diocese of Bristol.

The Bishop of Maine called for oral reports from discussion groups on the
matter of the Pastoral Teaching on Human Sexuality.

Bishop Parsons celebrated the Eucharist and FatherShaw gave the meditation.

Statements were then made from personal experiences in
the church by the following persons:

The Bishop of Long Island, speaking as an African-American;
The Bishop of Eau Claire, speaking as a Native American;
The Bishop of Hawaii, reading a statement by the Rev. Richard Chang as an
Asian-American;
The Bishop of Honduras, speaking as an Hispanic.

Eucharist
The morning session concluded with a Eucharist celebrated by the Bishop of
Massachusetts, with a homily by Father Shaw.

The Racism Pastoral

Bishop Charles began the afternoon session by introducing the House to a table
group exercise on the subject of racism. The Bishop of Western Michigan, speak­
ing for the committee on the racism pastoral, introduced the first draft of the pas­
toral, which the House is scheduled to issue in its final form at the General
Convention of 1994. The Bishop of Maryland read the pastoral aloud to the House.
The Suffragan Bishop of Newark directed the House in group discussion.

Evening Devotions

Father Shaw led the House in devotions, following which the House recessed for
the day.

Included are a
letter from Patti about the spouse program and a statement of purpose, objectives
and expectations for their program, a letter of welcome from Jim Ottley giving us
some data about our host diocese, an information sheet about the possibilities for
Province IX visits before or after our meeting, an outline of the schedule for the
meeting of the House, and meeting and hotel registration forms. Note that these
are to be completed and sent back to Lori lonnitiu at the Church Center.

This mailing is being sent to bishops at the office and spouses at home so
everyone will have all of the information about both programs. Only one registra­
tion is necessaryper couple.

As the enclosed materials indicate, planning is coming along nicely. The
Kanuga Planning Committee and the Spouses Committee spent some very produc­
tive days in late April working on details for the meeting which we want to share
with you now.

The primary objectives of the meeting of the House are to: learn about
Panama and the region and affirm and set forward the mission of the Diocese of
Panamaand Province IX; work on the pastoral on racism; continue in the dialogue
on sexuality and offer comments on the first draft of the pastoral to the committee;

Once we have the
facilitators and the registrations are in we will make the group assignments.

Very important: Most flights arrive in the evening. Therefore, Thursday,
September 23 is the recommended arrival day. Thanks to our hosts, who are hard
at work with a diocesan committee on our behalf, there will be a guided tour of
the Canal on Friday for bishops and spouses. This is a rare opportunity and we
hope you will be able to take advantageof it.

Our next mailing to you about this meeting will be in August. At that time we
will update meeting plans and send some background reading as well.

We hope you will have time not only for that but a little lighter reading as
well, and that your summer is a time of renewal, refreshment, and joy in the beau­
ty of God's creation. Let us keep one another and this meeting in our prayers.

IN MEMORIAM

ALBERT ARTHUR CHAMBERS

Albert Arthur Chambers, the seventh Bishop of Springfield, died on June 18, 1993.
He was born in Cleveland, Ohio, on June 22, 1906. After his secondary education
in Cleveland, he graduated from Hobart College, Geneva, New York, in 1928,
with a Bachelor of Arts degree, and from the General Theological Seminary, New
York City, in 1931, with a Bachelor of SacredTheology degree.

After his ordination as a priest, Albert Chambers began his work as a diocesan
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missionary in Western New York, serving missions in Angola, Forestville, and
Irving. In June 1933 he became Senior Canon of St. Paul's Cathedral, Buffalo, New
York, and Diocesan Director of Youth Work for the Diocese of Western New York.

From 1936 to 1942 Father Chambers was Rector of St. Thomas' Church,
Neenah-Menasha, Wisconsin. During this time he served the Diocese of Fond du
Lac in numerous ways. He also initiated the establishment of a social agencies
council in Neenah-Menasha and served as its first president. In addition, he started
Girl Scouting work there and organized the Regional Council in Fox River Valley.

In January 1942 Father Chambers became Rector of St. Peter's Church,
Auburn, New York. While there, he was a member of the Diocesan Council of the
Diocese of Central New York and served as Chairman of its Department of
Promotion. He was also Vice Chairman of the Cayuga County Chapter of the
American RedCrossand Field Representative on the Sampson Air Base Council.

Father Chambers went to New York City in 1949 as Rector of the Church of
the Resurrection. He served the Diocese of New York in many positions. He was a
member of the Diocesan Council and Chairman of the Department of Promotion.
He was elected to the Standing Committee for a four-year term, during which he
served as President for one year.

He was awarded the honorary degreeof Doctor of Sacred Theology by Hobart
College in 1957 and by General Theological Seminary in 1961.

In 1962 Albert Chambers was elected Bishop of the Diocese of Springfield,
and was consecrated on October 1, 1962. He spent ten productive and rewarding
years in the diocese, which covers two-thirds of the State of Illinois. Under his
leadership numerous significant programs were established, many of which
focused on the ministry of the laity.

As a retired bishop, he at first vigorously opposed the ordination of women to
the priesthood and episcopate and the 1979 Prayer Book. However, he became
much more moderate on both issues in later years. He had planned to co-officiate
with a woman priest at the marriage of a granddaughter.

Bishop Chambers's first wife, Frances Hewett Davis, died in 1976. His second
wife, JanetPatrick Wilson, preceded him in death in 1991. The Bishop's daughter,
Sally C. Goldberg of Columbus, Ohio, died unexpectedly a few weeks after his
own death. Bishop Chambers is survived by a daughter, Frances C. Rogers of
Nashville, Tennessee; a sister, Eleanor Mcintosh of Cleveland, Ohio; seven grand­
children and a great-grandchild.

Albert Chambers will be remembered in the Diocese of Springfield as a forth­
right leader who truly cared for his people.

IN MEMORIAM

CONRAD H. GESNER

Conrad H. Gesner, the sixth Bishop of South Dakota, died in Sioux Falls, South
Dakota, on September 1, 1993. Born in Detroit Lakes, Minnesota, on August 30,
1901, Conrad received a Bachelor of Arts and Doctor of Divinity degree from
Trinity College, Hartford, Connecticut. He was a graduate of the General
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Theological Seminaryof the Episcopal Church.
His godfather, the Right Reverend H. L. Burleson, fourth Bishop of South

Dakota, ordained Conrad to the diaconate in April of 1927. He was ordained a
priest at Calvary Episcopal Cathedral in Sioux Falls, South Dakota, by Bishop W.
Blair Roberts, fifth Bishop of South Dakota. Between the years 1927 and 1945
Conrad Gesner served parishes in Hurley, Parker, Pierre, and Sioux Falls, South
Dakota.

In 1945 Connie became Bishop Coadjutor of South Dakota, serving with Blair
Roberts until 1953, when Bishop Roberts retired. Bishop Gesner served asthe sixth
Bishop of South Dakota until 1970, when he moved to longmeadow,
Massachusetts, with his wife Claudia, and served as an, Assistant Bishop to the
bishops of Western Massachusetts and Connecticut. The Gesners returned to South
Dakota in 1983. Bishop Gesner served as Chaplain at Dow Rummel Village
RetirementHome until 1990.

Bishop Gesner lay in state in the Gesner Courtyard at Calvary Episcopal
Cathedral in Sioux Falls, which was dedicated on July 25, 1993, in thanksgiving
for his twenty-five yearsof ministry as bishop in the state. The memorial couryard
serves as a reminder of Conrad Gesner's love of the people and land of South
Dakota and the many lives that were touched and changed through his faithfulness
and presence.

IN MEMORIAM

FRANCES ERIC IRVING BLOY

Francis Eric Irving Bloy, third Bishop of the Diocese of los Angeles, died May 23,
1993, in Altadena, California, where he had been hospitalized after a fall. He was
eighty-eight and had been in fragile health for several yearsbefore his death.

As Bishop of los Angeles from 1948 to 1974, Eric Bloy led the diocese during
post-World War II growth in Southern California growth that included an influx of
immigrant populations.

Thanks to his leadership and skill in raising funds, nearly fifty congregations
were established during these years in the Diocese of los Angeles, which at that
time included all of Southern California before the Diocese of San Diego was orga­
nized in 1974.

Bishop Bloy's preaching was always thoughtful and interesting, the result of
extensive reading and deep spirituality.

As Bishop John Krumm has recalled, His passion for social justice and his
opposition to racism were eloquently expressed. In the House of Bishops he sel­
dom took part in the debates, but on one notable occasion he made a deep
impression. I and others had sought to have the late Cesar Chavez, who was in
town at the time, speak to the House of Bishops at General Convention in
louisville in 1973. There was some noisy opposition in the House, but when
Bishop Bloy spoke about a visit he had paid to pray with Cesar Chavez when he
was engaged in a fast for his strikers, and how Chavez had asked for a copy of the
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Prayer Book, the opposition melted away.
Eric Bloy was also distinguished by his leadership and call for peacemaking

after the 1965 Watts riot.
As bishop, he was active in varied civic settings and enlisted the support of

various Hollywood entertainers in the advancement of diocesan ministry.
To help train more clergy to serve an expanding diocese, Bishop Bloy founded

the Episcopal Theological School at Claremont, known as Bloy House, as a week­
end seminary for working adults.

Always interested in education at all levels, he supported the movement in the
1960's to establish parish day schools and college chaplaincies throughout the
diocese.

He was trustee of Occidental College and the General Theological Seminary
and held honorary doctorates from both of these institutions, and from the Virginia
Theological Seminary, Church Divinity School of the Pacific, and the University of
Southern California.

An authority on Eastern religions, Bishop Bloy often said that a meeting with
the Dalai Lama was a highlight of his life.

Born in England, Eric Bloy came to the United States with his family at age
seven. After graduation from the University of Missouri, he enrolled in Georgetown
University School of Foreign Service in Washington, D.C. After one year he trans­
ferred from Georgetown to Virginia Theological Seminary.

The son and grandson of priests, he acknowledged that family tradition had
much to do with his decision to pursue holy orders.

He was ordained to the priesthood in 1929 and began his first cure in
Reistertown, Maryland.

He married Frances Forbes Cox, who remained his close partner in ministry
until her death in 1974, just ten days after his retirement.

In 1933 he became his father's curate at St. James-by-the-Sea, La Jolla, and
succeeded him as rector two years later.

Well known in the diocese as an outstanding preacher, he was called as Dean
of St. Paul's Cathedral, Los Angeles, in 1937. He served as dean until his election,
on the first ballot, as Bishop of Los Angeles.

Bishop Bloy was a licensed pilot and an amateur astronomer of some renown.
He was one of a network of amateurs who charted star movements for Mount
Palomar Observatory. In the backyard of his Flintridge, California, home there was
a fully equipped miniature observatory.

May our God, creator of the cosmos, shine light perpetual upon our brother,
Eric.

IN MEMORIAM

JOHN SEVillE HIGGINS

John Seville Higgins, the ninth Bishop of Rhode Island, died on December 28,
1992, of complications following surgery. Born in London, England, in 1904, he
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was eighty-eight at the time of his death.
Bishop Higgins received his Bachelor of Arts degree from Oberlin College in

1928 and was awarded the Master of Arts degree in 1929. He graduated from
Seabury-Western Theological Seminary with a Bachelor of Divinity degree in
1931. During his episcopate he received numerous honorary degrees from semi­
naries and colleges, including Seabury-Western, Brown University, the University
of Rhode Island, and Providence College. He was ordained deacon and priest in
1931 by Bishop George Craig Stewart of Chicago. He served congregations in
Evanston, Chicago, Providence, and Minneapolis prior to becoming Bishop
Coadjutor of Rhode Island in 1953, becoming the ninth Bishop in 1955. He retired
in 1972.

John Seville Higgins was an activist bishop, very much involved in the life of
the communities where he served, and participating on many church and civic
boards and committees. He was a member of the (then) National Council of the
Church from 1946 to 1952, and for twenty-eight years served as a Trustee of the
Church literature Foundation. He was also an author of some note, with his pen
becoming particularly active during his retirement. He wrote several books, all
focused on one or another aspect of the history of the Church. Perhaps the most
notable of these was From Corner Lot to City Block, a historic overview of the
development of the Cathedral Close in Providence during his episcopate. This
development included the rehabilitation of the Cathedral Church, the construction
of a premier fifty-one-bed skilled nursing facility, the design and building of a new
diocesan administrative center, and the rehabilitation of six colonial homes into
twenty-six apartments for handicapped and modest income elderly persons.

He established the EpiscopalCharities Fund, one of the first in the nation, and
raised an endowment to underwrite its administrative costs. Since its inception,
that fund has distributed over $6,000,000 to worthy charitable endeavors in Rhode
Island.

He was an ecumenist of the first order, remembered as the driving force
behind the formation of the Rhode Island State Council of Churches during the
1950's. But he was not afraid to tackle hard issues when necessary. Many still
remember the newspaper debates between Bishop Higgins and the Roman
Catholic Bishop of Providence over the issueof the legalization of birth control in
Rhode Island.

Those who served under him during the 1950's and 60's remember him as
austere, firm, not given to suffering fools gladly, yet as a gifted preacher and pastor
who was fiercely loyal to God, the Church and his clergy. He was good humored,
loved to fish, and could always be counted upon for a comment or two on whatev­
er might be the current theological controversy in the Church. Right up through his
final illness he kept up his reading, and I cannot remember ever encountering him
when he did not mention something from the lectionary for the day and some
book from the best seller list which he had just finished.

His relationship with the Church was more than one of loyalty: He truly and
deeply loved her. His wit and acumen are missed by those who served under him,
and by the eleventh Bishop of Rhode Island.

WILLIAM BRADFORD TURNER HASTINGS

W. Bradford T. Hastings, retired junior Suffragan Bishop of Connecticut, died on
December 2, 1992, at his home in Little Compton, Rhode Island. He had been ill
for several years with amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS), also known as Lou
Gehrig's disease.

Born in Garden City, New York, December 13, 1919, "Brad," as he was
known to his many friends, moved as a boy to Ethete, Wyoming, where hjs father
ran a mission school for Arapaho children. He received his early education in a
one-room schoolhouse on the prairie, to which he rode each day on horseback.

In 1937 he was sentback East to attend Pawling School in Pawling, New York
(now Trinity-Pawling School), and subsequently attended Union College in
Schenectady, New York, graduating in 1941. The same year he married his wife,
Virginia "Jinny" Floyd. He graduated from Virginia Theological Seminary in 1943
and was ordained priest in the Diocese of Missouri in 1944. As a priest, Brad
served the parishes of St. Paul's in Overland, Missouri; Trinity Church in Concord,
Massachusetts; Christ Church in St. Paul, Minnesota; St. Luke's Church in
Minneapolis, Minnesota; and All Saints' Church in Worcester, Massachusetts,
before coming to Christ Church in Greenwich, Connecticut in 1965. He was
Rector of Christ Church until his election as Suffragan Bishop in 1981. He retired
asbishop at the end of 1986.

In Greenwich Brad Hastings served as president of the Mead Counseling
Center and on numberous boards and with community organizations. He was also
a member of the Diocesan Executive Council and served as secretary of the joint
Commission on the Structure of the Church. He was also chair of the North
American Committee of the Anglican Centre in Rome.

While bishop, he worked out of an office in Portland, Connecticut, with pas­
toral responsibility for the central and eastern thirds of Connecticut, comprising
ninety-eight parishes and their clergy. He received four honorary doctorates and
was a Fellow of St. George's College in Jerusalem. An active sportsman who
enjoyed sailing, tennis, and golf, Brad established the Bishop Hastings Open Golf
Tournament for clergy and lay people of the diocese. Even after he lost the use of
his arms because of the Lou Gehrig's disease, Bishop Hastings continued to play
golf by kicking the ball with a special golf shoe that had a putter blade attached to
its toe. His infectious good humor, punctuated by hymn sings in a treble voice,
carried him until close to the end.

Bishop Hastings was greatly interested in spiritual direction and the develop­
ment of the interior life and made a special study of the life and writings of julian
of Norwich. He also met with Mother Teresa on a visit to India. He is survived by
his wife, Virginia, and his four children, Daphne H. Wilcox, William, Bradford,
and judith H. Otis, aswell asby nine grandchildren.

MORRIS FAIRCHILD ARNOlD

Morris Fairchild "Ben" Arnold, Retired Suffragan Bishop of Massachusetts, died
December 3, 1992, in Cambridge, Massachusetts, after a long illness.

Ben was born in Minneapolis, Minnesota, on January 5, 1915, to LeRoy and
Kate Kellogg (Fairchild) Arnold. His roots were in the Midwest, but he had a long
history with Massachusetts. He came Eastfor his college education, receiving a
B.A. from Williams College in 1936 and a B.D. from the Episcopal Theological
School in 1940. He was ordained to the diaconate on June 12, 1940, in St. John's
Chapel at the Episcopal Theological School in Cambridge, Massachusetts, and to
the priesthood on December 23, 1940, at St. John's Church in Saugus,
Massachusetts, by Bishop Henry K. Sherrill. In 1961 he received the degree of
Doctor of Divinity from Kenyon College. Ben married Margaret Day Bradley on
June14,1937, and married Harriet Schmidgall on January 20,1978.

Ben's first cure was in Massachusetts, where he served as Priest-in-Charge at
St. John's Church in Saugus from 1940 until 1943. From 1943 until the end of
World War II he served the Army and Air Force as a Chaplain in the European
Theater of Operations, where he 'earned four battle stars. He returned to
Massachusetts after the war, as Rector of Grace Church in Medford and Chaplain
at Tufts University from 1945 until 1950. In 1950 Ben returned to the Midwest,
having been called as Rector of Christ Church in Cincinnati, Ohio, where he
served until his election as Suffragan Bishop of Massachusetts in "1972. During his
time in the Diocese of Southern Ohio, Ben devoted himself to addressing the
needsof the cities and fighting for social and economic justice. He served as presi­
dent of the Cincinnati Council of Churches from 1961 to 1963 and was a member
of the boards of the Red Cross, Family Service and the Better Housing League. In
addition to serving as president of the Standing Committee, Ben served the church
asa member of Diocesan Council and chairman of the Department of Strategyand
Finance. He co-founded the Church and City Conference of rectors of major urban
parishes in 1959, and served as its Presidentfrom 1964 until 1966. He also direct­
ed a series of hearings held by the bishops of urban dioceses which served to lift
up the plight of the urban poor to the attention of the whole church. A pilot pro­
gram he coordinated in the Diocese of Southern Ohio became a national model
for urban dioceses in responding to the problems of the inner city.

Ben was active nationally and internationally in the church, as a delegate to
the 1954 Anglican Congress, deputy to General Convention from Southern Ohio,
and a member of the Joint Standing Committee on Program, Budget and Finance
from 1961 until 1967 and from 1977 until 1980. Ben also served on the General
Board of Examining Chaplains from 1970 until 1974. He was President of the
Alumni Association of the Episcopal Theological School from 1970 until 1973.

Ben was elected the fifth Suffragan Bishop of the Diocese of Massachusetts on
October 16, 1971, on the fourth ballot and was consecrated on January 29, 1972,
at Trinity Church, Boston. As Suffragan he was responsible for the pastoral care of
clergy, the newly formed Commission on Ministry and the administration of the
canon regulating the remarriage of divorced persons. He was involved in the
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design of support structures for clergy and their families, the development of lay
ministry opportunities through mutual ministry programs and long-range diocesan
planning. While in Massachusetts he served as Vice President of the Episcopal City
Mission. He was a member of the steering committee of the New England
Consultation of Church Leaders and a Trustee of the Samaritans of Boston (1973­
1982), the Family Services Association of Greater Boston (1974-1977), the North
Conway Institute and Sherrill House. From 1972-1979, he served on the Board of
Trustees of the Episcopal Publishing Company, publishers of the national social
justice magazine The Witness, and chaired the board from 1977 to 1979. He
retired asSUffragan Bishop in Januaryof 1982.

Ben will long be remembered for his grace and his kindness, his strong com­
mitment to social justice and the plight of the urban poor, and for all that he was.
Ben is survived by his wife, Harriet Borda Schmidgall Arnold; a daughter,
Jacqueline Fairchild Arnold Crocker of Walnut Creek, California; a son, William
Morris Arnold of Randolph, New Hampshire; and two grandsons,John Alexander
Frazer Crocker III and Matthew Morris Crocker of Salt Lake City, Utah. We all
mourn his loss.

IN MEMORIAM

ALFRED LOTHIAN BANYARD

The Rt. Rev. Alfred Lothian Banyard, seventh Bishop of New Jersey, died
December 6,1992.

Ordained in 1931, he served as Vicar of St. Luke's Church, Westville, New
Jersey; Rector of Christ Church, Bordentown, New Jersey; and Archdeacon before
being consecrated Suffragan Bishop in 1945. From 1955-1973 he was Bishop of
New Jersey. At the time of his death, Bishop Banyard was in the forty-eighth year
of his episcopate,among the oldest living bishops.

Born in Merchantville, New Jersey, he was a Phi Beta Kappa graduate of the
University of Pennsylvania, following which he earned the S.T.B. degree at the
General Theological Seminary, which later awarded him an honorary S.T.D. The
Philadelphia Divinity School also gave him an honorary D.D.

It was during Bishop Banyard's years as Suffragan and Diocesan that the
Diocese of New Jersey experienced its greatest growth in communicants and
church construction. Although he never failed to have the diocese pay its quota to
the National Church, it can be said that his energies were solely directed to the
welfare of the diocese he loved so much. He was a strong administrator; his style
of leadership was single-handed as it was single-minded. Opposed to liberal trends
in church and society, he championed orthodoxy and conservative causes at all
times.

In his retirement Bishop Banyard lived with his wife Alice at The Evergreens,
the Episcopal retirement home in Moorestown, N.J. He is also survived by his son,
Dr. Richard D. Banyard, and four grandchildren. In retirement Bishop Banyard did
not participate in diocesan affairs, believing that once retired one should remain
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so!
The funeral held in St. Mary's Church, Burlington, New Jersy, was attended by

over seventy-five clergy, many of whom had been ordained by him. In presiding at
the burial office and requiem eucharist I was struck by the fact that an era of the
Diocese of New Jersey was now over, as prayers were offered in thanksgiving to
God for the many ways in which Alfred Banyard had touched the lives of clergy
and laity over the years.

Following the liturgy, Bishop Banyard was buried near the entrance to S1.
Mary's Church, in the churchyard where most of the bishops of New Jersey, since
the founding of the diocese in 1785, have their final resting place.

CALL TO ORDER

Pursuant to the call of the Presiding Bishop in his letter of November 24, 1992
(Appendix A), the House met in Special Session at the Kanuga Conference Center
near Hendersonville, North Carolina, March 8-12, 1993.

The Presiding Bishop called the House to order at 7:40 p.m. and led the
House in prayer. Mr. Albert Gooch, Director of Kanuga, welcomed the House. The
Presiding Bishop then introduced five new members:

The Bishop of Arizona
The Rt. Rev. Robert R. Shahan

The Suffragan Bishop of Washington
The Rt. Rev.Jane Holmes Dixon

The Bishop of Easton
The Rt. Rev.Martin G. Townsend

The Bishop of WesternMassachusetts
The Rt. Rev. Robert Denig

The Bishop of Dallas
Thll Rt. Rev.James M. Stanton

The Presiding Bishop welcomed the Bishop Coadjutor-elect of Fort Worth, the Rev.
Jack l. Iker. He also called attention to the fact that Bishop Gordon was the senior
member present, and that the Bishop of Kentucky was the senior active bishop pre­
sent (Appendix B).

The Presiding Bishop reported briefly on absentees, among them the Bishop of
Utah, the Suffragan Bishop of Massachusetts,the Bishop of Montana, the Bishop of
Panama, and the Bishop of Fort Worth. The Presiding Bishop introduced three spe­
cial guests who were present to assist the House at this meeting: the Rev. Tom
Shaw, S.S.J.E., Chaplain; the Rev. Dr. Murray Newman of Virginia Seminary, Bible
Study Leader; Ms. Susan Miller of the Diocese of Florida, Process Consultant.
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Meeting Objectives

The Presiding Bishop introduced the Bishop of Northwest Texas, Chairman of the
Planning Committee, who, in turn, presented the schedule for the meeting
(Appendix C) and then introduced members of his committee: the Presiding
Bishop, the Bishops of Maine, Western New York, Southwest Florida, South
Carolina, West Virginia, and the Suffragan Bishop of Los Angeles; Bishops Craig
Anderson, Parsons, and Hopkins. Staff members present were Ms. Barbara Braver
and the Rev. Richard S.O. Chang.

He then listed the objectives for this meeting:

1. Identify and affirm a way to be in "a new community of relationships" with
each other.

2. Discover a means, in addition to legislative, to deal with issues that confront
the Church.

3. Experiencegathering within a defined and limited agenda.
4. Begin building our agenda for the next Interim Meeting in Panama in

September 1993, and beyond.

He introduced two questions for the evening's discussion: What has happened to
you since Baltimore?What do you bring to Kanuga II?

The House worked in groupsfor one hour.

The House adjourned at 9:00 p.m., following the reading of Compline.
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SECOND DAY
Tuesday

March 9, 1993

Worship and Bible Study

The Bishop of Chicago led Morning Prayer, and Dr. Newman introduced the study
for the day. The House worked in small groups.

ThePresiding Bishop

The Presiding Bishop addressed the House under the title "Remembrances and
Reflections" (Appendix D).

Theological Reflection

Bishop Craig Anderson addressed the House under the title "Theological Metaphor
and Method." The House worked in groups. Upon adjournment the House
reassembled in the chapel for the Eucharist, with the Presiding Bishop as the cele­
brant and FatherShaw as the homilist.

AFTERNOON SESSION

The Bishop of Bethlehem addressed the House under the title "Tora: A Way of Life
Called Episcopate." Bishop Anderson continued his theological work with the
House under the title "Doing Theology in a Covenant Community." The House
reflected on both discussions in small groups until adjournment.

The Bishop of Chicago was the officiant at Evening Prayer in the chapel.

EVENING SESSION

The Bishop of South Carolina presided, and the House engaged in questions and
answers with Bishop Anderson and the Bishop of Bethlehem concerning their
morning and afternoon presentations. The House then discussed these presenta­
tions in small groups, followed by reports made by some of the groups.

The Bishop of Chicago led the House in prayer, followed by a reflection by
FatherShaw.
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THIRD DAY
Wednesday

March 10, 1993
MORNING SESSION

The Bishop of Northern Michigan officiated at Morning Prayer, which was fol­
lowed by Bible study.

Future Meetings

The Presiding Bishop spoke on behalf of the Planning Committee and anriounced
that he would be appointing two small committees to plan for the next Interim
Meeting in Panamaand to address the form in which the House would work at the
General Convention of 1994. He expressed his desire that the Panama meeting
have an opportunity to study and discuss a draft now being prepared by a special
committee in response to Resolution A104sa (1991) on. human sexuality, and
another pastoral also in process on the subject of racism. Other items to be dis­
cussed in Panama are the relation of the Diocese of Panamato the Ninth Province
and consideration of future special meetings of the House of Bishops.

Racism

The Bishop of Iowa introduced the subject of racism, to be discussed in the after­
noon session, and Dr. Newman presented a biblical perspective on the subject.

Following adjournment, the House reassembled in the chapel for the
Eucharist, with the Bishop of Northwest Texas as the celebrant and Father Shaw as
the homiiist.

AFTERNOON SESSION

The Bishop of Iowa introduced the afternoon's discussion and called on the Bishop
of Central Florida and the Bishop of EI Camino Real to assist him in reading three
letters written from the personal perspectives of the Bishops of Southern Ohio,
Panama, and Alaska. The House responded in groups, and some of the groups
were invited to report. The House then recessed for the rest of the day.
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FOURTH DAY
Thursday

March 11, 1993

Racism (continued)

Following Morning Prayer led by the Bishop of Western North Carolina, and Bible
study, the Bishop of Southwest Florida introduced another discussion on racism.
The House responded at table groups.

At the suggestion of one table group, the House agreed by consensusto desig­
nate the offering at that day's Eucharist to the Legacy Fund honoring Dr. Martin
Luther King, lr., and to encourage all members who were not at the moment able
to do so to send a check to the Church Treasurer, so designated, after their return
home.

Following adjournment, the House assembled in the chapel for the Eucharist,
with the Presiding Bishop ascelebrant and a homily by Father Shaw.

AFTERNOON SESSION

The Bishop of Southwest Florida introduced further discussion on the future work
of the House in the matter of racism. The House worked at table groups, and some
of the groups reported on their work.

The Bishop of Southwest Florida and the Bishop of Maine introduced discus­
sion on the matter of further work on the nature and meetings of the House. Again,
the House responded in table groups and with reports.

During the ensuing plenary session, a number of members of the House
observed that "we lapsed into old behavior," as members lined up at the micro­
phones to address the podium rather than addressingone another.

The Bishop of Chicago led the House in Evening Prayer.

EVENING SESSION

The Presiding Bishop took the chair and called on various bishops to update the
House on matters of mutual concern.

Legacy Fund

Bishop Stough spoke about his work with the Episcopal Legacy Fund honoring the
Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.

Authority of Scripture

The Bishop of Los Angeles reported to the House on follow-up work from the
Baltimore meeting on the subject of the authority of Scripture.
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HumanSexuality

The Bishop of New York, chair of the Special Pastoral Teaching Committee on
Human Sexuality, reported on its work to date. He expressed the hope that a draft
would be mailed to the House prior to the Panama meeting. It will then be revised
and distributed before the General Convention of 1994.

Bishop of Maryland

The Bishop of Maryland reported for himself and expressed his appreciation to
members of the House for their support in recent months.

Liability Insurance

The Bishop of Upper South Carolina, speaking as a member of the Church Pension
Fund Board and for Bishop Cerveny, spoke about the liability insurance due to go
into effect on September 1.

Racism

Bishop Carr spoke on the subject of racism at the local level.

PIM Conference

The Bishop of Central Pennsylvania and the Presiding Bishop reported on the
recent Partners in Mission Conference.

Executive Council

The Bishop of Southeast Florida reported to the House on plans for the Executive
Council's visits to dioceses. He also thanked the House for their generousresponse
to the damage suffered in Hurricane Andrew.

The Presiding Bishop reported on the Executive Council's work in long-range
planning, of which the visits to the dioceses are an integral part. He also spoke of
the ongoing work on the questions of relocation and downsizing at the Church
Center.

Title IV

The Suffragan Bishop of New York, reporting as chair of the Standing Commission
on Constitution and Canons, spoke about the work in revising Title IV and the
hope to report further to the House in Panama.

ACCand ESA

The Bishop of Bethlehem, a member of the Anglican Consultative Council, report­
ed on the effect of the Capetown Resolution of January 1993 as it applies to the
requests of the bishops who are members of the Episcopal Synod of America and
their request for a separateProvince.
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FortWorth Election

The Presiding Bishop reported on the consent process now underway in the
Diocese of Fort Worth. He also updated the House on the Bishop of Montana.
Finally, he expressed his thanks to the Planning Committee and all of those who
had been a part of this SpecialMeeting.

Father Shaw led the House in prayer and delivered his final meditation. The
House adjourned at 9:15 p.m.

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APPENDIX A
CALL TO MEETING LETTER

November 24, 1992

Dear Brothers and Sisters:
The Kanuga Planning Committee met for the better part of two days earlier this

month in Chicago to reflect on learnings from Baltimore, to make plans for Kanuga
and to look beyond into the triennium. We write to share with you our activities
and the current plans for our March 8-12 meeting at Kanuga. We are pleased by
our efforts to date, and eager to hear any comments you may have.

When we met in Chicago we considered it our first responsibility to respond
faithfully to what we have been hearing from the House. Several things seemed
quite clear from what we heard at Kanuga I, in Baltimore and in conversations and
letters since. Primary is the understanding that no one wants to go back to our old
way of doing business. We are on to something positive and must press on. In
sum: the four hypotheses we as a House developed described how we functioned
pre-Kanuga I. At the Kanuga and Baltimore meetings we began to find a new way.
The KPC senses real commitment on the part of the House to working toward a
new vision for our common life and for taking stepsto achieve that vision.

Further, we think it came through loud and clear at Baltimore and since that
how we are together is not the end: it is a means to a fruitful carrying out of our
common ministry. Therefore, out of who we are becoming as a covenant commu­
nity we must deal with issues of substance, and also help the church to wrestle
faithfully with the difficult issues before us all.

We also sense it is the mind of the House that our work together must serve to
strengthen our episcopal leadership not only as a collegial body but individually
for our ministry in our dioceses.

We have heard that our time together must be grounded and centered in our
life of prayer, worship and Bible study. We also note a positive response to having
some of the discussions in table groups. Our good work on the authority of scrip­
ture was an example of how table groups can function productively.

We have also been hearing a call toward good stewardship of our time, of the
skills and gifts of our members aNa which are considerable aNa and of our finan­
cial resources.

The plans made and decisions taken in Chicago were based on our listening
to all of the above. We pray we have been good listeners. We meet again January
5-8 for further work and refinements. As we said, we will welcome your comments
on these plans and need to hear from you by December 18 if possible.

First, the format of the Kanuga " meeting will be based on a rhythm of wor­
ship and Bible study. The Rev. Thomas Shaw, SSJE, who earlier this year complet­
ed a term as Superior of the Society of St. John the Evangelist, has agreed to serve
as our chaplain. Those of you who know Tom are aware of how much he will
bring to our time together. Bishop Griswold will be responsible for our liturgical
life, as he was so splendidly at Kanuga I.
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We note that in response to comments of so many of you our schedule will
allow "breathing space" for individual quiet times and for rest and recreation.

Second, we have planned that a portion of our Kanuga II meeting will be
devoted to working on a new vision for our episcopal leadership. Building on the
work we have already done, we will look at what it means to be a covenant com­
munity of theological discourse.

Then, in another segment of the meeting we will embody that community as
we take up again the issue of racism. We as a committee were unanimous in our
sense that we are being called to look more deeply at this topic. Our church has
made a commitment toward the eradication of racism in our own structures and in
our society. The House has been charged by the Phoenix General Convention with
developing a pastoral on racism for Indianapolis 1994. Our work at Kanuga will
help us toward this goal. We expect to continue in Panama and to leave the
Panama meeting with a first draft.

Our work on racism will tie in with our reflections on covenant community as
we discuss racism asa violation of what the covenant community is all about.

In responseto your concerns about good stewardship of the skills of members
of the House and of our resources, we discussed the use of consultant help. After
much discussion amongst ourselves,and then with the consultants from the Center
for Parish Development, we determined that the KPC is now in a position to con­
tinue without the level of consultant help that was necessary to bring us to this
point. We are enormously grateful to the Center for Parish Development, specifi­
cally Dr. Paul Dietterich, Dr. Inagrace Dietterich and Mr. Ray Schulte, for the
superb assistance we have been given over the past year. We are absolutely certain
we would not have come this far without their skills as they have worked with us
and ministered to us.

For the Kanuga meeting, though we might need some small amount of consul­
tant help for process, we will depend heavily on members of the House. Several
people have already been asked to be of particular assistance, including Mark
Dyer, who will be doing some background work for our work on our vision of our
community, and Chris Epting, who will provide some leadership for our racism dis­
cussions.

As we have been making our plans it has come ever clearer to us that effective
planning for a body of the size and complexity as ours, in a system as complex as
ours, cannot be done piecemeal. Accordingly, we have begun to look at a plan
through the triennium and beyond. We look forward to sharing more about this
when .J.te meet.

While we are at Kanuga we will make some decisions about Panama. Our
thinking at present is that we will do some further work on the racism pastoral and
spend some substantive time as well on the pastoral on sexuality that Dick Grein
and his committee are now working on. The setting itself will provide particular
opportunities for us, and we are tentatively thinking about the possibility of those
of us who are able and interested making visitations to some of our Province IX
dioceses before or after our meeting.

In our discussions about stewardship, we reexamined the budgets for the
Special Meeting in March and for the Interim Meeting in September. The costs for
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both meetings have been reduced from the draft introduced at Baltimore. In order
to fully fund these meetings, additional revenue will be required.

The Kanuga Planning Committee recommended that each active bishop be
asked to contribute $500, and that 83 diocesesbe asked to contribute an addition­
al $400. The sixteen dioceses with annual apportionments of under $100,000 and
the overseas dioceses will not be asked for a diocesan contribution, but may
choose to make an offering. The total asking from bishop and diocese represents a
reduction from the estimated $1,300 per diocese discussed in Baltimore. All over­
seas bishops will be exempt from the participant's fee for Kanuga II. The enclosed
draft budgets for both meetings describe the revenues and expenses for both meet­
ings in 1993.

We will begin with a reception and dinner at 5:00 p.rn. on Monday, March 8,
and will conclude with breakfast on Friday, March 12. The fee for a single room
will be $270 per person, and a double, $220. No special airfares have been nego­
tiated for this meeting. Early reservations and advance purchase may secure the
lowest airfare. Further details on Kanuga II with the registration information will be
mailed after the January meeting of the KanugaPlanning Committee.

We write this as Thanksgiving approaches and want to say how thankful we
are for our common life and ministry. May you have a blessedAdvent, and please
let us hear from you.

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APPENDIX D

Remembrances and Reflections
Remarks by the Presiding Bishop
TheMost Rev. Edmond L. Browning
March 9, 1993

Since we arrived we have been doing what comes naturally with folks we haven't
seen for awhile, and that is catching up. We come together and begin again ­
remembering where we have been, and how we have been, since we were last
together. How's it going? we say. What's up?What's new with you?

And if we ask, and if we listen, we find our way back into each other's lives.
We fill in the short-term memory. We have already caught up a bit, and we have
just begun.

As essential as it is that we catch up with one another and welcome new
friends, it was the sense of the Kanuga Planning Committee that we need to do
something more. They wondered if we as a House might need to do a little work
on our longer-term memory, our institutional memory. We have a tendency to
come to each meeting as if we were starting afresh, or perhaps only with some
memories of the most recent past - some positive feelings and maybe some bag­
gage. This is almost inevitable because the House of Bishops is an incredibly
dynamic entity. Since I have been Presiding Bishop, nearly eighty new bishops
have come to this House. That much change and movement is not easily
absorbed. So, it seemed right that before moving on we reflect a little on the
importance of memory, specifically the long-term institutional memory of the
House of Bishops, and I am delighted for the opportunity to share with you some
of my own sense about this.

Memory, I believe, is very much tied in with identity. We are formed by what
we remember, and equally, by what we choose to forget. That is true for individu­
als, and it is also true for communities such as ours. We construct and reconstruct
our histories. We polish up some memories and totally submerge others. Some
things we forget because they just didn't seem important at the time. Others that
seemed momentous turned out to be just gnat bites along the way. Acting with
more - or less - intention, health and honesty, we use our memories to piece
together our notions of who we have become. We find our identity. The more
intention, health and honesty we bring to the process, the closer our notion of who
we are resembles who God knows us to be in our secret heart.

I believe we also need to attend to our institutional memory because, as we
look back, perhaps we are graced to see how God's hand moved through the ordi­
nary, the random to transform it and us. Our faith is incarnational. The reality of
God is made known in what happens to us. We look back at the random and the
ordinary and find that nothing is random and all is extraordinary. We find mean­
ing, and meaning, as Robert Bellah reminds us, "is the living fabric that holds all
things together."

We also must look at our common past, our shared history, to inform us. We
can learn from our wrong turns and benefit as well from our right actions and good
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practices. Looking at who we have been and where we have been, we can ask:
Are we, as a House of Bishops, becoming more who God calls us to become?
Have we made progress forward on our pilgrimage? These are questions we have
been asking ourselves corporately and with intention beginning with our meeting
here last year. And we must keep asking them. We will be asking them in various
forms this week.

At the time of your election and your consecration I am sure you focused on
and prayed about what it means to be a bishop. You prayed about your personal
ministry and your call to your diocese. And I'm sure you also thought something
about what it means to be part of the episcopate. None of us is a bishop by him or
her self. By becoming a bishop in the Episcopal Church you became part of an his­
toric line aswell. That means a great deal to me and I believe to all of us.

There are various aspects of being a bishop, a member of the House, and that
creates a complicated dynamicwith things happening on a lot of levels. One
aspect of your identity is that you express your ministry on a day-to-day basis with­
out particular reference to one another. There is probably a place where you are
thought of and spoken of as the bishop. Another aspect of your identity is member­
ship in the House of Bishops,an entity with a unique calling to fulfill. You arealso
a member of the junior house of the General Convention of the Episcopal Church.
Blessedly, you now are also part of a community of sisters and brothers. You will
make friendships here that will change your life. I predict that in years to come
people who just met yesterday will become important to one another, and then
one day will say, Didn't we first meet at that House of Bishops meeting at Kanuga?
I think that was back in 1993."

Given my deep sense of the importance of memory, I want to share some
things about what happened on my way to Kanuga 1993. They are both personal
memories and pieces of our institutional memory as a House of Bishops.

I was consecrated Bishop of Okinawa in June of 1968 and went that summer
to the Lambeth Conference. In October our Interim Meeting was held in Augusta,
Georgia. It was a long trip from Okinawa to Augusta, and I was worn out when I
arrived. I had been askedto preach in a parish while I was there and when I got to
the hotel and sawall those purple shirts I thought, Do I have to preach in front of
all these bishops? By Sunday morning I was even more nervous. But we were dri­
ving out to the church, and it got to be far away - about twenty miles - and J

thought, It will be OK. No bishop will go that far to go to church. Well, there were
about three or four there. I think Bill Gordon was there. Bill Brady, the Bishop of
Fond du Lac, was there, and out of that first experience Bill and I became quite
good friends.

The Augusta meeting was terrible. We had invited the Canadian House of
Bishopsto be with us, and they were staying in the same hotel. But our House was
so conflicted, in such turmoil, that we did not meet for even one hour with the
Canadian bishops.

In addition to our conflict we were struggling with racial tensions. One black
bishop had spoken, and the next speaker just ignored his line of thought and went
back to the previous discussion. Someone picked up on that and apologized to the
black bishop but called him by the wrong name. Another of the black bishops said
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then, "Well, I guess we all look alike," and the black bishops all got up and walked
out. I remember Paul Moore walked out after them to try to bring them back.

I was sitting in the back row with Bill Frey and Lani Hanchett and Bob
Appleyard, and we were wondering what in sam hill was going on - what had we
gotten ourselves into.

That is one memory, and fortunately things got better. We have been together
through some truly fine times as well and had moments of great satisfaction, partic­
ularly when we were sharing around some of the concerns facing the church,
struggling to be faithful to the demands of the gospel.

I remember being fed by persons who have shared their gifts with us, their
knowledge of God. Herbert O'Driscol1 for one, Kosuke Koyama, John Coburn.
Their meditations have been a source of inspiration and great support.

We have made some good decisions over the years. We have risen to the
occasion, and the best in us has come forward. We have been in the company of
faithful servantsand great leaders and, becausewe are all in this together, we have
contributed to their faithfulness and to their greatness. It has been theirs, and it is
ours as well.

I think back to the meeting in Seattle ten years ago and our superb discussions
about how we make decisions. We issued a statementspelling out the theological
and moral principles for decision making which was passed unanimously. Then,
for all intents and purposes, we put it aside. The Kanuga Planning Committee sent
a copy to all of you earlier this year as part of our way of getting in touch with
where we have been.

Our institutional history includes times when we have been able to work
together through our differences. In Philadelphia in 1989 we crafted a statement
on the ~-.:.-lination of women. In Washington in 1990 we developed a statement on
homosexuality. We had worked very hard over both of these statements, and I
believe they reflected very well where we were with issues about which we are not
all of a mind.

Now, even after we did the hard work I don't believe we or the church bene­
fitted from either of these statements as we might have. They have not been hon­
ored in our institutional memory for what they meant to us at the time, and that is
an expression of common ground. Common ground is a place to stand together
while we address the issues before us. The more common ground we have, the
better able we will be to deal with the issues - the better able we will be to serve
the church and our Lord.

I have heard from some of you for whom Phoenix was the first meeting that
you had a reaction similar to mine after Augusta '68. My recalling of my own
experience will remind you that we have had conflict before. A reading of our his­
tory makesthat plain, should we forget.

I want to share with you a story of something that happened just before our
Kanuga meeting last year. Jack Allin happened to be in New York and he called
me up and very graciously invited me out to dinner: He and Patti and I had a won­
derful visit, and during that time he said to me, "You know the problems the House
has have been with them as long as I can remember. They were present in my
time. They were present in John Hines's time. The difference is, we never really
stopped to take them out and look at them. We never really dealt with them, and
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that is what you are all doing now." I believe that is just right and I thanked Jack
for his very affirming view of things.

Conflict is not necessarily a bad thing. It can be very creative. It is also
inevitable. We are not all of a mind and we have some hard decisions to make,
including thosethat are ahead of us in Indianapolis. However, in Phoenix we real­
ized that in order to servethis church asGod calls us to do we had to start dealing
with conflict in a more purposeful, creative way. We determined to face into our
conflict so we could work with it and through it. We made a collaborative decision
that we wanted to spend some time together without the necessity for doing legis­
lation. I appointed the KanugaPlanning Committee as a good cross section of wise
persons to plan a process for us. Last year at just about this time we came to
Kanuga.

I think that even those of you who weren't with us have heard what we did
here and what has developed out of our work since that time. I will touch on two
things. First the four hypotheses we developed about our life. They helped us look
at how we do and don't work together. In some ways they were devastating. But
when we heard them we did so with a sense of real recognition; They described
who we were. Interestingly, by the time we got to Baltimore, just six months later,
our memory had become a bit confused and some of us had forgotten that these
had come from us, from our own words, based on interviews, surveys, in-depth
conversation. Some thought the hypotheses were the judgment of the consultants.
But, as I say, when we were in Kanuga we looked as these hypothesesand it was
like looking at ourselves in a mirror. I am going to take a minute now and just read
them, so we will know whence we have come.

HYPOTHESIS ONE: THE MEANINGOF THE EPISCOPACY

The House of Bishops, as a collective body, has no clearly stated or agreed upon
understanding of the meaning of the episcopacy: what it means to be a bishop,
what it means to be a community of bishops. This leads to individual interpreta­
tions, different expectations, idiosyncratic behavior, a lossof unity, and lack of dis­
cipline.

HYPOTHESIS TWO: STRATEGY

The House of Bishops has no clear consensus or stated understanding regarding its
strategy and therefore is unclear about the direction it should be going, how it
should be leading the church, how it should function in its common life and
shared ministry.

HYPOTHESIS THREE: CLIMATE

The House of Bishops operates predominantly within a competitive climate. This
leads to costly win/lose instead of win/win behavior, creates "ins" and "outs," dis­
torts communication, prevents creative discussion, fosters fear and despair, and
promotes distrust and isolation. The resulting polarization leads to the forming of
competing coalitions.
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HYPOTHESIS FOUR: STRUCTURE

The House of Bishops is not structured in ways that enable the intentional and cor­
porate identification, analysis, and productive discussion of fundamental theologi­
cal, ethical, and organizational issues facing the church. This leads to the neglect
of the continual and essential interpretation and appropriation of the core of the
Christian faith in relation to contemporary issues.

Well, we looked at the hypotheses. We sighed deeply - out of relief I think
more than despair - becausewe had named the problem. We had named the prob­
lem that had existed for as long asany of us could remember.

We then committed ourselves to working on the life of the House and we
made a statement of purpose that was accepted by acclamation. I will repeat a lit­
tle of that statement that I have thought of often.

What has emerged is a commitment to a new community of relationships
among the bishops without which it is not possible to make decisions which mani­
fest the gospel. We recognized that we must focus upon oar communal life as a
House of Bishops because it is the source of our identity. We learned that if we
cannot be bishops together, we cannot be bishops alone.

We went on to say:
Therefore we shall begin a new way of meeting as a House of Bishops.

Whatever the immediate agenda that brings us together, we resolve to define our­
selves primarily as a community of prayer, worship, and biblical and theological
reflection in which to give and receive one another's gifts, and to seek God's will
for our lives and our work as the servants of the church.

That says a lot, including why we are here right now. Our time at Kanuga last
year put us on a very good path. We have continued down the road.

The next step was Baltimore. We were already well into the planning for
Baltimore when we came out of Kanuga - very encouraged by what had happened
and determined not to revert to old ways. On the whole, I think we did extremely
well under circumstances that were not ideal. By that I mean we had some fixed
things in Baltimore that we had committed ourselves to prior to Kanuga, we had
little time to work out how spouses and their program could be integrated with
ours, we had a huge task to which we were also already committed with persons
invited - that is the study of the authority of scripture - and we had no time to work
through how we would follow up on creating. a better means for planning and
doing our business. It was the last piece that gave us the most trouble, and our
Saturday evening meeting in Baltimore was a difficult one, where we suffered from
a bad combination of too much data and too little information.

In spite of bumps along the way and the inevitable discomfort that ariseswhen
you try to change familiar ways - even negative familiar ways - in spite of that we
achieved a great deal in Baltimore. Our work on the authority of scripture showed
us that we can come at things with a variety of approaches but still find a great
deal of commonality, and the ability to honor, to learn from, our different
approaches. I don't think we had that ability in Phoenix. And we are still working
on it.

The Kanuga Planning Committee came out of the meeting with a strong sense
of purpose about their task. As you know, they determined not to continue with
consultants, except for some help on the process, but, building on the superb work
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that had been done, and with the help of other members of this House, they have
labored faithfully on behalf of all of us to continue a work that had been well
begun. That brings us to today. Our meeting this week is, I pray, another step in a
faithful journey.

I do not in any way believe that in this short time I have given an historical
overview of the last twenty-five years. I have just touched some of the highs, some
of the lows. What I hope I have done is to lift up for us the notion that we as a
community have a shared history and an institutional memory. Individuals come
and go. Who they are together makes the body who it is. At the sametime, we are
part of a larger reality and a longer history. It is our inheritance, our treasure. Our
hopes are recorded, our joys and glories, our pain and tears. God's hand is on
every page as God hasbeen with us all along the way.

I pray God we spend our time here in an awareness of the cloud of witnesses
who have gone before us. I give thanks for them. I pray God we spend our time
here in an awareness of the saints of God who will follow us. Especially, I pray
God that we may be faithful in the carrying out of our ministry as a House of
Bishops so that we may serve the church, be faithful to the imperatives of the
gospel, and do the work of our Holy God for the honor and glory of our Lord Jesus
Christ.

He nominated Carol J. McGowen of the Diocese of the
Rio Grande. There being no further nominations, Dr. McGowen was declared
elected.

Kanuga Planning Committee

The Bishop of Northwest Texas reported for the Kanuga Planning Committee. He
assured the House of the Committee's sensitivity to the concerns expressed in their
reports in the Fourth Day's discussion. He statedthat the Committee, together with
the Presiding Bishop, were calling the House to another special meeting, to contin­
ue the dialogue on its nature and its effectiveness as a community, that meeting to
be held at the Kanuga Conference Center in North Carolina on March 8-12, 1993.

The Presiding Bishop encouraged questions and comments. A few sugges­
tions were made to the committee.

The Presiding Bishop expressed his thanks to Bishop Hulsey, to his
Committee, and to the Very Rev. James Fenhagen for his role in this meeting as our
Bible Study leader and homilist.

Archbishop of Canterbury

The House rose from its legislative session, so that the Presiding Bishop could wel­
come the Archbishop of Canterbury and Mrs. Carey.

CALL TO MEETING LETTER

May 21, 1992

To the Members of the House of Bishops

Dear Friends:
I hope you will not find the sheerbulk of this packetor the length of this letter

too daunting. There is much I want to share with you and I do so in a ~pirit of
hope and excitement. These materials are concerned with our September meeting
and thus of great importance for our common life, and the leadership to which we
have been called. Note that, based on many requests, packets are going to bish­
ops at your offices and spouses at your home address.

I believe we would all agree there was a clear mandate coming out of our
Kanuga meeting to build on what God's grace helped us to achieve there.
Consequently, the decisions that have been made since then have been in
response to the spirit of Kanuga.

In late March the Baltimore Planning Committee and I met to look at what
continuing in the spirit of Kanuga means in practical terms. Several decisions
came out of that meeting. In brief, our time in Baltimore will be built on a rhythm
of worship and Bible study, as were our days at Kanuga. The Very Rev. James
Fenhagen, just completing a distinguished tenure as Dean of the General
Theological Seminary, has accepted an invitation to be the homilist each day and
to give brief introductions to the Bible study. As at Kanuga, we will follow the lec­
tionary; we know the Holy Spirit can work very well through the lessons appoint­
ed!

We will not meet in the "legislative mode," nor will we receive presentations
from any church groups. Theses decisions were made not simply because our
time will be so full, which it will, but because we want to remain in the communi­
ty mode.

Our progress at Kanuga was greatly facilitated by consultative assistance from
the Center for Parish Development. Accordingly, we have again asked them to
work with us. Efforts to date are reflected by the enclosed paper on meeting pur­
pose and design as well as objectives, expectations and norms. As with Kanuga,
we are being intentional about the content and process of our time together. In the
weeks ahead you will be receiving study papers.

We also decided at our Baltimore Planning Committee meeting to keep the
same table groups. We did some pretty deep sharing and it seems desirable to
continue together through this meeting. Bishops who were not at Kanuga will be
assigned to existing groups. We also decided that new conveners should be
assigned to allow for more shared leadership in the House. Once all registrations
are in (note the July 20 cut-off date) Heath Light will be responsible for coordinat­
ing the assignments of tables and conveners.

Patti's letter and a letter from Sarah Eastman, Barbara Longest and Marge
Sorge specifically address the program for spouses. I would note that after much
discussion by bishops and spouses at our Baltimore planning meeting, it became
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clear that we each have our own and different needs for community time. And, it
will be important for spouses to study scripture together in small groups, as it was
for the bishops at Kanuga. The spouses will be assigned to spouse groups at their
own tables. Bishops and spouses will all be in a common room for worship and
Bible study.

As we worked on plans for Baltimore, it became ever more apparent that
building a new community of relationships and adopting a new way of being
means we must look further ahead than just the next meeting. We need to look at
both the short term and ahead into the triennium. With this in mind, I have deter­
mined that we need to do more than thank the Kanuga Planning Committee for
their super job and discharge them. I have asked them to continue, with Sam
Hulsey aschair, and to work on our longer range planning progress. I believe they
are a representative body with the trust and support of the whole House. This
group is still called the "Kanuga Planning Committee" and , think we ought to
keep it that way asa reminder of the hopeful spirit we found there!

Their Executive Committee will meet with me, Dr. Paul Dietterich of the
Center for parish Development, and Heath Light representing the Baltimore
Planning Committee to work on strategic planning proposals for the consideration
of the whole House in Baltimore. As the meeting design indicates, during most of
our first day in Baltimore we will participate with the Kanuga Planning Committee
on the ongoing planning process.

I have hopes and expectations for this meeting and I believe they are realistic.
I hope and expect that we will move just a little further along. We aren't going to
achieve everything and get from where we are to where we want to be - all in this
next meeting. But, I do believe it will help us along the way to the future for which
we are now planning.

It is my deep conviction - shared by other bishops to whom I have spoken or
whose commentson Kanuga I have read - that working together on our ministry as
a House is of education." It does not comes without financial cost. Since I have
heard the clear message that are now in a budget developing process. I want to
alert you that quite soon I will be asking you to share with me, asyou are able, the
cost of our common live.

I know that we were much supported at Kanuga by the prayers of the church.
Please hold our Baltimore meeting and the ministry of the House of Bishops in
your prayers, and ask others to do so as well.

Please know that all of your are in my prayers.

IN MEMORIAM

GEORGE LAZENBY REYNOlDS

Georgejl.azenby Reynolds, lr., the Ninth Bishop of the Diocese of Tennessee, died
suddenly on November 3, 1991, from a cerebral hemorrhage. Only sixty-four and
vigorously engaged in the sixth year of his Episcopate, he was stricken just a few
hours before he was to visit one of his parishesfor an All Saints' Celebration.

He was the first bishop elected to lead the Diocese of Tennessee following the
formation of two additional dioceses in East and West Tennessee. He immediately
challenged the clergy and laity of the continuing Diocese to join him in seeking a
new vision for what God called the now smaller Diocese to be and to do. The
vision which he developed with his people continues to renew the Diocese and
enlarge its outreach ministries. He persistently called the laity to celebrate the gifts
God had entrusted to them to them and offer themselves as ministers of the gospel.
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He encouraged the clergy and laity to grow as a caring and serving diocesan fami­
ly and inspired them toward that end in the deep concern and skill he extended in
his pastoral care of the flock.

As priest and bishop he was deeply committed to the whole church and
served in several Dioceses in the parish ministry and for a time was Administrator
for Leadership Training for the National Church. In the latter capacity he became
an advisor and consultant to many parishes and dioceses throughout the Church.
At his death he was chairman at the National Committee of jubilee Ministries.

Bishop Reynolds was deeply concerned about divisions within the Church
and devoted his efforts to encourage his people as well as his fellow bishops to
face their controversies in open and constructive dialogue and to work for com­
mon respect and understanding.

George Reynolds loved Sewanee. He graduated from Sewanee Academy
where his father taught, and from the University of the South. He later served as
chaplain at the Academy. He was consecrated Bishop of Tennessee at All Saints'
Chapel, Sewanee in 1985. It was fitting that his requiem was celebrated there and
that he was buried in the Sewanee cemetery.

George shared a rich life and ministry with his wife, Barbara, who is Dean of
the Tennessee Technological University Nursing School, and with their children,
Katherine and George, III. As we extend them our love and sympathy we join in
offering thanksgiving to God for George Lazenby Reynolds and his comradeship in
the gospel and his service in the Church's ministry. Alleluia!

IN MEMORIAM

HORACE WILLIAM BADEN DONEGAN

Horace William Baden Donegan, the twelfth bishop of New York, died on
November 11, 1991. He was born in May, 1900 in Derbyshire, England, and
although he spent most of his life in the United States, he was proud of his English
ancestry.

He received his Bachelor of Divinity degree from the Episcopal Theological
School in Cambridge, Massachusetts in 1927. Since then he has been awarded
honorary degrees from numerous universities and seminaries, including New York
University, Columbia, Hobart, and the General Theological Seminary. He was
ordained priest by Bishop Slattery of Connecticut in 1928. He began his ministry
as Assistantat All Saints, Worcester, Massachusetts and went on to become Rector
of Christ Church, Baltimore and Rector of St. james, Madison Avenue, New York
City. He was elected Suffragan Bishop of New York in 1947, Coadjutor in 1949,
and became Bishop of New York in 1950. He retired in 1972.

Bishop Donegan served on many boards and committees during his long min­
istry both within and without the Church. He was especially active as President of
the Episcopal Mission Society, the Cathedral of St. john the Divine, and St. Luke's
Hospital.
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Horace Donegan seemed the archetype of the New York Cardinal Rector.
Although short of stature, he presented a figure of great dignity in the liturgy, and
his sonorous voice, resonating with echoes of his native England, would fill the
great spaces of St. james and the Cathedral of St. john the Divine. His sermons
were exquisitely constructed, delivered with style and humor, thoughtful, substan­
tive, and mainstreamAnglican in theological viewpoint.

Beneath his dignified exterior was a warm heart. He was fiercely loyal to his
clergy and much loved by them. He loathed committees, though condemned to
serve on many. No one could wind up a meeting faster than he when he was in
the chair. Don, as he was known to his friends, had a roguish sense of humor and
enjoyed laughing at himself with such stories asthe time he and Cardinal Spellman
found each other in the same elevator on their way to visit an extremely rich lady
who was in poor health. .

His friendship with the Queen Mother extended down through the years.
Every summer he would visit her at Windsor Castle. Horace Donegan led the
Diocese of New York through an important period of history. Although not aggres­
sive in his style, he always came down on the side of social justice, whatever the
price. He was a man of quiet courage. Above all, he was affectionate and loyal to
his friends.

IN MEMORIAM

ARTHUR RAYMOND McKINSTRY

Arthur McKinstry, the fifth Bishop of Delaware and the Senior Bishop of the
Episcopal Church, died in Delaware on December 25, 1991. He was born in
Greely, Kansas in 1894 and studied at Kenyon College where he was the oldest
living graduate, Bexley Hall and the Episcopal Theological School in Cambridge,
Massachusetts.

After serving churches in Kansas and Ohio, Arthur McKinstry became Rector
of St. Paul's Church in Albany, New York, and was named Chaplain of the New
York State Legislature. While there, he became the friend of Franklin Delano
Roosevelt, then Governor of New York, who worshiped at St. Paul's.

In 1931, he was called as Rector of St. Mark's Church in San Antonio, Texas.
He was fond of telling the story of his officiating at the marriage of Lyndon B.
johnson and Lady Byrd Taylor. He was ever fond of telling the story of his rela­
tionship to this couple who came to him for a quick marriage.

He served in Texas for seven years and was then called as Rector of Christ
Church, Nashville, Tennessee, from which he was elected Bishop of Delaware and
consecratedon February 17, 1939.

Arthur McKinstry had a vigorous episcopatewhich saw dynamic growth in his
diocese. He developed strong relationships with corporate, political, and commu­
nity leaders, strengthened St. Andrew's School, opened new churches and recruit­
ed a number of priests to the diocese who later joined him in the episcopate. He
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retired in 1954 for reasons of health, passing the pastoral staff to Brooke Mosley,
his coadjutor. In retirement, his health improved and his fondness for telling sto­
ries of his life and ministry resulted in his book, "All I Have Seen". At the bicen­
tennial meeting of the House of Bishops meeting in Philadelphia, he was present
and proudly responded to his name, the first to be called. As the 414th bishop in
the American succession, he stood closer to Samuel Seabury than any bishop con­
secrated after June of 1988.

Arthur McKinstry loved the Episcopal Church, was honored to serve it and
maintained a gracious and supportive relationship to his four successors.

IN MEMORIAM

CHARLES FRANCIS HAll

The Rt. Rev. Charles Francis Hall served as sixth Bishop of New Hampshire for
twenty-five years. Born in Dorcester, New Brunswick, Canada on April 20th,
1908, "Tod", as he preferred to be called, graduated from Springfield College and,
after attending Yale Divinity School for two years, in 1936 he received a B.D. from
the Episcopal Theological School. He held three honorary doctorates.

Ordained deacon in 1936 by Bishop Henry Knox Sherrill and priest in 1937
by Bishop William Lawrence, he served as Assistant at All Saints, Worcester,
Massachusetts until his election as Rector of Grace Church, Medford,
Massachusetts in 1938. In 1945 he was elected Rector of St. Paul's, Concord,
New Hampshire, from which position he was elected Bishop of New Hampshire in
1948 and served until 1973.

Jonathan Daniel's bishop and supporter, Tod was known in New Hampshire
and beyond for his compassion for the marginalized and his passion for justice.
He had a special interest in the rural work of the diocese and in young people and
their education. A person of few but profound words, his ready smile was as infec­
tious as his faith, and together they made him an extraordinary pastor to many.

Tod died in York Hospital, York, Maine, on May 17, 1992. He is survived by
his wife of 54 years, Constance (nee Hamilton), and three sons: David, Ronald
and the Rev. Tod Hall, and six grandchildren.

CALL TO MEETING LETIER

December5, 1991

Dear Friends:
We are writing on behalf of the planning committee appointed by the

Presiding Bishop to share with you our thinking to date concerning the special
meeting of the House of Bishopsto be held at Kanugafrom March 9-13.

We believe the March meeting will be a time to look at some of the issues we
raised during our executive sessions in Phoenix, as well as to explore other areas
we hold in common. We expect to discuss how we presently conduct our life as a
House, how we might better conduct our life, and how we might move from
where we are to where we want to be. We will meet in a setting of worship and
theological reflection.

The Planning Committee is aware of the serious issues before the church at
the current moment. However, the March gathering is not designed to be a plan­
ning meeting, or a legislative meeting or a problem solving session. We are of a
mind that our responsibility now is to step back and prayerfully and thoughtfully
consider where we find ourselvesas we seekto discern God's call to our common
ministry of providing for the pastoral leadership of the whole church. The March
meeting is being designed to provide us with an invaluable opportunity to do just
that.

The 11-member planning committee met in Atlanta October 21-22 to contin­
ue the process we began in our small group discussions in Phoenix. The commit­
tee is chaired by Bishop Hulsey and made up of Bishops Craig Anderson, David
Bowman , Edward Chalfant, Frank Griswold, Rogers Harris, Harold Hopkins,
Donald Parsons, Edward Salmon, Victor Scantlebury, John Smith and Chester
Talton. The staff includes: The Rt. Rev. Arthur A. Vogel, the Rev. Dr. Reginald
Fuller, and the Rev. Nicklas A. Mezacapa. In addition, we will have consultant
support for the meeting from the Center for Parish Development of Chicago.

Staff members from the Center - Dr. Paul M. Dietterich, Dr. Inagrace
Dietterich, and Mr. Ray Schulte - met with the planning committee in Atlanta to
become acquainted with the concerns and issues faced by the House of Bishops.
They also interviewed committee membersconcerning their views on the purpose,
structure, interaction, outcomes, and effectiveness of the common life and ministry
of the House of Bishops. As a result of thesediscussions, the enclosed objectives,
expectations, and norms are being suggested for our time together at Kanuga.
Please respond as soon as possible with any questions,comments, suggestions you
may have about these so they may be shared with the planning committee.

Staff from the Center will continue interviewing members of the House to
develop a representative sampling of viewpoints. In early January they will also
send to every bishop a questionnaire on how bishops perceive their ministry and
that of the House. The information gathered will provide substance for our discus­
sions at Kanuga.
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This special meeting is a commitment of time and energy on the part of all of
us. It is very important that everyone be present for the entire meeting rather than
just some portion of it. Please plan your travel so you can arrive for dinner on
Monday, March 9. We will end with breakfaston Friday, March 13.

Costs are being kept to a minimum, with the expectation that each of us will
be responsible for our own costsof travel, room and board. We will each be asked
to contribute a small amount for a travel fund to be made available to those for
whom the meeting costs are a burden. In the near future you will receive a more
detailed design for the meeting, aswell as cost, schedule, and other logistical infor­
mation.

We ask that you keep the March meeting in your prayers. It is our deep sense
that it can be an occasion of grace for us and the church we all serve.

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APPENDIX C
A STATEMENT OF THE HOUSE OF BISHOPS

March 12, 1992

As bishops of the Episcopal Church, meeting for three full days at the Kanuga
Conference Center, Hendersonville, North Carolina, in the first week of Lent 1992,
supported by the prayers of the church, and our own life of daily prayers and
Eucharist, we bind ourselves to God and to one another as those responsible for
symbolizing and guarding the unity of our church.

We identified and examined four hypotheses related to our common life
basedon a survey of the House of Bishops. We examined our understanding of the
episcopate. We analyzed our sense of vision and mission that guides the House.
We explored the quality of our relationships with each other: We gave attention to
the ways the House of Bishops is currently structured and how it might be struc­
tured for more faithful and effective ministry and mission.

What has emerged is a commitment to a new community of relationships
among the bishops without which it is not possible to make decisions which mani­
fest the Gospel. We recognized that we must focus upon our communal life as a
House of Bishops because it is the source of our identity. We learned that if we
cannot be bishops together, we cannot be bishops alone.

A consensus emerged that we must reorganize many aspects of our common
life and we began to make a commitment to one another to take the actions
required to make these changes. We chose intentionally not to confront specific
issues, but to ground ourselves in our common faith and commitment. It is our
hope that enriched and strengthened by our deliberations and interaction we will
be able in the days ahead, in the grace of the Holy Spirit, to deal with the serious
and important issues facing our church with faith, courage, and wisdom.

Therefore we shall build a new way of meeting as a House of Bishops.
Whatever the immediate agenda that brings us together, we resolve to define our­
selves primarily as a community of prayers, worship, and biblical and theological
reflection in which to give and receive one another's gifts, and to seek God's will
for our lives and our work asthe servants of the church.

Whenever we meet, we will strive to prize the vows of our ordination and the
bonds that unite us above the issues that divide us. While absent from one another
between meetings as a House, we will hold one another and our communities of
faith across the church in daily prayers-that we and all our people may experience
a new birth of love for God and one another to the glory of Christ whose name we
bear as ambassadors of the Gospel, one with the apostles in proclamation, service,
and witness.

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JOINT SESSION

The Presiding Bishop called the joint Session to order at 4:50 p.m,
The Presiding Bishop reminded the Houses of the sin of racism. He spoke of

the work of the House of Bishops during the last triennium, resulting in the House
of Bishops Pastoral letter on Racism and the House of BishopsStudy Document on
Human Sexuality, in response to Resolution A 104sa of the 1991 General
Convention.

Each of us has part of the truth to offer and we must listen to each other. We
respect our legislative processashealthy and necessary.

We are grounded in the breaking of bread and prayer. Our deliberations must
come from this.

The Presiding Bishop called on Bishop Dyer of Bethlehem to provide the con­
text for doing theology as a covenant community. Theological Reflection in com­
munity is informing our life together with God. We arrive at our theological posi­
tions by examining and re-examining the bases of our Anglican tradition. Self-dis­
closure, Covenant and Torah are what sustain every community. Anglican theolo­
gy begins with story, story in Scripture and our own stories. We need to suffer with
one another long enough to discover the holy, to become community. We need to
listen to each other's stories.

Bishop Craig Anderson, Dean and President of the General Theological
Seminary, presented a method for theological reflection in a covenant community.
He led the joint Session through a diagram of "A Theological Method."

Bishop Williams, Suffragan Bishop of Ohio, spoke about the process in the House
of Bishops which resulted in the Pastoral letter on Racism. Bishop lee of Western
Michigan spoke as Vice-Chair of the Committee which wrote the Pastoral letter on
Racism. Each bishop and deputy will receive a sheet of three questions which will
assist them in telling their story in the next few days, in order to better understand
and overcome racism.

Bishop Whitaker, Assistant Bishop of Southern Virginia, spoke on A104sa,
which mandated all dioceses to enter into dialogue about human sexuality in the
last triennium.

Bishop Grein of New York, Chair of the House of Bishops Pastoral Teaching
Committee, spoke about the process used by his committee. The central purpose
of the Pastoral Study Document on Human Sexuality is to encourage dialogue and
to understand that our strength is what we share in our baptismal covenant.

In 1991, Jim was elected as a Trustee of the Church Pension
Fund. He served in this capacity until his death, and he is greatly missed
by all the Board of Trustees of the Fund.

of their terms or until their successors are elected and qualify. The
nine persons representing the Alumni shall be so chosen that three
shall be elected annually to serve for three years. The Alumni elec­
tions, in which all of the Alumni of the Seminary in good standing
shall be the Electors, shall be in charge of the Alumni Association,
whose Secretary shall report the results of the election to the
Secretary of the Board of Trustees. All vacancies in the Board of

I. Introduction

A. The Church is "the communion of Saints," that is, a people made
holy through their mutual participation in the mystery of Christ. This com­
munion exists through history, exists now, and endures beyond "the
grave and gate of death" into heaven. For "God is not a God of the dead
but of the living," and those still on their earthly pilgrimage continue to
have fellowship "with those whose work is done." The pilgrim Church
and the Church at rest join in watching and praying for that great day
when Christ shall come again to change and make perfect our common
humanity in the image of Christ's risen glory.

B. The pilgrim Church rejoices to recognize and commemorate those
faithful departed who were extraordinary or even heroic servants of God
and of God's people for the sake, and after the example, of their Savior
Jesus Christ. By this recognition and commemoration, their service
endures in the Spirit, as their examples and fellowship continue to nur­
ture the pilgrim Church on its way to God.

II. Guidelines

A. The Church commemorates persons, not abstract qualities.
Nevertheless, it does look for certain traits in those whom it chooses spe­
cially to commemorate. Among these traits are:

1. Heroic Faith. This means bearing witness to God in Christ
"against the odds." Historically, the greatest exemplars of such faith have
been martyrs, who have suffered death for the cause of Christ, and con­
fessors, who have endured imprisonment, torture, or exile for the sakeof
Christ. Following this precedent, the Episcopal Church in the United
States of America has been very specific and has restricted the designa­
tion of martyrdom to persons who have chosen to die rather than give up
the Christian faith, and has not applied it to persons whose death may
have resulted from their heroic faith but who did not consciously choose
martyrdom. There are other situations where choosing and persisting in a
Christian manner of life involves confessing Christ "against the odds,"
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even to the point of risking one's life. For this reason the Anglican
Communion traditionally has honored monks and nuns like Antony,
Benedict, Hilda, Constance and her companions, missionaries like
George Augustus Selwyn, and people as diverse as Monnica, Richard of
Chichester, and Nicholas Ferrar. More recently the Church has learned to
honor social reformers like William Wilberforce and Jonathan Daniels for
the same reason. Heroic faith is, therefore, a quality manifested in many
different situations.

2. Love. "If I have all faith, so asto remove mountains, but have
not love, I am nothing. If I give away all that I have, and if I deliver my
body to be burned, but have not love, I gain nothing...So faith, hope, love
abide, thesethree; but the greatest of these is love" (1 Cor. 13:2b-3, 13).

3. Goodness of life. People worthy of commemoration will
have worked for the good of others. it is important to recognize that the
Church looks not only for goodness but also for growth in goodness. A
scandalous life prior to conversion does not disqualify one from consider­
ation for the Calendar; rather, the witnessof perseverance to the end will
confirm holiness of life and the transforming power of Christ.

4. Joyousness. As faith is incomplete without love, so does love
involve "rejoicing in the Spirit" - whether in the midst of extraordinary tri­
als, or in the midst of the ordinary rounds of daily life. A Christian may
not fail in the works of love, but still lack the joy of it - thereby falling
short of true Christian sanctity. Such joy, however, is as much a disci­
pline of life as an emotion. It need not lie on the surfaceof a person's life,
but may run deeply and be discerned by othersonly gradually.

5. Service to others for Christ's sake. "There are varieties of
gifts...and there are varieties of service" (1 Cor. 12:4-5). There is no true
holiness without service to others in their needfulness. The Church rec­
ognizes that just as human needs are diverse, so also are forms of
Christian service - both within the Church and in the world.

6. Devotion. People who are worthy of commemoration have
shown evidence of seeking God through the means of grace which the
Church recognizes, having "devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching
and fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers" (Acts 2:42). We
look both for regularity and for growth in the discipline of prayer and
meditation upon God's Word; and we look for this devotion to be mani­
fested not only in a person's private life but also in visible company and
communion with his or her fellow Christians.

7. Recognition by the faithful. Initiating the commemoration of
particular saints is the privilege of those who knew, loved, and discerned
the special grace of Christ in a member of their community, and who
desire to continue in the communion of prayer with that member now
departed. Such instinctive recognition by the faithful begins naturally at
the local and regional levels. Evidenceof both (a) such commemoration
growing locally and (b) such recognition of sanctity spreading beyond the
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immediate community is essential before the national Church has an
obligation to take heed. It may, in fact, decide that the commemoration
in question is best left to local observance.

8. Historical perspective. In a resolution on the Calendar, the
1958 Lambeth Conference of Bishops stated, "The addition of a new
name should normally result from a widespread desire expressed in the
region concerned over a reasonable period of time." Generally this has
been two generations or fifty years after death.

B. The qualities or traits just outlined do not exhaust the character of
Christian sanctity, nor should they be applied as if each and all of them
were legal conditions which a proposed Commemoration must meet
before recommendation for observance is granted. These are guidelines
to help both the faithful and the official organs of the Church test their
own thoughts when proposing, or recommending, a Commemoration.
These Guidelines and Procedures are intended to implement Resolution
A097a of the 1988 General Convention Uournal, p. 639).

III. Local Calendars andMemorials

Local and regional commemoration normally occurs for many years prior
to national recognition.

The Book of Common Prayer (pp. 13, 18, 195 and 246) permits memori­
als not listed in the Calendar, provides collects and readings for them (the
Common of Saints), and recognizes the bishop's authority to set forth
devotions for occasions for which no prayer or service has been provided
by the Prayer Book. Although the Prayer Book does not require the bish­
op's permission to use the Common of Saints for memorials not included
in the Calendar, it would seem appropriate that the bishop's consent be
requested.

While these Guidelines cannot provide procedures for initiating local,
diocesan or regional memorials that would govern all such commemora­
tions, this process is suggested:

A. A parish or diocese establishes a memorial for a specific day,
using the above Guidelines to justify the memorial.

B. A collect is appointed from the Common of Saints or composed,
perhaps in consultation with the Standing Liturgical Commission, dioce­
san or parish liturgical commission. Readings and a proper preface may
also be appointed if desired. A brief description of the person or group is
written, in accord with these Guidelines and Procedures.

C. The parish, diocese, province or organization proceeds to keep
the memorial.

D. Those interested in promoting a wider commemoration begin to
share these materials with others, suggesting that they also adopt the
memorial. If at some time it is desired to propose a local commemora­
tion for national recognition, documented evidence of the spread and
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duration of local commemoration is essential to include in the proposal
to the Standing Liturgical Commission.

Some commemorations, perhaps many, will remain local, diocesan or
regional in character. This in no way reduces their importance to those
who revere and seek to keep alive the memory of beloved and faithful
witnessesto Christ.

IV. Procedures For National Recognition

Procedures to amend the Calendar flow naturally from II and III above, as
well as earlier documents like Prayer Book Studies IX and XVI (1957 and
1963, respectively). As stated in Resolution A119s of the 1991 General
Convention, "all requests for consideration of individuals or groups, to be
included in the calendar of the Church year, shall be submitted to the
Standing Liturgical Commission for evaluation and subsequent recom­
mendation to the next General Convention for acceptanceor rejection."

A. A proposal to commemorate a person (or group of persons) may
be submitted to the Calendar Committee of the Standing Liturgical
Commission of the General Convention by three or more Church Bodies
of recognized organizations within the Episcopal Church--e.g., Diocesan
Conventions, Provincial Synods, parishes, seminary faculties, religious
communities, ethnic or women's groups.

Each proposal must include:

a) a detailed rationale for commemoration based on the
Guidelines (above) and demonstrating how this person manifests Christ
and would enhance the devotional life of the Church;

b) an inspirational 350-word biographical sketch of the per­
son to be commemorated, preferably including some of the person's own
words;

c) information concerning the spread and duration of local
or international commemoration of this individual or group;

d) suggested collects and readings.

Proposals must be received by the Standing Liturgical Commission Chair
no lessthan 18 months prior to the next General Convention.

B. The chair of the Calendar Committee will communicate with

1. organizations submitting proposed commemorations;

2. the Secretaryof the General Convention regarding names and
addresses of any groups applying for exhibit space in order to present to
Convention delegates a potential addition to the Calendar;

3. the chairs of the Cognate Committees on Prayer Book and
Liturgy, in order to facilitate the review of submissions.

C. The Calendar Committee of the Standing Liturgical Commission
will arrange for

V. Procedures to RemoveCommemorations from the Calendar

A commemoration may be removed from the Calendar by the same pro­
cedure by which one is added, namely, the procedure set forth in Article
X of the Constitution of the General Convention concerning Alternations
and Additions, which requires concurrence by two consecutive
Conventions.

Proposed deletions of commemorations must be forwarded to the Chair
of the Standing liturgical Commission no less than 18 months prior to the
next General Convention.

Prologue for C032s
I. From the beginning, the Church has been in mission. We believe "God
was in Christ, reconciling the world to himself, and has given us the min­
istry of reconciliation." (II Corinthian 5:18-19) We enter into Christ's
Mission by seeking "to restore all people to unity with God and each
other in Christ." (The Book of Common Prayer, page 855.)
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Jesus' "Great Commission" to his disciples is a challenge to the Church to
continue to go beyond the boundaries of self-centered concern. We are
commissioned to go into all the world with the promise and challenge of
all that Jesus has taught us. (Matthew 28: 19-20)

In the Episcopal Church, we seekto live out our Mission as we are trans­
formed by and conformed to the commitment we make in the Baptismal
Covenant. (The Book of Common Prayer, pages 304-305) This Mission
Strategy continues to inform us aswe seekto be faithful.

Though structures change as circumstances demand, we are challenged
by our Baptismal Covenant to accomplish the various ministries to which
we have been called. Our living responseto those eight Covenant ques­
tions sendsa clear message to the world about the faith we share as disci­
ples of Christ.

Recognizing this challenge, it is with heartfelt thanksgiving we now turn
our attention to those who in the past have sought to live in faithful
response to the Baptismal Covenant.

II. We give thanks
... for the Church in Connecticut which in 1784 against odds

found a way to bring Episcopacyto the New World

... for the General Convention of 1835 which responded to the call
for national mission by electing Jackson Kemper as Missionary
Bishop of the West

... for the General Convention of 1865 which restored the
Episcopal Church as one after a dreadful civil strife, and

... for the General Convention of 1919 which, facing an increas­
ingly complicated world, founded a National Administration for
the Episcopal Church to enable it to boldly proclaim the Gospel.

In our time we give thanks for Presiding Bishops:

... for Henry Knox Sherrill, who challenged this Church to have
mission in the nation and the world and to be broad and ecu­
menical in scope

... for Arthur Lichtenberger who brought a gentleness of spirit yet
firmness of resolve when faced with emerging civil rights issues

... for John Hines who challenged this Church to live the gospel in
ways that until then it never thought possible

... for John Allin who called upon the Church to give new empha­
sison telling the story of Christ and His redeeming love through
the giving of its members' resources, and

... for Edmond Browning who has kept wide the borders of the
Church and called us to a deeper level of compassion.

But it is not just for events in the distant past and for Presiding Bishops of
the last and present generations for which we give thanks, but also for the
Church and its people, laity and clergy.
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* In the 60's, for the struggle to respond to the cry of the Civil
Rights Movement and the issues of war and peace which an
unpopular war forced upon the country

* In the 70's, for the ordination of women and the development of
a revisedPrayerBook, and

* In the 80's and 90's, for a Church striving to grow in under­
standing of the issues which separate us such as racism, sexism
and elitism.

As in other times and periods the Holy Spirit has moved through the
Church, the Spirit is with us today. We give thanks for movements that
have called for renewal and reform in the overseas, national, provincial,
diocesan and congregational structures of the Church.

We give thanks

* for those who have pointed the way to new forms of ministry

* for those who have found new ways to hold us fast to the his­
toric call for proven ministriessuch as foreign and domestic mis­
sions

*

for an ExecutiveCouncil that dared to go to all the dioceses to
listen to what was on the hearts of people

for the House of Bishops which is progressing in finding real
collegiality

for a General Convention where worship is central rather than
peripheral to its work and where Bishops and Deputies are
learning to listen to each other and to work together in new
ways

for a Decade of Evangelism which has challenged us to redis­
cover our mission, and

* for the struggles and conflicts of the present day which lead us
to deeperunderstandingof truth.

There is much to give thanks for in the past life and people of our
Church" though there is still much for which there needs to be repen­
tance. Recognizing this, we the laity and clergy of the Episcopal Church
can look with joy to the days and times that lie before us. For ours may
be a time like 1784, 1835, 1865 and 1919 when the Church was called
to look hard at how it does ministry and mission and to make the pro­
found changes that make it possible to more powerfully proclaim the
Gospel. Indeed, we believe this to be such a time.

III. We believe that it is time for the 71 st General Convention to propose
a process to continue restructuring for the mission of the Church. This
process will include the creation of a "Committee for Renewal and
Reform for Mission and Ministry" and a "Forum Committee". The
Committee for Renewal will undertake an independent administrative
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review of structure. The Forum Committee will provide to the whole
Church an opportunity to discuss restructuring for mission.

The Committee for Renewal and Reform for Mission and Ministry shall
review the various structures which unite this Church, including, but not
limited to:

* the office and role of the Presiding Bishop
* the function of the ExecutiveCouncil
* the location and role of the foreign mission support offices
* the location and role of the domestic mission support offices
* the General Convention and its subsidiary bodies, and
* the role, organization and function of provincial synods.

The Committee for Renewal and Reform for Mission and Ministry will be
jointly appointed by the Presiding Bishop and the Presidentof the House
of Deputies, in consultation with the Executive Council. It will be com­
posed of not more than 12 persons with a deep commitment to the mis­
sionand ministry of the Church including those with special proficiency
in corporate structural review. Two-thirds of the committee will be laity.
The Committee will be charged with maintaining extensive contact and
communication with the whole Church during the triennium, conferring
with all appropriate interim bodies, such as the Executive Council and
Standing Commission on Structure and reporting to the 72nd General
Convention in writing not later than six months prior to its seating.

The Forum Committee shall consist of twelve members, three of whom
will be jointly appointed by the Presiding Bishop and the President of the
House of Deputies, and one member will be appointed by each of the
nine Provincial Presidents. The Forum Committee shall provide two
national forums for the purposeof engagingthe whole church in dialogue
on restructuring for mission and will be accountable to the Committee for
Renewal and Reform for Mission and Ministry. The Committee for
Renewal and Reform for Mission and Ministry will inform the Forum
Committee of its progress and hear the response in order to facilitate its
planning process. The Presiding Bishop and the President of the House
of Deputies will urge the bishops and the deputies to General Convention
to gather in provincial settings at a time following each forum to consider
the structural, missionary and legislative implications and report their
findings to the Committee for Renewal and Reform for Mission and
Ministry.

Convention reaffirms our commitment to live out the Mission of the
Church "to restoreall people to unity with God and each other in Christ"

Resolved, That this 71st General Convention requests the Presiding
Bishopand the Presidentof the House of Deputies, with the advice of the
Executive Council, to create a Committee for Renewal and Reform for
Mission and Ministry of not more than 12 persons, two-thirds of whom

Forum Committee in order to engage the whole Church in dialogue in
restructuringfor mission through two forums offered during the triennium.
The Forum Committee shall consist of 12 members, 3 of whom will be
jointly appointed by the Presiding Bishop and the Presidentof the House
of Deputies, and one member will be appointed by each of the nine
Provincial Presidents in consultation with the bishops and officers of their
respective provinces.

The Book of Common Prayer affirms
that lithe birth of a child is a joyous and solemn occasion in the life of a
family. It is also an occasion for rejoicing in the Christian community" (p,
440). As Christians we also affirm responsible family planning. We regard
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all abortion as having a tragic dimension, calling for the concern and
compassion of all the Christian community.

While we acknowledge that in this country it is the legal right of every
woman to have a medically safe abortion, as Christians we believe
strongly that if this right is exercised, it should be used only in extreme
situations. We emphatically oppose abortion as a means of birth control,
family planning, sex selection, or any reason of mere convenience.

In those cases where an abortion is being considered, members of this
Church are urged to seek the dictates of their consciences in prayer, to
seek the advice and counsel of members of the Christian commurilty, and
where appropriate, the sacramental life of this Church.

Whenever members of this Church are consulted with regard to a prob­
lem pregnancy, they are to explore, with grave seriousness, with the per­
son or persons seeking advice and counsel, as alternatives to abortion,
other positive courses of action, including, but not limited to, the follow­
ing possibilities: the parents raising the child; another family member rais­
ing the child; making the child available for adoption.

It is the responsibility of members of this Church, especially the clergy, to
become aware of local agencies and resources which will assist those
faced with problem pregnancies.

We believe that legislation concerning abortions will not address the root
of the problem. We therefore express our deep conviction that any pro­
posed legislation on the part of national or state governments regarding
abortions must take special care to see that individual conscience is
respected, and that the responsibility of individuals to reach informed
decisions in this matter is acknowledged and honored.

In constructing the rite, symbols,
songs and texts should reflect the person or couple's understanding
of their vocation/ministry as the work God has given them to do.

TITLE IV
ECCLESIASTICAL DISCIPLINE

CANON 1.
Of Offenses for Which Bishops, Priests,or Deacons May BePresented and Tried,
and Of Inhibitions

Sec. 1. A Bishop, Priest, or Deacon of this Churchshall be liable to Presentment
and Trial for the fol/owing Offenses, viz.:

(a). Crime.
(b). Immorality.
(c). Holding and teaching publicly or privately, and advisedly, any doctrine

contrary to that held by this Church.
(d). Violation of the Rubricsof the Book of Common Prayer.
(e). Violation of the Constitution or Canons of the General Convention.
(t). Violation of the Constitution or Canons of the Diocese in which the person

is canonically resident.
(g). Violation of the Constitution or Canons of a Diocese of this Church where­

in the person may have been located temporarily.
(h). Any act which involves a violation of Ordination vows.
(1). If a Charge againsta Priestor Deacon alleges an act or acts which involve

a violation of ordination vows and specifies as the act that the Priest or
Deacon has disobeyed or disregarded a Pastoral Direction of the Bishop
having authority over such person, the Charge must be made by the
Bishop giving the Pastoral Direction or by the Ecclesiastical Authority of
that diocese or by another bishop jf the Bishop who issued the Pastoral
Direction has resigned, retired, died or is unable to act and shall set out
the Pastoral Direction alleged to have been disregardedor disobeyed and
wherein the disregard or failure to obey constitutes a violation ofordina­
tion vows. Unless the Charge by the Bishop and the Presentment by the
Standing Committee comply with the foregoing provisions, no finding of
a violation based on an act of disregarding a Pastoral Direction of orfail­
ing to obey the Bishop having authority over the person charged may be
made.

(2). In order for the disregard or disobedience of a Pastoral Direction to con­
stitute a violation of ordination vows the Pastoral Direction must have
been a solemn warning to the Priestor Deacon; it must have been in writ­
ing and set forth clearly the reasons for the Pastoral Direction; it must
have been given in the capacity of the pastor, teacher and canonical
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overseer of the Priest or Deacon; it must have been neither capricious nor arbitrary
in nature nor in any way contrary to the Constitution and Canons of the Church,
both national and diocesan; and it must have been directed to some matter which
concerns the Doctrine, Discipline or Worship of this Church or the manner of life
and behavior of the Priest or Deacon concerned. Upon Trial under any such
Presentment the question of whether the disregard or disobedience of the Pastoral
Direction specified constitutes a violation of ordination vows is a matter of ultimate
fact upon which testimony may be offered.

(i). Habitual neglect of the exercise of the Ministerial Office, without cause;or
habitual neglect of Public Worship, and of the Holy Communion, according to the
order and use of this Church.

(j). Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy; Provided, however, that in
the case of a Priest or Deacon charged with this offense, before proceeding to a
Presentment, the consent of two- thirds of all the members of the Standing
Committee of the Diocese eligible to vote in which the Priestor Deacon is canoni­
cally resident shall be required. If the provisions of Canon IV.7.1 apply, the con­
sent of two- thirds of all the members of the Standing Committee of the Diocese
eligible to vote in which the Offense is alleged to have occurred must be obtained.

Sec. 2 (a). If a Priest or Deacon is charged with an Offense or Offenses or serious
acts are complained of to the Bishop that would constitute the grounds for a
Charge of an Offense, and, in the opinion of the Bishop, the Charge or complaint
of serious acts is supported by sufficient facts, the Bishop may authorize a
Temporary Inhibition and the Bishop shall pronounce it.

(b). Any Temporary Inhibition shall: (j) be in writing, (ii) set forth the reasons
for its issuance, (iii) be specific in its terms, (iv) define the Offense or Offenses
charged or serious acts complained of, (v) describe in reasonable detail the act or
acts inhibited, (vi) be promptly served upon the Priest or Deacon to be inhibited,
and (vii) become effective upon being served upon the Priest or Deacon to be
inhibited.

(c). A Temporary Inhibition may be issued without prior written or oral notice
to the Priestor Deacon.

(d). Any Priest or Deacon against whom a Temporary Inhibition has been
issued may request a hearing concerning the Temporary Inhibition before the
Standing Committee, which shall hear the same at the earliest possible time, but
not later than fourteen days after the date of receipt of the request. The Standing
Committee by a two- thirds vote may dissolve, modify or continue the Temporary
Inhibition. The Church Attorney shall be given notice of such hearing and shall be
permitted to attend and be heard.

(e). At any time, a Bishop may dissolve or reduce the terms of a Temporary
Inhibition or, with the advice and consent of a majority of a quorum of the
Standing Committee, enlarge the Temporary Inhibition.

(f). A Temporary Inhibition shall continue in force and effect until (i) the
issuanceof an Inhibition as otherwise permitted by this Title, (ii) the withdrawal of
the Charge or the allegations, (iii) the refusal of the Standing Committee to make a
Presentment on the Charges alleged, (iv) a determination by the Bishop that there is
no longer a need for the Temporary Inhibition, (v) a Sentence is imposed following
a voluntary submission to discipline under Canon IV.2., or (vi) a period of ninety
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days measured from the date of the Temporary Inhibition; Provided, however, the
ninety-day period may be extended by the Bishop upon the advice and consent of
a majority of all the members of the Standing Committee for additional ninety-day
periods upon good cause.

(g). In the event that the Temporary Inhibition is dissolved, reduced, or other­
wise expires, the Ecclesiastical Authority shall so notify all personsto whom notice
of the Temporary Inhibition was given.

Sec. 3. If a Presentment has been made by the Standing Committee againsta Priest
or Deacon, or if a Priest or Deacon has been convicted in a criminal Court of
Record in a cause involving Immorality, or if a judgment has been entered against
a Priest or Deacon in a civil Court of Record in a cause involving Immorality, the
Bishop in whose jurisdiction the Priestor Deacon is canonically resident or of the
jurisdiction wherein the conviction or judgment has been entered may issue an
Inhibition to the Priestor Deacon until after the judgment of the Ecclesiastical Trial
Court becomes final.

Sec. 4. No Bishop shall issue an Inhibition or Temporary Inhibition except as
expressly permitted by this Title.

CANON 2.
Of Voluntary Submission to Discipline

Sec. 1. If allegations of the commission of an Offense have been made to the
Ecclesiastical Authority, or if Charges of an Offense have been filed, or if a
Presentment has been issued against a Member of the Clergy, the Member of the
Clergy may, with the Consent of the Ecclesiastical Authority, voluntarily submit to
the discipline of the Church at any time before Judgment by an Ecclesiastical Trial
Court, and waive all rights to formal Charges, Presentment, Trial and further oppor­
tunity to offer matters in excuse or mitigation, as applicable, and accept a Sentence
imposed and pronounced by the Bishop.

Sec. 2. The Waiver and Voluntary Submission shall be evidenced by a written
instrument, which shall contain: (i) the name of the Member of the Clergy, (ii) a ref­
erence to the Canon specifying the Offense, (iii) general information sufficient to
identify the Offense, and (lv) a statementthat the Member of the Clergy is aware of
the Sentence to be imposed and the effect thereof, and shall be signed and
Acknowledged by the Member of the Clergy, after opportunity to consult with and
obtain advice from independent legal counsel of the Member of the Clergy's
choosing. If the Member of the Clergy has so consulted with legal counsel, that
counsel shall also be identified in the Waiver and Voluntary Submission. Legal
counsel shall not be a Chancellor, a Vice Chancellor, the Church Attorney or a Lay
Assessor. The Waiver and Voluntary Submission shall be effective three days from
the date of execution. The Church Attorney, each Complainant and Victim shall be
given an opportunity to be heard prior to the passingof Sentence.
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Sec. 3. If there be no Bishop of the Diocese and if the Ecclesiastical Authority be
not a bishop, the Ecclesiastical Authority shall designate a Bishop of a Diocese of
the Province to accept the Waiver and Voluntary Submission to discipline and to
impose and pronounce the Sentence.

Sec. 4. Except as otherwise provided in this Canon, the Sentence so imposed and
pronounced shall be as if it were imposed and pronounced after Judgment by an
Ecclesiastical Trial Court and as if all time provided for all required notices and the
right of the Member of the Clergy to offer matters of excuse and mitigation had
been given and expired.

Sec. 5. No Member of the Clergy shall have the right to appeal the Sentence
imposed and pronounced under this Canon to a Court of Review for the Trial of a
Priest or Deacon, and the Sentence shall be final for all purposes.

Sec. 6. Where a Sentence is to be adjudged and pronounced, as a condition of the
acceptance of the Waiver and Voluntary Submission to discipline, the
Ecclesiastical Authority may require the resignation of the Member of the Clergy
from ecclesiastical and related secular offices, and in the case of a Sentence of
Deposition from a Rectorship, held by that Member of the Clergy, upon such terms
and conditions as the Ecclesiastical Authority may deem to be just and proper.

Sec. 7. Prior to Presentment, a Priest or Deacon may voluntarily submit to disci­
pline to the Bishop of the Diocese in which that person is canonically resident or
the Bishop of the Diocese wherein the commission of the Offense was alleged to
have occurred. Subsequent to Presentment, the Priest or Deacon shall voluntarily
submit to discipline in the Diocese wherein the Presentment has issued.

Sec. 8. In the event that a Sentence is imposed and pronounced by a bishop other
than the Bishop of the Diocese wherein the Member of the Clergy is canonically
resident, the Bishop pronouncing Sentence shall immediately so advise the
Ecclesiastical Authority of the Diocese.

Sec. 9. A bishop of this Church may voluntarily submit to discipline under the pro­
visions of this Canon, doing so to the Presiding Bishop, or if there then be none to
the then Presiding Officer of the House of Bishops, who shall impose and pro­
nounce Sentence. To the extent applicable, the procedural provisions of this
Canon shall apply to Bishops.

CANON 3.
Of Presentments
(a). Of a Priest or Deacon
Sec. 1. A Presentment to the Ecclesiastical Trial Court may be issued only by the
Standing Committee as provided in this Canon.
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Sec. 2. A Charge against a Priest or Deacon shall be in writing, Verified and
addressed to the Standing Committee of the Diocese wherein the Priestor Deacon
is canonically resident, except as otherwise expressly provided in this Title. It shall
concisely and clearly inform asto the nature of and facts surrounding each alleged
Offense andthe specificationsof each Offense.

Sec. 3. A Chargemay be made:
(a). by a majority of the lay Members of the Vestry of the Parish of the

Respondent;
(b). by any three Priests canonically resident in the Diocese wherein the

Respondent is canonically residentor canonically resident in the Diocese wherein
the Respondent is alleged to have committed the Offense;

(c). by any three confirmed adult communicants in good standing in the
Diocese wherein the Respondent is canonically resident or in the Diocese wherein
the Respondent is alleged to have committed the Offense;

(d). in a case where the alleged Offense is the violation of Ordination vows
involving the disregardor disobedience of a Pastoral Direction issued by a Bishop,
only by that Bishop or the Ecclesiastical Authority of that Diocese, or by another
Bishop if the Bishop who issued the Pastoral Direction has resigned, retired, or
died or is unable to act;

(e). in a case where the Offense alleged is a Charge specifying the Offensesof
Crime, Immorality or Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, by any adult
who is (i) the alleged Victim, or (ii) a parent or guardian of an alleged minor Victim
or of an alleged Victim who is under a disability or (iii) the spouse or adult child of
an alleged Victim;

(f). in a case where the Offense alleged is that of holding and teaching pub­
licly or privately any doctrine contrary to that held by this Church, only by a
majority of the members of the Standing Committee of the Diocese in which the
Member of the Clergy is canonically resident or of the Diocese wherein the
Respondent is alleged to havecommitted the Offense;

(g). by a majority of the Standing Committee of the Diocese in which the
Member of the Clergy is canonically resident or of the Diocese wherein the
Respondent is alleged to have committed the Offense whenever the Standing
Committee shall have good and sufficient reason to believe that any Priest or
Deacon has committed the Offense;or

(h). by the Ecclesiastical Authority of the Diocese in which the Respondent is
alleged to have committed the Offense, if different from the diocese of canonical
residence.

Sec. 4. If a complaint or accusation is brought to the Bishop by a person claiming
to be the alleged Victim, or the spouse of an alleged Victim, or by the parent or
guardian of an alleged Victim who is a minor or is under a disability, of an Offense
of Crime, Immorality or Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, the Bishop,
after consultation with the alleged Victim, the alleged Victim's spouse, or the
alleged Victim's parent or guardian, may appoint an Advocate to assist those per­
sons in understanding and participating in the disciplinary processes of this
Church, to obtain assistance to formulate and submit an appropriate Charge and in
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obtaining assistance in spiritual matters, if the alleged Victim, spouse, parent or
guardian so choose. Any Victim or Complainant shall also be entitled to the coun­
sel of an attorney and/or Advocate of their Choice.

Sec. 5. Whenever the Bishop has sufficient reason to believe that any Priest or
Deacon canonically resident in that Diocese has committed an Offense and the
interests and good order and discipline of the Church require investigation by the
Standing Committee, the Bishop shall concisely and clearly inform the Standing
Committee in writing as to the nature and facts surrounding each alleged Offense
and the specifications of each Offense but without judgment or comment upon the
allegations or guilt, and the Standing Committee shall proceed as if a Charge had
been filed.

Sec. 6. Any Priest or Deacon canonically resident in the Diocese who deemshim­
self or herself to be under imputation, by rumor or otherwise, of any Offense or
misconduct for which he or she could be tried in an Ecclesiastical Court, may on
his or her own behalf complain to and request of the Bishop that an inquiry with
regard to such imputation be instituted. Upon receipt of such request by a Member
of the Clergy, it shall be the duty of the Bishop to causethe matter to beinvestigated.

Sec. 7. Except as expressly provided in this Canon, no Bishop of the Diocese shall
prefer a Charge against a Priestor Deacon canonically resident in that Diocese.

Sec. 8. Any Charge against a Priest or Deacon shall be promptly filed with the
Presidentof the Standing Committee.

Sec. 9. Upon the filing of a Charge with the Standing Committee, the Standing
Committee shall promptly communicate the same to the Bishop and the
Respondent.

Sec. 10. In a case of a Priestor Deacon convicted in a criminal Court of Record in
a cause involving Immorality, or against whom a judgment has been entered in a
civil Court of Record in a cause involving Immorality, it shall be the duty of the
Standing Committee of the Diocese in which the Priest or Deacon is canonically
resident, to institute an inquiry into the matter. If the conviction or judgment be
established, the Standing Committee shall issuea Presentment against the Priestor
Deacon for Trial.

Sec. 11. Within thirty days after the filing of a Charge, other than a Charge alleging
a conviction in a criminal Court of Record in a cause involving Immorality or
alleging the entry of a judgment in a civil Court of Record in a cause involving
Immorality, the Standing Committee shall convene to consider the Charge. If after
such consideration the Standing Committee determines that an Offense may have
occurred if the facts alleged be true, the Standing Committee shall prepare a writ­
ten general statement of the Charge and the facts alleged to support the Charge
and transmit the sameto the Church Attorney.
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Sec. 12. The Church Attorney shall promptly make such investigation of the matter
asthe Church Attorney deems appropriate under the circumstances.

Sec. 13. Within sixty days after receipt of the statement from the Standing
Committee, unless delayed for good and sufficient cause stated, the Church
Attorny shall render a confidential Report to the Standing Committee of the find­
ings of that investigation and as to whether or not an Offense may have been com­
mitted if the facts disclosed by the investigation be found to be true upon Trial, and
with a recommendation as to the matter in the interest of justice and the good
order and discipline of this Church and based upon such other matters as shall be
pertinent. The Report of the Church Attorney shall be confidential for all purposes
as between the Church Attorney and the Standing Committee. Provided, however,
the Standing Committee shall share the Report of the Church Attorney with the
Bishop of the Diocese.

Sec. 14(a). Within thirty days after the receipt of the Report of the Church Attorney,
the Standing Committee shall convene to consider the Report and whether or not a
Presentmentshall issue.

(b). In its deliberations, the Standing Committee may consider the Church
Attorney's Report, responsible writings or sworn statements pertaining to the mat­
ter, including expert's statement,whether or not submitted by the Church Attorney.

(c). The Standing Committee shall issue a Presentment for an Offense when
the information before it, if proved at Trial, provides Reasonable Causeto believe
that (j) an Offense was committed, and (ll) the Respondentcommitted the Offense.

Sec. 15(a). The vote of two- thirds of the members of the Standing Committee shall
be required to issuea Presentment. Provided, however, that in the case of a Priest
or Deacon charged with the Offense of Crime, of Immorality or of Conduct
Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, a two-thirds vote of all the members of the
Standing Committee shall be required to issue a Presentment for this Offense. No
member shall disclose his or her vote or the vote of any member.

(b). In the event that, due to members who have been excused or vacancies in
office, the Standing Committee does not have sufficient voting members to meet
the requirements of Sec.Ia), the action of the Standing Committee shall be post­
poned until such time as there are sufficient members in office to fulfill the voting
requirements of this Section.

1
Sec. 16. If a Presentmentbe issued, it shall be in writing, dated, and signed by the
President or the Secretary of the Standing Committee on behalf of the Standing
Committee, whether or not that officer voted in favor of the Presentment. In the
event that there be no President or Secretary, or they be absent, a member of the
Standing Committee appointed for that purpose shall sign the Presentment. The
Presentmentalso shall contain (i) a separateaccusation addressed to each Offense,
if there be more than one, and (ii) a plain and concise factual statement in each
separate accusation which, without specific allegations of an evidentiary nature,
asserts facts supporting every element of the Offense charged and the Respondent's
commission thereof with sufficient precision to clearly apprise the Respondent of
the conduct which is the subject of the Presentment.
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Sec. 17. Promptly after the issuance of a Presentment, the Standing Committee
shall cause the original to be filed with the President of the Ecclesiastical Trial
Court with a true copy thereof served upon the Bishop, the Respondent, the
Church Attorney and each Complainant.

Sec. 18. If the StandingCommittee votes not to issue a Presentment, then that deci­
sion shall be in writing and shall include an explanation. A copy shall be served
upon the Bishop who shall file it with the Secretary of the Convention of the
Diocese, the Respondent, the Church Attorney, each Complainant, and, unless
waived in writing, the Victim.

Sec. 19. Prior to the issuance of a Presentment or a determination not to issue a
Presentment, as the case may be, the matter shall be confidential, except as may
be determined to be pastorally appropriate by the Ecclesiastical Authority.

Sec. 20. Upon the issuance of a Presentment or the determination that a
Presentment will not issue, all further proceedings of the Standing Committee in
the matter shall cease and terminate.

Sec. 21. Non-compliance with time limits set forth in this Canon shall not be
grounds for the dismissalof a Presentment unless such non-compliance shall cause
material and substantial injustice to be done or seriously prejudice the rights of a
Respondent as determined by the Trial Court on motion and hearing.

(b). Of a Bishop
Sec. 22. A bishop may be charged under Canon IV.l.l (c), for holding and teaching
publicly or privately, and advisedly, any doctrine contrary to that held by this
Church, only upon a written Chargesigned by any ten bishops exercising jurisdic­
tion in this Church. The Charge shall be filed with the Presiding Bishop, together
with a brief in support thereof. The Presiding Bishop shall thereupon serve a copy
of the Charge upon the bishop charged, together with a copy of the supporting
brief. The Presiding Bishop shall fix a date for the filing of an answer, and brief in
support thereof, within three months from the date of service, and may, using dis­
cretion and for good cause, extend the time for answering for not more than two
additional months. Upon the filing of an answer and supporting brief, if any, or
upon the expiration of the time fixed for an answer, if none be filed, the Presiding
Bishop shall forthwith transmit copies of the Charge, answer, and briefs to each
member of the House of Bishops. The written consentof one-fourth of the bishops
qualified to vote in the House of Bishops shall be required before the proceeding
may continue. In case one-fourth of all the bishops entitled so to act do not con­
sent within two months from the date of the notification to them by the Presiding
Bishop, the Presiding Bishop shall declare the Charge dismissed and no further
proceedings may be had thereon.

Sec. 23. In the case of a bishop convicted in a criminal Court of Record in a cause
involving Immorality, or against whom a judgment has been entered in a civil
Court of Record in a cause involving Immorality, it shall be the duty of the
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Presiding Bishop to institute an inquiry into the matter. If the conviction or judg­
ment be established, the Presiding Bishop shall cause the Chancellor to the
Presiding Bishop to prepare a Presentment, which the Presiding Bishop shall sign
and issueagainstthe bishop for Trial.

Sec. 24(a). A bishop may be charged with anyone or more of the Offenses speci­
fied in Canon IV.l, other than that of holding and teaching doctrine contrary to
that held by this Church, and in the caseof a bishop convicted in a criminal Court
of Record in a cause involving Immorality or against whom a judgment has been
entered in a civil Court of Record in a cause involving Immorality, by three bishops
or ten or more confirmed adult communicants of this Church in good standing, of
whom at least two shall be Priests. One Priest and not less than six lay Persons
shall be of the Diocese of which the Respondent is canonically resident, or, in case
the Respondent has no jurisdiction, of the Diocese in which the Respondent is
canonically resident. Such Charges shall be in writing, signed by all the
Complainants, Verified by two or more of them, and filed with the Presiding
Bishop of the Church. The Charge shall concisely and clearly inform as to the
nature of and facts surrounding each alleged offense and the specifications of the
Offense.

(b). A bishop who shall have reason to believe that there are in circulation
rumors, reports,or allegations affecting such bishop's personal or official character,
may, acting in conformity with the written advice and consent of any two bishops
of this Church, demand in writing of the Presiding Bishop that investigation of said
rumors, reports,and allegations be made.

Sec. 25. The Presiding Bishop, upon the receipt of a written Charge or the consent
of one-fourth of the bishops, as the case may be, shall summon not less than five
nor more than seven bishops to review and consider the Charge. If a majority of
them determine that the Charge, if proved, would constitute no Offense, they shall
so advise the Presiding Bishop and the Charge shall be dismissed by the Presiding
Bishop, who shall thereupon notify the Respondent and the Complainants and,
unless waived in writing, the Victim. If a majority of them determine that the
Charge, if proved, would constitute an Offense, they shall select a Board of Inquiry
of five Priests and five lay confirmed adult communicants in good standing of this
Church, none of whom shall belong to the Diocese of the Respondent's canonical
residence, of whom eight shall form a quorum.

Sec. 26. The Board of Inquiry shall elect from its own membership a Presiding
Officer, who shall hold office until the Board of Inquiry shall complete its duties.

Sec. 27. The death, disability rendering the person unable to act, resignation or
declination to serve as a member of a Board of Inquiry shall constitute a vacancy
on the Board.

Sec. 28. Notice of resignations or declinations to serve shall be given by members
of the Board in writing to the PresidingOfficer.
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Sec. 29. If any Priest appointed to a Board of Inquiry is elected a bishop, or if any
lay person elected to a Board of Inquiry is ordained to the ministry prior to the
commencement of an Inquiry, that person shall immediately ceaseto be a member
of the Board. If either event occurs following the commencement of an Inquiry, the
person shall continue to serve until the completion of the Inquiry and the render­
ing of a judgment thereon.

Sec. 30. A vacancy occurring in a Board of Inquiry shall be filled by the Bishop
who made that appointment.

j
Sec. 31. The Church Attorney for the proceedings before the Board of Inquiry shall
be the,Church Attorney appointed by the Court for the Trial of a Bishop pursuant
to Canon IV.5 to serve at the discretion of the Board of Inquiry.

Sec. 32. The Board of Inquiry may appoint a Clerk and, if necessary, Assistant
Clerks, who shall be Members of the Clergy or adult confirmed communicants of
this Church, to serve during the pleasure of the Board.

Sec. 33. The Board of Inquiry may appoint not more than three Lay Assessors. Lay
Assessors shall have no vote. It shall be their duty to give the Board an opinion on
any question of law, procedure or evidence, but not a question of doctrine, upon
which the Board or any member thereof shall desire an opinion. If a question shall
arise as to whether a question is a matter of doctrine, it shall be decided by the
Board by a majority vote.

Sec. 34. The members of the Board of Inquiry may not be challenged by the
Respondent.

Sec. 35. The Board of Inquiry may adopt rules of procedure not inconsistent with
the Constitution and Canons of this Church, with the power to alter or rescind the
samefrom time to time.

Sec. 36. In the conduct of this inquiry, the Board of Inquiry shall be guided by The
Federal Rulesof Evidence.

Sec. 37. The Board of Inquiry shall appoint a Reporter who shall insure that the
proceedings are recorded as prescribed by the Board of Inquiry, to serveduring the
pleasure of the Board. The record shall be preserved in the custody of the Presiding
Bishop or in the archives of the House of Bishops.

Sec. 38. The proceedings of the Board of Inquiry shall be private.

Sec. 39. The Board of Inquiry shall permit the Respondent to be heard in person
and by counsel of the Respondent's own selection, but the Board of Inquiry may
regulate the number of counsel who may address the Board or examine witnesses.
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Sec. 40. Within sixty days of their selection, the Board of Inquiry shall investigate
the Charges. In conducting the investigation, the Board shall hear the Charges and
such proof as the Complainants may produce, and shall determine whether, upon
matters of law and of fact, as presented to them, there is sufficient ground to put
the Respondenton Trial.

Sec. 41. When a majority of the Board of Inquiry finds evidence before it, which
provides Reasonable Cause to believe that (j) an Offense was committed and (iil
the Respondent committed the Offense, by two-thirds vote it shall cause the
Church Attorney to prepare a Presentment and shall issue a Presentment for an
Offense, which shall betransmitted with the certificate of the determination of the
Board to the Presiding Bishop.

Sec. 42. If a Presentmentbe issued, it shall be in writing, dated, and signed by the
members of the Board who agree thereto. The Presentment also shall contain (i) a
separate accusation addressed to each Offense, if there be more than one, and (ii)
a plain and concise factual statement in each separate accusation which, without
specific allegations of an evidentiary nature, asserts facts supporting every element
of each Offense charged and the Respondent's commission thereof with sufficient
precision to clearly apprise the Respondent of the conduct which is the subject of
the Presentment.

Sec. 43. If the Board of Inquiry votes not to issuea Presentment, then that decision
shall be in writing and shall include an explanation. A copy shall be served upon
the Presiding Bishop who shall file it with the Secretary of the House of Bishops,
the Respondent, the Church Attorney, each Complainant, and, unless waived in
writing, the Victim.

Sec. 44. Promptly after the issuance of a Presentment, the Board of Inquiry shall
cause the original to be filed with the Presiding Bishop with a true copy thereof
served upon the Respondent and the Complainants.

Sec. 45. When a Presentment is filed with the Presiding Bishop, the Presiding
Bishop shall at once transmit the Presentment to the Presiding Judge of the Court
for the Trial of a Bishop.

Sec. 46. If the Presiding Bishop is a Complainant, except in a case of a bishop con­
victed in a criminal Court of Record in a cause involving Immorality or against
whom a judgment has been entered in a civil Court of Record in a cause involving
Immorality, or if the Respondent, is otherwise disabled, the duties of the Presiding
Bishop under this Canon shall be performed by the presiding officer of the House
of Bishops. If the presiding officer is similarly unable to act, such duties shall be
performed by the Secretary of the House of Bishops.

Sec. 47. Non-compliance with any procedural requirements set forth in this Canon
shall not be grounds for the dismissal of a Presentment unless the non-compliance
shall cause material and substantial injustice to be done or seriously prejudice the
rights of a Respondentasdetermined by the Trial Court on motion and hearing.
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CANON 4
Of Diocesan Courts, and Courts of Review of the Trial of a Priest or Deacon,
Their Membership and Procedure

(a) Diocesan Courtsfor the Trial of a Priestor Deacon
Sec. 1. In each Diocese there shall be an Ecclesiastical Court for the Trial of any
Priest or Deacon subject to its jurisdiction, and it shall be the duty of each Diocese
to provide by Canon for the establishment of the Court and the mode of conduct­
ing Trials of the same; Provided, however, that the provisions of this Canon shall
be included therein.

Sec. 2. The Canon of a Diocese establishing an Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall pro­
vide that the Court shall: (i) be elected by the Convention of the Diocese, (ij)
include lay persons and Priests or Deacons, the majority of the Court to be Priests
or Deacons by no more than one, (iii) annually elect from its members a Presiding
Judge within two months following the Diocesan Convention, and (iv) make provi­
sion for a Church Attorney.

Sec. 3. The provisions of Canon IV.14 shall apply to each Diocesan Ecclesiastical
Trial Court.

Sec. 4. The death, disability rendering a person unable to act, resignation or decli­
nation to serve as a member of an Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall constitute a
vacancy on the Court.

Sec. 5. Notice of resignations or declinations to serve shall be given by members of
the Court in writing to the Presiding Judge of the Court.

Sec. 6. If any Priest elected to an Ecclesiastical Trial Court is elected a bishop, or if
any lay person elected to an Ecclesiastical Trial Court is ordained prior to the com­
mencement of a Trial, that person shall immediately cease to be a member of the
Ecclesiastical Trial Court. If either event occurs following the commencement of a
Trial, the person shall continue to serve until the completion of the Trial and the
rendering of a Verdict thereon.

Sec. 7. Vacancies, other than for cause under Section 8 of this Canon, occurring in
any Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall be filled as provided by Diocesan Canon.

Sec. 8. The canons of each Diocese may provide a system of challenge as to the
members of the Ecclesiastical Trial Court and the filling of vacancies arising there­
from. If the canons of a Diocese make no provisions for Challenge, the members of
the Ecclesiastical Trial Court may be challenged by either the Respondent or the
Church Attorney for cause stated to the Court. The Court shall determine the rele­
vancy and validity of challenges for cause. Vacancies caused by challenges deter­
mined by the Court shall be filled by majority vote of the Court from persons other­
wise qualified for election under the diocesan canons. Vacancies filled by the
Court shall be from the same order as the person challenged was when first elected
to the Court.
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Sec. 9. An Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall be governed by the portion of The
Federal Rules of Civil Procedure set forth in Appendix A to these Canons.

Sec. 10. The Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall be governed by The Federal Rules of
Evidence in the conduct of the Trial.
Sec. 11. Each Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall appoint a Clerk and, if necessary,
Assistant Clerks who shall be Priests or Deacons or adult confirmed communicants
in good standing of this Church and who shall serve at the pleasure of the Court.

Sec. 12. Each Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall appoint a Reporter who shall provide
for the recording of the proceedings and who shall serve at the pleasure of the
.Court.

Sec. 13. Each Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall appoint at least one but no more than
three Lay Assessors. Lay Assessors shall have no vote. It shall be their duty to give
the Ecclesiastical Trial Court an opinion on any question of law, procedure or evi­
dence, but not on any question of doctrine, upon which the Court or any member
thereof, or either party, shall desire an opinion. Any question of whether a ques­
tion is a matter of doctrine shall be decided by the Court by a majority vote.

Sec. 14. The Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall keep a record of the proceedings in
each case brought before it and the record shall be certified by the Presiding Judge
of the Court. If the record cannot be authenticated by the Presiding Judge by rea­
son of the Presiding Judge's death, disability or absence, it shall be authenticated
by a member of the Court designated for that purpose by majority vote of the
Court.

Sec. 15. The Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall permit the Respondent to be heard in
person and by counsel of the Respondent's own selection. In every Trial the Court
may regulate the number of counsel who may address the Court or examine wit­
ness.

Sec. 16. The Respondent shall then be called upon by the Court to plead to the
Presentment and the plea shall be duly recorded; and on neglect or refusal of the
Respondent to plead, the plea of not guilty shall be entered for the Respondent,
and the Trial shall proceed; Provided, that for sufficient cause the Court may
adjourrt from time to time; and Provided, also, that the Respondent shall, at all
times during the Trial, have liberty to be present, and in due time and order to pro­
duce testimony and to make a defense.

Sec. 17. In all Ecclesiastical Trials, the Church Attorney appointed pursuant to
Section 2 of this Canon shall appear on behalf of the Standing Committee which
shall then be considered the party on one side and the Respondent the party on the
other. Each Complainant and Victim shall be entitled to be present throughout and
observe the Trial and for each to be accompanied by a person of their own choos­
ing and counsel of their own choosing.
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Sec. 18. Before a vote is taken on the findings and in the presence of the
Respondent and counsel, counsel for the parties may submit requested proposed
instructions. The Presiding Judge of the EcclesiasticalTrial Court, after consultation
with the Lay Assessors, shall declare which of the proposed instructions shall be
issued and also instruct the members of the Court as to the elements of the Offense
and charge them (i) that the Respondentmust be presumed to be innocent until the
Respondent's guilt is established by clear and convincing evidence, and unless
such standard of proof be met the Respondent must be acquitted, and (ij) that the
burden of proof to establish the guilt of the Respondent is upon the Church
Attorney.

Sec. 19. A separate vote shall be taken first upon the findings as to the guilt of the
Respondent.

Sec. 20. Voting by members of an Ecclesiastical Trial Court on the findings shall be
by ballot. No member shall disclose his or her vote or the vote of any member.

Sec. 21(a). For a Judgment on an Offense involving Crime, Immorality or Conduct
Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the
members of the Ecclesiastical Trial court shall be necessary.

(b). For a Judgment on any other Offense not involving Crime, Immorality or
Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, the affirmative vote of two-thirds of
the members of the Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall be necessary.

Sec. 22. The Presiding Judge shall cause the Respondent, the Church Attorney,
each Complainant, and unless waived in writing, the Victim to be advised of and
provided with a copy of the findings of the Court.

Sec. 23. No vote shall be taken on the Sentence to be adjudged until thirty days
from the date the Respondent was advised of the Judgment during which period
the Respondentshall have a reasonable opportunity to offer to the Court matters in
excuse or mitigation.

Sec. 24. During the same period, the Court shall provide an opportunity for state­
ments from Complainants or Victims to the Court pertaining to the Sentence to be
adjudged and imposed.

Sec. 25. During the same period, the Church Attorney may make a recommenda­
tion to the Court as to the Sentence to be adjudged. The members of the Court
shall vote upon the Sentence. No member shall disclose his or her vote or the vote
of any member.

Sec. 26. The concurrence of two-thirds of the members of the Ecclesiastical Trial
Court shall be necessary to adjudge and impose a Sentence upon an Respondent
found guilty by the Court.
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Sec. 27. The Judgment or acquittal and any Sentence adjudged on a Judgment
shall be communicated promptly to the Bishop of the Diocese wherein the Trial
was held, the Ecclesiastical Authority, if there be no Bishop, the Standing
Committee, the Ecclesiastical Authority of the Diocese in which the Respondent is
canonically resident, the Respondent, each Complainant, and, unless waived in
writing, the Victim.

(b). Appeals to Courts of Review of the Trial of a Priest or Deacon
Sec. 28. The Ecclesiastical Authority of the jurisdiction within which a Trial was
held shall cause written notice to be served on the Respondent, the Church
Attorney, each Complainant, and, unless waived in writing, the Victim of (i) the
Judgment, (ii) the Sentence adjudged and (iii) the Sentence to be pronounced by
the Bishop. Within thirty days after the service of that notice the Respondent may
appeal to the Court of Review by serving a written notice of appeal on the
Ecclesiastical Authority of that jurisdiction and a copy on the Presiding Judgeof the
Ecclesiastical Trial Court and the Presiding Judge of the Court of Review. The
notice shall be signed by the Respondent or the Respondent's counsel and shall
briefly set forth the decision from which the appeal is taken and the grounds of the
appeal.

Sec. 29. After Judgment by an Ecclesiastical Trial Court, the Bishop shall not pro­
nounce Sentence on the Respondent before the expiration of thirty days after the
Respondent shall have been served as set forth in Section 28 with the notice of the
decision of the Court and the Sentence adjudged, nor, in case an appeal is taken,
shall Sentence be pronounced pending the hearing and final determination there­
of.

Sec. 30(a). In each of the Provinces there shall be a Court of Review of the Trial of
a Priestor Deacon, which shall be composed of a Bishop of the Province, three
Priests canonically resident in Dioceseswithin the Province, and three Lay Persons
who are confirmed adult communicants of this Church in good standing, having
domicile in the Province; at least two of the Lay Persons shall be learned in the
law.

(b). The Court of Review shall be appointed by the President of the Province
from a panel established by the Province consisting of three Bishops, five Priests
and five Lay Persons.

Sec. 31. Once during the period between General Conventions, each Provincial
Synod shall elect the Judges of the Court of Review in the Province. The Synod
shall prescribe the time and the manner in which such Judges shall be elected. The
persons so elected, except in case of death, resignation, declination to serve, shall
continue to be members of the Court for such terms asthe Synod may setand until
their successors shall be elected. The Bishop elected by the Synod shall be the
PresidingOfficer of the Court.

Sec. 32(a). No person shall sit asa member of any Court of Review who is excused
pursuant to Canon IV.14.11; nor shall any Bishop, Priest, or Lay Member who for

any reason upon objection made by either appellant or appellee is deemed by the
other members of the Court to be disqualified.

(b). The death, disability rendering the person unable to act, resignation, or
declination to serveas a member of a Court of Review shall constitute a vacancy in
the Court of Review.

(c). Notices of resignationsor declinations to serve shall be given asfollows:
(1). By the Presiding Judge of the Court of Review of the Trial of a Priest or

Deacon; by written notice sent to the President of the Provincial Synod.
(2). By a Priest or Lay Member of the Court, by written notice sent to the

Presiding Judge of the Court.
(d). If any Priest appointed to the Court of Review is elected a Bishop, or if any

Lay Member appointed to the Court of Review is ordained to the ministry prior to
the hearing of the appeal, the person shall immediately cease to be a member of
the Court of Review. If either event occurs following the hearing of the appeal, the
person shall continue to serveuntil the completion of the appeal and the rendering
of a decision by the Court of Review.

Sec. 33. Vacancies occurring in the Court of Review shall be filled as follows:
(a). In the case of a vacancy in the office of the Bishop appointed asa member

of the Court of Review, the President of the Provincial Synod shall give written
notice thereof to the Bishop with jurisdiction senior by consecration in the
Province. Thereupon the Bishop so notified shall become a member of the Court
until a new appointment is made. If the Bishop so appointed is unable or unwilling
to serve as a member of the Court, notification shall be given by the Bishop to the
President of the Provincial Synod of this fact, who shall thereupon appoint the
Bishop with jurisdiction next senior by consecration in that Province.

(b). In case any vacancy shall exist in the membership of the Court of Review's
Priests or Deacons or Lay Members, the remaining Judges of the Court shall
appoint another person similarly domiciled or canonically resident in the Province
from the same order to fill such vacancy and to sit asa Member of the Court.

Sec. 34. The several Courts of Review are vested with jurisdiction to hear and
(k!~rmine appeals from decisions of Ecclesiastical Trial Courts in Dioceses within
that Province in Ecclesiastical Trials of Priestsor Deacons.

Sec. 35. The Respondent may take an appeal to the Court of Review of the
Province within which an Ecclesiastical Trial was held from a Judgment. The right
of appeal is solely that of the Respondent, except as provided in Section 36 of this
Canon.

Sec. 36(a). Upon the written request of at least two Bishops of other jurisdictions
within the Province, the Ecclesiastical Authority of the Diocese within which a
Trial was held shall appeal from a decision of the Ecclesiastical Trial Court acquit­
ting the Respondent of an Offense involving a question of Doctrine, Faith, or
Worship; Provided, however, that such appeal shall be on the question of the
Church's Doctrine, Faith, or Worship only, and that the decision of the Court of
Review shall not be held to reverse the acquittal of the Respondent on other
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Charges. An appeal by the Standing Committee can be taken only when there is a
vacancy in the office of Bishop or in casethe Bishop is unable to act.

(b). An appeal under this Section may be taken by the service by the appellant
of a written notice of appeal upon the Respondent, and also upon the Presiding
Judge of the Ecclesiastical Trial Court and the Presiding Judge of the Court of
Review, within thirty days after the decision from which the appeal is taken.

Sec. 37. If the Ecclesiastical Trial was held in a Diocese not specified in Canon
1.9.1, the appeal shall lie to the Court of Review of the Province which is geo­
graphically closest to that Diocese or is otherwise most appropriate as determined
by the Presiding Bishop.

Sec. 38(a). An appeal shall be heard upon the Record on Appeal of the
Ecclesiatical Trial Court. When an appeal has been taken, the Ecclesiastical
Authority of the Diocese wherein the Ecclesiastical Trial was held shall transmit to
the Presiding Judge of the Court of Review of the Province a full and correct tran­
script of the Record on Appeal, proceedings, and decision of the Trial Court,
including all the evidence taken upon the Ecclesiastical Trial, duly certified by the
Presiding Judge or Clerk of the Court, with a copy of the same to the Respondent,
within thirty days after receiving notice of the appeal. Except for the purpose of
correcting the Record on Appeal, if defective, no new evidence shall be taken by
the Court of Review.

(b). The Respondentand the Church Attorney may agree by written stipulation
filed with the Court of Review that designated parts of the proceedings shall be
retained by the EcclesiasticalTrial Court unlessthereafter the Court of Review shall
request their transmittal. The parts thus designated shall nevertheless be a part of
the Record on Appeal for all purposes.

Sec. 39. The Presiding Judge of the Court of Review of the Province having juris­
diction, within ninety days but not less than sixty days after having received the
Record on Appeal, shall appoint a time and place within such the Province for the
hearing of the appeal. At least thirty days prior to the day appointed, the Presiding
Judge shall give written notice of such time and place to the other members of the
Court, and also to the Respondent, and to the Bishop and Standing Committee of
the Diocese in which the Ecclesiastical Trial was held.

Sec. 40. It shall be the duty of the appellant to reproduce copies of the Record on
Appeal of the Ecclesiastical Trial as transmitted, to be printed or otherwise repro­
duced as shall be permitted by the Presiding Judge of the Court of Review. Within
thirty days after receiving the copy of the Record on Appeal, the appellant shall
serve two copies of the Record on Appeal, the notice of appeal and the appellant's
brief, if any, upon the opposite party, and shall deliver seven copies of each to the
PresidingJudge of the Court for the use of the Judges.

The appellee shall serve the appellee's brief, if any, on the appellant with seven
copies to the Presiding Judge of the Court of Review not later than thirty days fol­
lowing the service upon the respondent of the record, notice of appeal and appel-
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lant's brief. Any reply brief shall be served likewise within ten days following ser­
vice of the prior brief upon the party.

Sec. 41. For reasons deemed sufficient by the Presiding Judge, the printing of the
record, or of any portion thereof may be dispensed with.
Sec. 42. The Standing Committee of the Diocese in which the Trial was held shall
be deemed to be the opposite party for the purpose of this appeal.

Sec. 43. At the time and place appointed, the Court shall organize, and proceed to
hear the appeal; Provided, however, that at least six Judges, of whom the Presiding
Judge of the Court shall be one, shall participate in the hearing. But the members
present, if less than that number, may adjourn the Court from time to time, until
the attendance of the requisite number is secured.

Sec. 44. The Court of Review shall appoint a Clerk and, if necessary, Assistant
Clerks, who shall be Priests canonically resident in a Diocese of that Province or
confirmed adult communicants in good standing of this Church residing in the
Province, to serve at the pleasure of the Court.

Sec. 45. The Court of Review shall appoint at least one but no more than three Lay
Assessors. Lay Assessors shall have no vote. It shall be their duty to give the Court
an opinion on any question of law, procedure or evidence, but not on any matter
of doctrine, upon which the Court of any member thereof, or either party, shall
desire an opinion. Any question of whether any question is a matter of doctrine
shall be decided by the Court by a majority vote.

Sec. 46. The Court of Review shall be guided by the Federal Rules of Appellate
Practice and may adopt rules of procedure not inconsistent with the Constitution
and Canons of this Church, with the power to alter or rescind the same from time
to time, provided the same shall not cause material and substantial injustice to be
done or seriously prejudice the rights of the parties.

Sec. 47. The Court of Review shall permit the Respondent to be heard in person or
by counsel of the Respondent's own selection but may regulate the number of
counsel who may address the Court and shall permit the Church Attorney to be
heard.

Sec. 48. The Court of Review shall keep a record of all proceedings.

Sec. 49. No determination or judgment of any Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall be
disturbed for technical errors not going to the merits of the cause.

Sec. 50. The Court may reverse or affirm in whole or in part the decision of the
Ecclesiastical Trial Court, or, if in its opinion justice shall so require, may grant a
new trial. If after having been duly notified, the appellant fails to appear, and no
sufficient excuse be shown, the Court, in its discretion, may dismiss the appeal for
want of prosecution, or may proceed to hear and determine the appeal in the
appellant's absence.
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Sec. 51. The concurrence of five members of a Court of Review shall be necessary
to pronounce a judgment. The judgment or decision of the Court shall be in writ­
ing, signed by the members of the Court concurring therein, and shall distinctly
specify the grounds of the decision and shall be attached to the record. If the con­
currence of five of the members cannot be obtained, that fact shall be stated in the
record, and the decision of the Trial Court shall stand as affirmed except as to any
reversal in part in which there has been concurrence. Immediately after the deter­
mination of the appeal, the PresidingJudge of the Court shall give notice thereof in
writing to the appellant and appellee and to the Bishop and the Standing
Committee of the Diocese in which the Trial was had. Upon the determination of
the appeal, the original record upon which the appeal was heard, together with the
record of the Court of Review, certified by the PresidingJudgeand the Secretaryor
Clerk, shall be remitted to the Bishop or the Standing Committee of the jurisdiction
in which the trial was had and to the archives of The Episcopal Church. All records
remitted- as herein provided shall be deposited and be preserved among the
Archives of the jurisdiction to which they are sent.

Sec. 52. The Court of Review shall not pronounce Sentenceon the affirmation of a
Judgment. When the appeal is so finally determined, if the decision of the
Ecclesiastical Trial Court be affirmed in whole or in part, upon receipt of the record
and the judgment or decision of the Court of Review by the Ecclesiastical Authority
of the jurisdiction of the Trial Court, the Respondent shall be sentenced in accor­
dance with Canon IV.12.

Sec.53. The necessary charges and expensesof the Court of Review, including the
necessary expenses of the members of the Court, Lay Assessors, Reporters and
Clerks and the reasonable and necessaryout-of-pocket disbursements and expens­
es, except the cost of printing any records or briefs, shall be a charge upon the
Province and shall be paid by the Treasurer of the Synod of that Province upon the
order of the President of the Synod. Any legal fees and other disbursements of the
Church Attorney shall be the responsibility of the Diocese in which the Trial was
held, unless the Trial was held as a service or convenience to a Diocese from
which the Presentment issued, in which case the responsibility therefor shall be
that of the Diocese from which the Presentmentwas issued.

CANON 5
Of the Court forand the Trial ofa Bishop

Sec. 1. The Court for the Trial of a Bishop is vested with jurisdiction to try a bishop
who is duly Presented for anyone or more of the Offenses specified in Canon IV.l.

Sec. 2. There shall be a Court for the Trial of a Bishop, consisting of nine bishops
of this Church. Three bishops shall be elected by the House of Bishops at each reg­
ular meeting of General Convention, to serve until the adjournment of the third
succeeding regular meeting of General Convention. All judges shall serve until
their successors are elected and qualify; Provided, however, there shall be no
change in composition of a Court as to a proceeding pending before it, while that
proceeding is unresolved.
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Sec. 3(a). No bishop shall sit as a member of a Court for the Trial of a Bishop who
is a Complainant, or is related to the Respondent or Complainant by affinity or
consanguinity, or who is excused pursuant to Canon IV.14.11; nor shall any bish­
op sit who, upon objection made by either party for any reason, is deemed by the
other members of the Court to be disqualified.

(b). The death, permanent disability rendering the person unable to act, resig­
nation, declination to serve or removal by challenge as a member of Court for the
Trial of a Bishop shall constitute a vacancy in the Court.

(c). Notices of resignations or declinations to serve shall be given by any bish­
op chosen to serve as a member of the Court for the Trial of a Bishop by written
notice sent to the Presiding Bishop.

Sec. 4. The Court for the Trial of a Bishop shall from time to time elect from its
own membership a Presiding Judge, who shall hold office until the expiration of
the term for which chosen. If in any proceeding before the Court the Presiding
Judge is disqualified or is for any cause unable to act, the Court shall elect from its
members a Presiding Judgeprotempore.

Sec. S. When the Court is not in session, if there is a vacancy in the office of the
Presiding Judge, the bishop who is senior by consecration shaff perform the duties
of the office of Presiding Judge.

Sec. 6. Vacancies occurring in the Court for the Trial of a Bishop shall be filled as
follows:

(a). In the case of a vacancy due to the disqualification of any Judge, the
remaining Judges of the Court shall appoint a Judge to take the place of the one so
disqualified in that particular case.

(b). In the case of a vacancy in the Court for the Trial of a Bishop, the remain­
ing Judges shall have power to fill such vacancy until the next General
Convention, when the House of Bishops shall choose a bishop to fill such vacan­
cy. The bishop so chosen shall serveduring the remainder of the term.

Sec. 7. Not less than six of the Judges shall constitute a quorum, but any less num­
ber may adjourn the Court from time to time.

Sec. 8(a). Upon receiving a Presentment, the Presiding Judge of the Court for the
Trial of a Bishop shall call the Court to meet at a certain time and place, to be not
less than two nor more than four calendar months from the day of mailing the
notice, and at a place within the Diocese of the accused Bishop, unless the same
be of such difficult access, in the judgment of the Presiding Judge of the Court, that
reasonable convenience requires the appointment of another place; and in case
the Respondent have no jurisdiction, at a place within the Diocese in which the
Respondent is canonically resident. With this notice, the PresidingJudge shall send
to each member of the Court a copy of the Presentment.

(b). The Presiding Judge of the Court shall also summon the Respondent to
appear at the same time and place to answer the Presentment, and shall also give
notice of the time and place to the Church Attorney.
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Sec. 9. Within three months following each regular meeting of General
Convention, the Court shall appoint a Church Attorney to serve until the next regu­
lar meeting of General Convention until a successor is duly appointed and quali­
fied, and from time to time for good cause and upon the request of the Church
Attorney, appoint one or more assistant Church Attorneys to act for and in the
place of the Church Attorney.

Sec. 10. The Court shall appoint a Clerk and, if necessary, Assistant Clerks, who
shall be Members of the Clergy or adult confirmed communicants in good standing
of this Church, to serve at the pleasure of the Court.

Sec. 11. The Court shall appoint a Reporterwho shall provide for the recording of
the proceedings and serve at the pleasureof the Court.

Sec. 12. The Court shall appoint at leastone but no more than three Lay Assessors.
Lay Assessors shall have no vote. It shall be their duty to give the Court an opinion
on any question of law, procedure or evidence but not on any question of doc­
trine, upon which the Court or any member thereof, or either party, shall desire an
opinion. Any doubt of whether any question is a matter of doctrine shall be decid­
ed by the Court by a majority vote.

Sec. 13. Where a Presentment of a Bishop for holding and teaching publicly or pri­
vately, and advisedly, any doctrine contrary to that held by this Church is made by
any ten Bishops of this Church exercising jurisdiction, they may select a Church
Attorney.

Sec. 14. In all cases, the Church Attorney, or the assistants to the Church Attorney
shall appear in behalf of the Church. The Church shall then be considered the
party on one side, and the Respondentthe party on the other.

Sec. 15. The rules of procedure in a Court for the Trial of a Bishop shall be gov­
erned by The Federal Rules of Civil Procedure as set forth in Appendix A to these
Canons.

Sec. 16. The Court shall be governed by The Federal Rulesof Evidence.

Sec. 171 The Court shall permit the Respondent to be heard in person or by coun­
sel of the Respondent's own selection, but the Court may regulate the number of
counsel who may address the Court or examine Witnesses.

Sec. 18(a). At the time and place appointed, a quorum of the Court being present,
the Presiding Judge shall declare the Court open for hearing the case; and when
thus open, shall direct the Clerk to call the names of the Church Attorney and the
Respondent; and shall then cause the 'Clerk to read the Presentment.

(b). The Respondent shall then be called upon by the Court to plead to the
Presentment and the plea shall be duly recorded; and on neglect or refusal of the
Respondent to plead, the plea of not guilty shall be entered for the Respondent,
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and the Trial shall proceed; Provided, that for sufficient cause the Court may
adjourn from time to time; and Provided, also, that the Respondent shall, at all
times during the Trial, have liberty to be present, and in due time and order to pro­
duce testimony and to make a defense.

(c). If the Respondent fails or refuses to appear in person, according to the
notice served asaforesaid, except for reasonable causeto be allowed by the Court,
the Respondent shall be pronounced in Contumacy, and given notice that
Sentence of Suspension or Deposition will be adjudged and pronounced by the
Court at the expiration of thirty days unlessat that time, or at such convenient time
thereafter as the Court shall determine, the Respondent shall appear and stand
Trial upon the Presentment. If the Respondent does not so appear, Sentence of
Suspension, or of Deposition from the Ordained Ministry, may be adjudged and
pronounced by the Court.

Sec. 19. Each Complainant and the Victim shall have the right to be present
throughout and observe the Trial and for each to be accompanied by at least one
person of their own choosing and by an attorney of their own choosing.

Sec. 20. The Respondent being present, the Trial shall proceed in accordance with
this Canon. The Respondent shall in all cases have the right to be a defense wit­
ness, subject to cross-examination in the same manner as any other witness. No
testimony shall be received at the Trial except from witnesses who have signed a
declaration in the following words or the Oath provided by The Federal Rules of
Evidence, to be read aloud before the witness testifies and to be filed with the
records of the Court.

"I, A.B., a witness on the Trial of a Presentment against the Right
Reverend , a Bishop of the Episcopal Church, now
pending, do most solemnly call God to witness that the evidence I am about
to give shall be the truth, the whole truth, and nothing but the truth, so help
me God."

Sec. 21. Before a vote is taken on the findings and in the presence of the
Respondent and counsel, counsel for the parties may submit requested proposed
instructions. The Presiding Judge of the Court, after consultation with the Lay
Assessors also shall instruct the members of the Court as to the elements of the
Offense and charge them 0) that the Respondent must be presumed to be innocent
until the Respondent's guilt is established by legal and competent evidence of
clear and convincing proof, and unless the standard of proof be met the
Respondent must be acquitted and OJ) that the burden of proof to establish the guilt
of the Respondent is upon the Church Attorney.

Sec. 22. Separate and distinct votes shall be taken first upon the findings as to the
guilt of the Respondent, and, if the Respondent be found to be guilty, then upon
the Sentence to be imposed.

Sec. 23. The Court, having fully heard the allegations and proofs of the parties, and
having deliberately considered the same after the parties have withdrawn, every
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member of the Court sitting in the cause shall declare an opinion about whether
the Respondent is guilty or not guilty, and with respect to each particular Charge
contained in the Presentment.

Sec. 24(a). For a Judgment on an Offense involving Crime, Immorality or Conduct
Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, the concurrence of two-thirds of the mem­
bers of the Ecclesiastical Trial court shall be necessary.

(b). For a Judgment on any other Offense not involving Crime, Immorality or
Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, the concurrence of two-thirds of
the members of the Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall be necessary.

Sec.25. The decision of the Court as to all the Chargesshall be reduced to writing,
and signed by those who assent to it.

Sec. 26. No vote shall be taken on the Sentence to be imposed until such time as
the Respondent, Church Attorney, each Complainant, and, unless waived in writ­
ing, the Victim have been informed of the Judgment and each has had a reason­
able opportunity to offer matters in excuse or mitigation or to otherwise comment
on the Sentence.

Sec. 27. The Court shall then vote upon a Sentence to be adjudged and imposed
upon the Respondentand the decision so signed shall be recorded as the judgment
of the Court.

Sec.28(a). The Judgment and Sentence adjudged shall be communicated promptly
to the Respondent, each Complainant, and, unless waived in writing, the Victim,
the Presiding Bishop and the Standing Committee of the diocese in which the
Respondent is canonically resident.

(b). Any Respondent who shall be found guilty of any Charge may file a
motion for a modification of Sentence. Any such motion shall be filed within 30
days from the date of the filing of the decision, and the motion shall set forth all the
reasons therefor, and no other shall be relied on at the hearing of the motion with­
out the consent of the Court. The Presiding Judgeof the Court shall set a place and
time for hearing the motion and shall reconvene the Court to hear and determine
the same.

(c). The Court may in the interest of justice modify the Sentence. Upon deter­
mination of the motion to modify, the judgment as to the guilt of the Respondent
shall become final. If no motion for modification of Sentence shall be filed within
the time limited for filing such motions, the Clerk of the Court shall on the next
business day enter, as final, the judgment rendered by the Court. An appeal from a
final judgment of a Court for the Trial of a Bishop to the Court of Review of the
Trial of a Bishop, as provided in Canon IV.6, may be taken within thirty days from
the entry of the judgment.

(d). The final judgment shall be in writing signed by a majority of the Court
and direct what Sentence is to be incorporated in the final judgment to be record­
ed by the Clerk.
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(e). After the entry of final judgment, the Presiding Judge of the Court shall
appoint a time and place not less than sixty days thereafter for pronouncing the
Sentence adjudged. At the time and place appointed, if the Respondent shall not
have an appeal pending in the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop, or the
action of the Court of Review has not made it unnecessary for the Trial Court to
proceed to pronounce Sentence, the Presiding Judge of the Court, or a member
thereof designated in writing by a majority of the members thereof to do so, shall
in the presence of the Respondent, if the Respondent shall see fit to attend, pro­
nounce the Sentence which has been adjudged by the Court, and direct the same
to be recorded by the Clerk; and Provided, further, that Sentence shall not be
imposed upon a bishop found guilty of holding and teaching doctrine contrary to
that held by this Church unless and until the said finding shall have been approved
by a vote of two-thirds majority of all the bishops canonically assembled in the
said House presentand entitled to vote.

Sec. 29(a). The Court shall keep a record of all proceedings.
(b). The record shall be kept by the Clerk, inserted in a book and be attested

by the signature of the Presiding Judge and Clerk. The record shall be in the cus­
tody of the Clerk and kept in the depository of the Registrar of the General
Convention, and shall be open to the inspection of every member of this Church.

Sec. 30. The necessary expenses of the Court including therein the necessary
expenses of the Church Attorneys, Clerks, Reporters and Lay Assessors appointed
to assist the Court, shall be a charge upon the General Convention and shall be
paid by the Treasurer of General Convention upon the order of the PresidingJudge
of the Court.

CANON 6.
Of Appeals to the Courtof Review of the Trial of a Bishop

Sec. 1. A bishop found guilty of any Offense shall have the right to appeal from the
judgment of the Trial Court to the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop; and in
the case of a bishop Presented for holding and teaching doctrine contrary to that
held by this Church, the Church Attorney shall have a right to appeal.

Sec. 2. The Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop is vested with jurisdiction to
hear and determine appeals from the determination of the Court for the Trial of a
Bishop.

Sec. 3. There shall be a Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop, consisting of nine
bishops. Three bishops shall be elected by the House of Bishops at each regular
meeting of General Convention, to serve until the adjournment of the third suc­
ceeding regular meeting of General Convention. All Judges shall serve until their
successors are elected and qualify; Provided, however, there shall be no change in
composition of a Court following the hearing and while a proceeding is pending,
unresolved, before the Court.
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Sec. 4(a). No bishop shall sit as a member of this Court who is a Complainant, is
related to the-Respondent or Complainant by affinity or consanguinity, or who is
excused pursuant to Canon IV.14.11; nor shall any bishop sit who, upon objection
made by either party for any reason, is deemed by the other members of the Court
to be disqualified.

(b). The death, permanent disability, resignation, or declination to serve as a
member of this Court shall constitute a vacancy in the Court.

(c). Notices of resignations or declinations to serve shall be given by written
notice sent to the Presiding Bishop.

Sec. 5. The Court shall from time to time elect from its own membership a
Presiding Judge, who shall hold office until the expiration of the term for which
chosen. If in any proceeding before the Court the Presiding Judge is disqualified or
is for any cause unable to act, the Court shall elect from its members a Presiding
Judge protempore.

Sec. 6. When the Court is not in session, if there is a vacancy in the office of the
Presiding Judge, the bishop who is senior by consecration shall perform the duties
of the office of Presiding Judge.

Sec. 7. Vacancies occurring in this Court shall be filled as follows:
(a). In the case of disqualification of any Judge, the remaining Judges of the

Court shall appoint a Judgeto take the place of the one disqualified in that particu­
lar case.

(b). In the case of a vacancy in the Court, the remaining Judges shall have
power to fill the vacancy until the next General Convention, when the House of
Bishops shall choose a bishop to fill the vacancy. The bishop so chosen shall serve
during the remainder of the term.

Sec. 8. Not less than six Judges shall constitute a quorum and the concurrence of
six Judges shall be necessary to pronounce a judgment, but if lessthan a quorum is
present they may adjourn the Court from time to time.

Sec. 9. The Court shall appoint a Clerk and, if necessary, AssistantClerks who shall
be Members of the Clergy or adult confirmed communicants in good standing of
this Church, to serve during the pleasure of the Court.

Sec. 10. The Court shall appoint a Reporter who shall provide for the recording of
the proceedings and serve during the pleasure of the Court.

Sec. 11. The Court shall appoint at least one but no more than three lay Assessors.
lay Assessors shall have no vote. It shall be their duty to give the Court an opinion
on any question of law, procedure or evidence, but not a question of doctrine,
upon which the Court or any member thereof, or either party, shall desire an opin­
ion. If a doubt shall arise as to whether any question is a matter of doctrine, it shall
be decided by the Court by a majority vote.

Sec. 12. The rules of procedure in the Court shall be The Federal Rules of Civil
Procedure set forth in Appendix A to these Canons.

Sec. 13. The Court shall permit the Respondentto be heard in person and by coun­
sel of the Respondent's own selection, but the Court may regulate the number of
counsel who may address the Court.

Sec. 14(a). Unless within thirty days from the date of entry of judgment in the Trial
Court the appellant has given notice of the appeal in writing to the Trial Court, to
the party against whom the appeal is taken, and to the PresidingJudge of the Court
of Review of the Trial of a Bishop, assigning in the notice the reasons of appeal,
the appellant shall be held to have waived the right of appeal although in its dis­
cretion the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop may entertain and hear an
appeal not taken within such the prescribed period.

(b). The Presiding Judge of the Court of Review upon receiving the notice of
appeal shall appoint a time within 60 days thereafter for hearing the appeal and fix
the place of the hearing. At least 30 days prior to the day appointed, the Presiding
Judge shall give written notice of the time and place to the other members of the
Court and also the appellant and appellee.

Sec. 15. Upon notice of appeal being given, the Clerk of the Trial Court shall send
to the Clerk of the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop a transcript of the
record, including all the evidence, certified by the Presiding Judge and Clerk of the
Trial Court, and the Clerk shall lay the samebefore the Court of Review at its next
session.

Sec. 16. No oral testimony shall be heard by the Court of Review.

Sec. 17. The Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop may affirm or reverse any
judgment brought before it on appeal, and may enter final judgment in the case or
may remand the same to the Trial Court for a new Trial or for such further proceed­
ings as the interests of justice may require; Provided, however, that if the
Respondent has been found not guilty by the Trial Court upon any of the Charges
upon which tried other than that of holding and teaching doctrine contrary to that
held by this Church, the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop shall have no
power to reverse these findings.

Sec. 18(a). If the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop enters final judgment in
the case, and if by that judgment the Respondent is found guilty of any of the
Charges upon which tried, the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop may review
the Sentence adjudged by the Trial Court and may adjudge a lesser Sentence than
that adjudged by the Trial Court. Before final Sentence is adjudged by the Court of
Review the Respondent shall have the opportunity to make a statement to the
Court in excuse or mitigation. The Church Attorney, each Complainant, and,
unless waived in writing, the Victim shall have the opportunity to make a state­
ment to the Court regarding the Sentenceto be adjudged and imposed.

(b). The final Sentence adjudged shall be pronounced pursuant to Canon
IV.5.27 and the notices thereof required by Canon IV.12 shall be given.

HOUSE OF DEPUTIES

Sec. 19. In case of appeal, all proceedings in the Trial Court and the pronounce­
ment of Sentence shall be stayed until the appeal is dismissed by the Court of
Review of the Trial of a Bishop, or the case be remanded by the Court to the Trial
Court for further proceedings, or until final judgment has been adjudged by the
Court of Review.

Sec. 20. Should the appellant fail to prosecute an appeal before the said Court of
Review at the first session thereof after the entry of the appeal at which it could be
heard, the appeal may be dismissed for want of prosecution. In case the Court dis­
misses the appeal, the Clerk of the Court shall immediately give notice of the dis­
missal to the Trial Court.

Sec. 21. The appellant may discontinue the appeal at any time before a hearing
thereof has begun before the Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop. After the
hearing has begun, the appellant may discontinue the appeal only with the con­
sent of the Court. If the appeal is discontinued, the Trial Court shall proceed as if
no appeal had been taken.

CANON 7.
Of a Priest or Deacon in AnyDiocese Chargeable with Offense in Another

Sec. 1. If a Priestor Deacon canonically resident in a Diocese shall have acted in
any other Diocese in such a way as to be liable to Presentment, the Ecclesiastical
Authority thereof shall give notice of the sameto the Ecclesiastical Authority where
the Priestor Deacon is canonically resident, exhibiting, with the information given,
reasonable ground for presuming its truth. If the Ecclesiastical Authority, after due
notice given, shall omit, for the space of three months, to proceed against the
offending Priest or Deacon, or shall request the Ecclesiastical Authority of the
Diocese in which the Offense or Offenses are alleged to have been committed to
proceed against that Priest or Deacon, it shall be within the power of the
Ecclesiastical Authority of the Diocese, within which the Offense or Offenses are
alleged to have been committed, to institute proceedings pursuant to this Title.

Sec. 2. If a Priest or Deacon shall come temporarily into any Diocese, under the
imputation of having elsewhere committed any of the Offenses within the provi­
sions of Canon IV.1, or if any Priest or Deacon, while temporarily in any Diocese,
shall so offend, the Bishop of that Diocese, upon probable cause, may Admonish
or Inhibit the Priest or Deacon from officiating in that Diocese. And if, after
Inhibition, the Priest or Deacon so officiate, the Bishop shall give notice to all the
Clergy and Congregations in that Diocese that ·the officiating of the Priest or
Deacon is inhibited; and like notice shall be given to the Ecclesiastical Authority of
the Diocese in which the Priest or Deacon is canonically resident, and to the
Recorder. The Inhibition shall continue in force until the soonest of (i) the Bishop
of the first-named Diocese is satisfied of the innocence of the Priest or Deacon, (ij)
the Standing Committee assuming jurisdiction thereover votes not to issue a
Presentment or (iii) if presented, the Priestor Deacon is acquitted on Trial.
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Sec. 3. The provisions of Section 2 shall apply to Clergy ordained in foreign lands
by bishops in communion with this Church; but in such case notice of the
Inhibition shall be given to the Bishop from whose jurisdiction the Priest or
Deacon shall appear to have come, and also to all the Bishopsexercising jurisdic­
tion in this Church, and to the Recorder.

CANON 8.
Of Renunciation of the Ministry by Members of the Clergy Amenable for an
Offense

Sec. 1. If any Priest or Deacon (j) Amenable for Presentment for an Offense of
Crime, of Immorality or of Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy or (ii) not
under Presentment therefor but Amenable for or subject to a Presentment for any
other Offense, shall declare in writing to the Ecclesiastical Authority of the Diocese
in which that person is canonically resident a renunciation of the Ministry of this
Church and a desire to be removed therefrom, the Ecclesiastical Authority if it be a
bishop, or if the Ecclesiastical Authority not be a bishop a bishop acting for the
Ecclesiastical Authority, may not accept the renunciation and shall not pronounce
Sentence of Deposition save with the consent of a majority of all the members of
the Standing Committee of the Diocese. Upon receiving the consent of the
Standing Committee, the Bishop or the bishop acting for the Ecclesiastical
Authority may proceed to impose a Sentence of Deposition in accordance with
Canon IV.12.4.

Sec. 2. If any bishop not Amenable for an Offense of Crime, Immorality or Conduct
Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy or not under Presentment therefor but
Amenable for or subject to a Presentment for any other Offense shall declare in
writing to the Presiding Bishop, or if there then be none to the presiding officer of
the House of Bishops, a renunciation of the Ministry of this Church and a desire to
be removed therefrom, the Presiding Bishop or the presiding officer may not accept
the renunciation and shall not pronounce Sentence of Deposition save with the
consent of a majority of all the members of the Advisory Committee to the
Presiding Bishop. Upon receiving the consent of the Advisory Committee, the
Presiding Bishop or the presiding officer of the House of Bishops may proceed to
impose a Sentence of Deposition in accordance with Canon IV.12.

Sec. 3. If a Member of the Clergy making a declaration of renunciation of the
Ministry be charged with, or under Presentment for any canonical Offense involv­
ing Crime, Immorality or Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, or shall
have been placed on Trial for the same, the declaration shall not be considered or
acted upon until after the Presentment has been dismissed or the Trial has been
concluded and Sentence, if any, adjudged. Thereafter, unless the renunciation be
revoked by the Member of the Clergy, the Bishop may accept the renunciation and
imposeand pronounce a Sentence of Deposition.

Sec. 4. No declaration of renunciation of the ministry of this. Church under this
Canon shall become effective until it has been accepted by the governing authority
and Sentence has been pronounced.
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CANON 9.
Of Abandonment of the Communion of This Church bya Bishop

Sec. 1. If a bishop abandons the communion of this Church (a) by an open renun­
ciation of the Doctrine, Discipline, or Worship of this Church, or (b) by formal
admission into any religious body not in communion with the same,or (c) by exer­
cising episcopal acts in and for a religious body other than this Church or another
Church in communion with this Church, so as to extend to such body Holy Orders
as this Church holds them, or to administer on behalf of such religious body
Confirmation without the express consent and commission of the proper authority
in this Church; it shall be the duty of the Advisory Committee to the Presiding
Bishop, as provided for by the Rules of Order of the House of Bishops, by a majori­
ty vote thereof, to certify the fact to the Presiding Bishop, or if there be none, to the
presiding officer of the House of Bishops, and with the certificate to send a state­
ment of the acts or declarations which show such abandonment, which certificate
and statement shall be recorded by the Presiding Bishop or the presiding officer.
The Presiding Bishop, or the presiding officer, with the consent of the three senior
bishops having jurisdiction in this Church, shall then inhibit the said bishop until
such time as the House of Bishops shall investigate the matter and act thereon.
During the period of Inhibition, the bishop shall not perform any episcopal, minis­
terial or canonical functions, except as relate to the administration of the temporal
affairsof the Diocese of which the bishop holds jurisdiction or in which the bishop
is then serving.

Sec. 2. The Presiding Bishop, or the presiding officer, shall forthwith give notice to
the bishop of the certification and Inhibition. Unless the inhibited bishop, within
two months, makes declaration by a Verified written statement to the Presiding
Bishop, or the presiding officer, that the facts alleged in the certificate are false or
utilize the provisions of Canon IV.8. or Canon 111.18, as applicable, the bishop will
be liable to Deposition. If the Presiding Bishop, or the presiding officer, is reason­
ably satisfied that the statement (j) constitutes a good faith retraction of the declara­
tions or acts relied upon in the certification to the Presiding Bishop or (ii) a good
faith denial that the bishop made the declarations or committed the acts relied
upon in the certificate, upon the advice and consent of a majority of the three
senior bishops consenting to Inhibition, may terminate the Inhibition. Otherwise, it
shall be the duty of the Presiding Bishop to present the matter to the House of
Bishops at the next regular or special meeting of the House to consider the case. If
the House, by a majority of the whole number of bishops entitled to vote, shall
give its consent, the Presiding Bishop shall depose the bishop from the Ministry,
and pronounce and record in the presence of two or more bishops that the bishop
hasbeen so deposed.

CANON 10.
Of Abandonment of the Communion of This Church bya Priest or Deacon

Sec. 1. If it is reported to the Standing Committee of the Diocese in which a Priest
or Deacon is canonically resident that the Priest or Deacon, without using the pro-

visions of Canon IV.8, has abandoned the Communion of this Church, then the
Standing Committee shall ascertain and consider the facts, and if it shall determine
by a vote of three-fourths of all its members that the Priest or Deacon has aban­
doned the Communion of this Church by an open renunciation of the Doctrine,
Discipline, or Worship of this Church, or by a formal admission into any religious
body not in communion with this Church, or in any other way, it shall be the duty
of the Standing Committee of the Diocese to transmit in writing to the Bishop of
such Diocese, or if there be no such Bishop, to the bishop of an adjacent Diocese,
its determination, together with a statementsetting out in reasonable detail the acts
or declarations relied upon in making its determination. If the Bishop affirms the
determination, the Bishop shall then inhibit the Priestor Deacon from officiating in
the Diocese for six months and shall send to the Priest or Deacon a copy of the
determination and statement, together with a notice that the Priest or Deacon has
the rights specified in Section 2 and at the end of the six-months period the Bishop
will consider deposing the Priest or Deacon in accordance with the provisions of
Section 2.

Sec. 2. Prior to the expiration of the six-month period of Inhibition, the Bishop may
permit the Priest or Deacon to utilize the provisions of Canon IV.8 or Canon 111.18,
as applicable. If within such six-month period the Priest or Deacon shall transmit
to the Bishop a statement in writing signed by the Priest or Deacon which the
Bishop is reasonably satisfied constitutes a good faith retraction of such declara­
tions or acts relied upon in the determination or a good faith denial that the Priest
or Deacon committed the acts or made the declarations relied upon in the determi­
nation, the Bishop shall withdraw the notice and the Inhibition shall expire. If,
however, within the six-month period, the Bishop does not pronounce acceptance
of the renunciation of the Priest or Deacon in accordance with Canon IV.8 or
Canon 111.18, as applicable, or the Priest or Deacon does not make retraction or
denial asprovided above, then it shall be the duty of the Bishop either (i) to depose
the Priest or Deacon as provided in Canon IV.12, or (ii) if the Bishop is satisfied
that no previous irregularity or misconduct is involved, with the advice and con­
sent of the Standing Committee to pronounce and record in the presence of two or
more Priests that the Priest or Deacon is released from the obligations of Priest or
Deacon and (for causes which do not affect the person's moral character) is
deprived of the right to exercise the gifts and spiritual authority conferred in
Ordination.

CANON 11.
Of a Priest or Deacon Engaging in Secular Employment without Consent, Being
Absent from the Diocese,or Abandoning the Work of the Ministry

Sec. 1. If a Priest or Deacon has engaged in any secularcalling or business without
the consent of the Bishop of the Diocese in which the Priestor Deacon is canoni­
cally resident as provided in Canon 111.15, it shall be the duty of the Standing
Committee of the Diocese, upon the case being brought to their attention by the
written statement of the Bishop, to institute an inquiry into the matter. If in the
judgment of the Standing Committee there is sufficient reason for further proceed-
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ings, it shall be the duty of the Standing Committee to present the offending Priest
or Deacon for trial for violation of Ordination vows and theseCanons.

Sec. 2. If a Priestor Deacon has substantially and materially abandoned the work
of the ministry of this Church and the exercise of the office to which ordained
without having given reasons satisfactory to the Bishop of the Diocese wherein the
Priest or Deacon is canonically resident, or without renouncing the ministry as pro­
vided in Canon 111.18 or without seekingto be released from the obligations of the
office pursuant to Canon 1I1.14.4(c), it shall be the duty of the Standing Committee
of the Diocese, upon the case being brought to their attention by the written state­
ment of the Bishop, to institute an inquiry into the matter. If in the judgment of the
Standing Committee there is sufficient reason for further proceedings, it shall be the
duty of the Standing Committee to presentthe offending Priest or Deacon for trial
for violation of Ordination vows and theseCanons.

Sec. 3(a). Whenever a Priest or Deacon of this Church shall have been absent from
the Diocese for a period of more than two years and has failed to make the annual
report required by Canon 1.6.1, the Bishop shall bring the case to the attention of
the Standing Committee by written statement, whereupon the Standing Committee
may institute an inquiry into the matter. If in the judgment of the Standing
Committee there is sufficient reason for further proceedings, the Standing
Committee shall present the offending Priest or Deacon for trial for violation of
Ordination vows and these Canons.

(b). On application either by the Bishop or Priest or Deacon, or at the discre­
tion of the Presiding Bishop, with the approval of the Bishop of that jurisdiction, a
Priest or Deacon now on the Special List of Clergy maintained by the Secretary of
the House of Bishopsmay be placed again on a Diocesan Clergy Roll.

(c). A Priest or Deacon whose name remains upon the list of the Secretaryof
the House of Bishopsshall not be considered as canonically resident in a Diocese.

(d). Any Priest or Deacon whose name is on the List, as aforesaid, and who
has not made an annual report on the Priest or Deacon's exercise of office to the
Presiding Bishop for a period of five years, may be considered to have abandoned
the Ordained Ministry of this Church. The Presiding Bishop may, in the exercise of
discretion, upon notice in accordance with Canon IV.14, in the presence of two
Presbyters, pronounce Sentence of Deposition upon the Priest or Deacon, and
authorize the Secretary of the House of Bishops to strike the name from the List
and to give notice of the fact to the Priestor Deacon asprovided in Canon IV.12.

(e). A Priest or Deacon whose name remains upon the List of the Secretary of
the House of Bishops shall be Amenable for an Offense in either the Diocese
wherein the Offense has occurrerd or the Diocese in which the Priest or Deacon
was canonically resident immediate prior to being added to the List.

CANON 12.
Of Sentences

Sec. 1(a). The three sentences which may be adjudged by a Trial Court and
imposed are Admonition, Suspension, or Deposition.

(b). A Sentence of Admonition may be imposed (i) after the filing of a Waiver
and Voluntary Submission under Canon IV.2, or (ii) after final Judgment by a Trial
Court. This Sentence shall be a public Reprimand of the Member of the Clergy for
the actsof which convicted after Trial or as set forth in the filing of the Waiver and
Voluntary Submission.

(c) (1). A Sentenceof Suspension may be imposed (i) after the acceptance of
a Waiver and Voluntary Submission under Canon IV.2, or (ii) after final
Judgment by a Trial Court.

(2). Whenever the Sentenceof Suspension shall be adjudged and imposed on
a Member of the Clergy, the Sentence shall specify on what terms and on
what conditions and at what time the Suspensionshall cease.

(3). Where a Sentence is to be adjudged and pronounced, as a condition of
the acceptance of discipline under a Waiver and Voluntary Submission,
the Ecclesiastical Authority may require the resignation of the Priest or
Deacon from ecclesiastical and related secular offices held by that Priest
or Deacon upon such terms and conditions as the Ecclesiastical Authority
may deem to be appropriate, just and proper.

(4). The Suspension of a Member of the Clergy from the exercise of the
Sacred Ministry shall terminate the Pastoral Relationship unless the Vestry
by hVO- thirds vote requests of the Ecclesiastical Authority within thirty
days that the relationship continue. Unless the Pastoral Relationship has
been terminated, religious servicesand sacramental ministrations shall be
provided for that Parish as though a vacancy exists in the Office of the
Rector. This Section shall not prohibit the application of Canon 111.21.

(d) (1 ).A Sentenceof Deposition may be imposed (i) after the acceptance of a
Waiver and Voluntary Submission under Canon IV.2, (ij) after final
Judgment by a Trial Court, (iii) when there has been a renunciation under
Canon IV.8, (iv) upon the abandonment of the communion of the Church
as set forth in Canons IV.9 and IV.l0, or (v) by the Presiding Bishop pur­
suant to Canon IV.ll.3(d).

(2). Upon the pronouncement of a Sentence of Deposition, after Trial or after
the acceptance of a Waiver and Voluntary Submission to discipline, all
ecclesiastical offices held by the Member of the Clergy deposed, includ­
ing a rectorship and all ecclesiastical and related secular offices, shall be
immediately terminated and vacated.

(3). A Member of the Clergy deposed from the Sacred Ministry is deposed
entirely from the SacredMinistry.

Sec. 2. A Sentence after final Judgment by a Trial Court shall be adjudged by the
Trial Court.

Sec. 3. The Bishop shall both adjudge and pronounce Sentence upon a Priest or
Deacon (i) after the acceptance of a Waiver and Voluntary Submission under
Canon IV.2, (ij) when there has been a renunciation under Canon IV.8, or, (iii)
upon the abandonment of the communion of the Church as set forth in Canon
IV.lO.
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Sec. 4(a). If a Priestor Deacon is liable to Sentence upon Judgmentby a Trial Court
or upon affirmance of the Judgment by a Court of Review, Sentence shall be
imposed by the Bishop of the Diocese in which the original trial of the Respondent
was had, or in case that Bishop is disqualified or there be no Bishop of that juris­
diction, by another Bishop at the request of the Standing Committee of that
Diocese.

(b). If a Priest or Deacon is liable to Sentence upon voluntary submission to
discipline under Canon IV.2, Sentence shall be imposed by the Bishop to whom
the submission was made.

(c). If a Priest or Deacon is liable to Sentence upon renunciation of the min­
istry of this Church under Canon IV.8, Sentence shall be imposed by the Bishop of
the Diocese in which the Respondent is canonically resident, or in case there be
no Bishop of that jurisdiction, by another bishop at the request of the Standing
Committee of the Diocese.

(d). If a Priestor Deacon is liable to Sentence upon abandonment of the com­
munion of this Church under Canon IV.10, Sentence shall be imposed by the
Bishop of the Diocese in which the Respondent is canonically resident, or in case
there be no Bishop of that jurisdiction, by another bishop at the request of the
StandingCommittee of the Diocese.

Sec. 5. No Sentence shall be pronounced by a Bishop upon a Priest or Deacon
after final Judgment by a Trial Court until an opportunity has been given to the
Respondent and the Church Attorney, to show cause why Sentence should not be
pronounced and to offer any matter in excuse or mitigation for the consideration of
the Bishop.

Sec. 6. It shall be lawful for the Bishop to pronounce a lesser Sentence upon a
Priestor Deacon than that adjudged by the Trial Court, if the Bishop so choose.

Sec. 7. The Bishop who is to pronounce Sentence upon a Priest or Deacon after
final Judgment by a Trial Court shall appoint a time and place for pronouncing the
Sentence and shall cause notice thereof in writing to be served upon the
Respondent, the Church Attorney, each Complainant, and, unless waived in writ­
ing, the Victim in the manner provided in Canon IV.14.17.

Sec. 8. Sentence of Deposition imposed on a Priest or Deacon shall be pro­
nounced in the presence of two or more Priests.

Sec. 9. When the Sentence is pronounced, the Bishop who pronounces it shall
give notice thereof without delay in writing to every Member of the Clergy, each
Vestry and the Secretary of the Convention and the Standing Committee of the
Diocese in which the person so sentenced was canonically resident and in which
the Sentence is pronounced, which shall be added to the official records of each
Diocese; to the Presiding Bishop, to all other bishops of this Church, and where
there is no Bishop, to the Ecclesiastical Authority of each Diocese of this Church;
to the Recorder; and to the Secretary of the House of Bishops, who shall deposit
and preserve such notice among the archives of the House. The notice shall speci­
fy under what Canon the Priestor Deacon has been suspended or deposed.
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Sec. 10. When a bishop is liable to Sentenceunder a judgment of a Trial Court or
under a judgment of a Court of Review of the Trial of a Bishop on an appeal to the
Court of Review, the Sentenceto be imposed shall be one of the Sentences speci­
fied in Canon IV.12.1, the Presiding Bishop to pronounce it, and the procedure to
be followed in imposing Sentence shall be as provided in the several Canons gov­
erning the procedure of those Courts.

Sec. 11. In the case of the Suspension or Deposition of a Bishop, it shall be the
duty of the Presiding Bishop to give notice of the Sentence to the Ecclesiastical
Authority of every Diocese of this Church, to the Recorder and the Secretaif' of the
House of Bishops, and to all Archbishops and Metropolitans, and to all Presiding
Bishopsof Churches in communion with this Church.

Sec. 12. The Court for the Trial of a Bishop shall have the discretion to order that a
bishop: (i) convicted in a criminal Court of Record of a Crime involving
Immorality, (ij) against whom a judgment has been entered in a civil Court of
Record in a cause involving Immorality, or (iii) found guilty upon a Presentment for
a Crime, for Immorality, for holding and teaching publicly or privately, and advis­
edly, any doctrine contrary to that held by this Church, or for Conduct
Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy shall not, on the conviction, the rendering of
the judgment or the finding of guilty, and while the conviction, the judgment or
the finding of guilty continues unreversed, perform any episcopal, or ministerial or
canonical functions, except those that relate to the administration of the temporal
affairs of the Diocese in which the bishop holds jurisdiction or in which the bishop
is then serving.

Sec. 13. The Suspension of a bishop from the exercise of the Sacred Ministry shall
not terminate any episcopal office held by that bishop but may by its terms sus­
pend episcopal, ministerial or canonical functions, except as relate to the adminis­
tration of the temporal affairs of the Diocese of which the bishop holds jurisdiction
or in which the bishop is then serving. The application of this Canon shall not
affect the right to terminate the term of an assistant bishop.

CANON 13.
Of the Remission or Modification of Sentences

Sec. 1. The House of Bishops may remit and terminate any judicial Sentence
which may have been imposed upon a bishop, or modify the sameso far as to des­
ignate a precise period of time, or other specific contingency, on the occurrence of
which the Sentence shall utterly cease, and be of no further force or effect;
Provided, that no such Remission or modification shall be made except at a meet­
ing of the House of Bishops, during the session of some General Convention, or at
a special meeting of the House of Bishops, which shall be convened by the
Presiding Bishop on the application of any five bishops, after three months' notice
in writing of the time, place, and object of the meeting being given to each bishop;
Provided, also, that the Remission or modification be assented to by not lessthan a
majority of the bishops; And provided, that nothing herein shall be construed to
repeal or alter the provisions of Canon IV.12.
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Sec. 2(a). A Bishop who deems the reasons sufficient may, with the advice and
consent of two-thirds of all the membersof the Standing Committee, remit and ter­
minate a Sentence of Suspension pronounced in that Bishop's jurisdiction upon a
Priestor Deacon.

(b). A Bishop who deems the reasons sufficient may also remit and terminate
any Sentence of Deposition pronounced in the Bishop's jurisdiction upon a Priest
or Deacon, but shall exercise this power only upon the following conditions:

(1). That the Remission shall be done with the advice and consent of two­
thirds of all the membersof the Standing Committee;

(2). That the proposed Remission, with the reasons therefor, shall be submit­
ted to the judgment of five of the bishops of this Church whose Dioceses
are nearest to the Bishop's own, and the Bishop shall receive in writing
from at least four of the bishops, their approval of the Remission, and
their consent thereto.

(3). That before such Remission, the Bishop shall require the person so
Removed or Deposed, who desires to be restored to the Ordained
Ministry, to subscribe to the declaration required in Article VIII. of the
Constitution.

Sec. 3. In case the person was Deposed for abandoning the communion of this
Church, or was Deposed or Removed by reason of renunciation of or release from
the exercise of the Office of Priestor Deacon, or for other causes, the person also
having abandoned its communion, the Bishop before granting the Remission, shall
be satisfied that the person has lived in lay communion with this Church for not
less than one year next preceding application for the Remission.

Sec. 4. In casethe person applying for Remission shall be residing other than in the
Diocese in which Removed or Deposed, the Bishop to whom application has been
made, before granting the Remission, shall be furnished with written evidence of
the approval of the application with the reasons therefor from the Bishop of the
Diocese in which the person is then residing.

Sec. 5. A Bishop who shall grant Remission for any Sentence of Removal or
Deposition shall, without delay, give due notice thereof under the Bishop's own
hand, sending the notice in a sealed envelope to every Member of the Clergy, each
Vestry, the Secretary of the Convention and the Standing Committee of the
Diocese, which shall be added to the official records of the Diocese; to the
Presiding Bishop, to all other Bishopsof this Church, and where there is no Bishop,
to the Ecclesiastical Authority of each Diocese of this Church; to the Recorder; and
to the Secretary of the House of Bishops and Secretary of the House of Deputies,
who shall deposit and preservethe notice among the archives of those Houses giv­
ing, with the full name of the person restored, the date of the Removal or
Deposition, and the Order of the Ministry to which that person is restored.
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CANON 14
Of General Provisions Applicable to thisTitle

Sec. 1. Ecclesiastical Nature. Disciplinary proceedings under this Title are neither
civil nor criminal, but ecclesiastical in nature and represent determinations by this
Church of who shall serveasMembers of the Clergy of this Church and further rep­
resentthe polity and order of this hierarchical Church. Clergy who have voluntarily
sought and accepted ordination in this Church have given their express consent
and subjected themselves to the discipline of this Church and may not claim in
proceedings under this Title constitutional guarantees afforded to citizens in other
contexts.

Sec. 2. Resort to secular courts. No Member of the Clergy of this Church may
resort to the secular courts for the purpose of delaying, hindering or reviewing any
proceeding under this Title.

Sec. 3. Review of proceedings by secular courts. No secular court shall have
authority to review, annul, reverse, restrain or otherwise delay any proceeding
under this Title.

Sec. 4. Limitations of Actions. (a) (1) No Presentment shall be made for any
Offense specified in Canon IV.l.l that constitutes (a) Crime, (b) Immorality or (j)
Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy, unless the Offense was committed
within, or continued up to, ten years immediately preceding the time of receipt of
a Charge by the Standing Committee or the Presiding Bishop except: (i) in the case
of a conviction of the Respondent in a criminal Court of Record or a judgment in a
civil Court of Record in a cause involving Immorality, a Presentment may be made
at any time within three years after the conviction or judgment becomes final; (ii)
in a case where the alleged Victim was a minor at the time of the Offense, a
Charge may be made at any time prior to the alleged Victim's attaining the age of
twenty-five years;or (iii) if an alleged Victim entitled to bring a Charge is otherwise
under a disabil ity at the time the Offense occurs, or (iv) if the Offense is not discov­
ered or its effects realized during the ten years immediately following the date of
the Offense, the time within which the Charge shall be received by the Standing
Committee shall be extended to two years after the disability ceases or the alleged
Victim discovers or realizes the effects of the occurrence of the Offense; Provided,
however, in the case of clauses (iii) or (iv) above, the time within which the Charge
shall be received by the Standing Committee shall not be extended beyond fifteen
years from the date the Offense was committed or continued. (2) The time limits of
this Section shall not apply to Offenses the specifications of which include physi­
cal violence, sexual abuse or sexual exploitation, if the acts occurred when the
Victim was a Minor. (3) For Offenses, the specifications of which include physical
violence, sexual abuse or sexual exploitation, which were barred by the 1991
Canon on Limitations (Canon IV.1A.) Charges may be made to a Standing
Committee or the Presiding Bishop, in the case of a Bishop, no later than July 1,
1998. (4) Except as provided in clauses (2) and (3) of this Section, these Limitations
of Actions shall not be effective retroactively but shall be effective only from the
effective datesof this Canon forward.
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(b). No Presentment shall issue for any Offense specified in Canon IV.l.l. (c),
(d), (e), (f), (g), (h) and (i) unless the Offense was committed within, or continued
up to, two years immediately preceding the time the Charge is filed with the
Standing Committee.

(c). Periods in which the Respondent is in the custody of secular authorities.
shall be excluded in computing the period of limitation prescribed in this Canon, if
that custody would prevent the Respondent from participating in an Ecclesiastical
Trial.

Sec. 5. Materiality. In order for the Offenses specified in Canon IV.l.l. (d), (e), (f)
and (g) to be considered for Presentment, the Offense complained of must be
intentional, material and meaningful asdetermined by the StandingCommittee.

Sec. 6. Time. (a). Computation. In computing any period of time the day of the act
or event from which the designated period of time begins to run shall not be
included. The last day of the period shall be included, unless it is a Saturday, a
Sunday or a legal holiday in that jurisdiction, in which event the period runs until
the end of the next day which is not a Saturday, a Sunday or a legal holiday in that
jurisdiction.

(b). Additional Time after Serviceby Mail. Whenever a party hasthe right or is
required to do an act within a prescribed period after the service of a notice or
other paper, if service is served by mail, five days shall be added to the prescribed
period. .

Sec. 7. Quorum. In all cases in this Title where a Canon directs a duty to be per­
formed or a power to be exercised, by the Standing Committee, by a Trial Court or
by any other body consisting of several members, a majority of the members, the
whole having been duly cited to meet, shall be a quorum; and a majority of the
members presentwhen a quorum exists shall be competent to act, unlessothewise
expressly required by Canon.

Sec. B. Influencing proceedings. No person subject to the authority of this Church
may attempt to coerce or by any other means improperly influence, directly or
indirectly, the actions of the Standing Committee, an Ecclesiastical Trial Court, any
other Court or Board of Inquiry provided for in these Canons, or any member
thereof or any person involved in such proceedings in reaching the issuance of any
Presentment or the findings, Verdict or Sentence of any Trial Court or any review
thereof. The foregoing provisions shall not apply with respect to (i) statements and
instructions given by the Church Attorney, the Respondent, or counsel for a
Respondent to the Standing Committee prior to Presentment or to the Ecclesiastical
Trial Court, or by lay Assessors of any Court, (il) sworn testimony or instruments
submitted by witnesses or experts during the course of any disciplinary proceed­
ings, or (iii) statements given by Complainants, Victims or their Advocates as pro­
vided for in this Title.

Sec. 9. Involuntary Statements. (a). No person proceeding under the authority of
this Title may interrogate, or request a statement from, a Respondent or a person
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suspected of an Offense without first informing that person of the nature of the
accusation and advising that person that no statement need be made regarding the
Offense of which the Respondent is accused or suspected and that any statement
so made may be used in evidence against that person in any Ecclesiastical Trial.

(b). No Respondent or a person suspected of an Offense may be compelled to
incriminate himself or herself or respond to any question the answer to which may
tend to incriminate him or her or to testify against himself or herself in any pro­
ceedings under this Title.

(c). No statement obtained from any person in violation of this Canon, or
through the use of coercion, undue influence or improper inducement may be
received in evidence against that person in a Trial under this Title.

(d). No Advocate shall be required to respond to any question regarding any
Complainant or Victim.

Sec. 10. Former jeopardy. No Member of the Clergy may be Presented or tried a
second time under this Title for the same Offense, or after Waiver and Voluntary
Submission to discipline, without the Member of the Clergy's consent.

Sec. 11. Relationship to parties. Any member of any Standing Committee, Board of
Inquiry or any Court provided for in this Title (i) who is related to the Respondent
by blood or marriage, (ii) who has knowledge of essential facts involved in the
matter, (iii) who has a close personal or professional relationship with the
Respondent, any alleged Victim, or any witness in the matter, or (lv) who reason­
ably believes himself or herself unable to render a fair and independent judgment,
shall be disqualified and excused from service in connection with the matter.

Sec. 12. Presumption of Innocence. There is a presumption of innocence until the
presumption is overcome by Clear and Convincing evidence.

Sec. 13. Standard of Proof. The standard of proof required to establish an Offense
by the Respondent by an Ecclesiastical Trial Court shall be that of Clear and
Convincing evidence.

Sec. 14. Burden of Proof. The burden of proof to establish an Offense by a
Respondent is upon the Church Attorney.

Sec. 15. Roles of Chancellors, Vice Chancellors, etc. Chancellors and Vice
Chancellors shall not serveasChurch Attorneys or Lay Assessors.

Sec. 16. Amenability. Bishops, Priests, and Deacons are Amenable for Offenses
committed by them; a Bishop to a Court of Bishops, and a Priestor Deacon to the
Ecclesiastical Authority of the jurisdiction in which the Priestor Deacon is canoni­
cally resident at the time the Charge is made or in which the Offense occurred.

Sec. 17. Service of Notices and Citations. (a). A notice or Citation required by any
law of this Church to any Member of the Clergy to appear, at a certain time and
place for the Trial of an Offense, shall be deemed to be duly served if a copy there-
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of be delivered to the person to be served, be left at the person's usual place of
abode within the. United States as to persons Canonically resident in the United
States, or as to persons Canonically resident in countries or territories other than
the United States at the person's usual place of abode within the country or territo­
ry of residence with a person of suitable age and discretion, or be mailed by certi­
fied mail return receipt requested to the person's usual place of abode within the
United States or by similar mail service if mailed in a country other than the United
States, at least sixty days before the day of appearance named therein, and in case
the Member of the Clergy has departed from the United States or other country or
territory of Canonical Residence and has not been duly served, if a copy of the
Citation be published once a week for four successive weeks in such newspaper
printed in the jurisdiction in which the Member of the Clergy is cited to appear as
the Ecclesiastical Authority shall designate, the last publication to be three months
before the day of appearance. Acceptance of service will render unnecessary any
further processof Citation.

(b). A notice or Citation, other than those above mentioned, required by any
law of this Church, when no other mode of service is provided, may be servedper­
sonally, or by certified mail return receipt requested, addressed to the person to be
served, at the person's last known place of residence, or by leaving a copy at the
person's last usual place of abode within the United States as to personswho are
Canonically resident in the United States, or at the person's last known usual place
of abode in a country or territory other than the United States where the person is
Canonically resident, with a person of suitable age and discretion.

Sec. 18. Bishops. A reference in this Title to a Bishop intending to mean the Bishop
holding jurisdiction pursuant to Article II of the Constitution of this Church shall
include a Bishop Coadjutor, if specific jurisdiction for matters contemplated by this
Title has been assignedto the Bishop Coadjutor pursuant to Canon 111.24.1 (c).

Sec. 19. Alternate Ecclesiastical Trial Court. In the event that a Diocese cannot
convene an Ecclesiastical Trial Court due to vacancies, declinations to act,
absences, resignations, challenges or otherwise or due to the determination by the
Standing Committee for good cause shown that change in venue is needed, the
Ecclesiastical Authority shall arrange for the Trial to be held by an Ecclesiastical
Trial Court of another diocese of that Province reasonably convenient for the par­
ties. The reasonable expenses of the Alternate EcclesiasticalTrial Court shall be the
responsibility of the Diocese from which the Presentmenthas issued.

Sec. 20. Expenses of Parties and Costs of Proceedings. Except as expressly provid­
ed in this Title, all costs and expenses of the several parties shall be the obligation
of the party incurring them. The record of proceedings of a Diocesan Ecclesiastical
Trial Court shall be the expense of the Diocese. The record of proceedings of a
Court of Review of a Trial of a Priest or Deacon shall be the expense of the
Province. The record of proceedings of a Board of Inquiry, the Court for the Trial of
a Bishop and the Court of Review of a Trial of a Bishop shall be the expenseof the
General Convention.
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Sec. 21. Absence, etc. of Presiding Bishop. If the Presiding Bishop should be
absent, under a disability rendering the Presiding Bishop unable to act, or other­
wise disqualified, except as expressly otherwise provided in this Title duties
assigned to the Presiding Bishop under this Title shall be performed by that Bishop
who would be the next qualified PresidingOfficer of the House of Bishops.

Sec. 22. Effect of the Suspension of a Bishop. If the Bishop of a Diocese shall be
subject to a Sentence of Suspension, the body or person who would be the
Ecclesiastical Authority of that Diocese if there were no Bishop shall have authority
to request episcopal assistance and Episcopal Acts from another bishop of this
Church.

Sec. 23. Privileged Communications. No communication privileged under the law
of the state or under applicable federal law shall be required to be disclosed.
Further, the secrecy of a confession is morally absolute for the confessor, and must
under no circumstances be broken.

Sec. 26. Non-compliance with any procedural requirements set forth in this Title
shall not be grounds for the dismissal of any proceeding unless the non-compli­
ance shall cause material and substantial injustice to be done or seriously preju­
dice the rights of a Respondentas determined by the Court on motion and hearing.

Sec. 27. Former Sentenceof Removal. Solely for the purposes of the application of
these Canons to persons who have received the pronouncement of the former sen­
tence of removal, the former sentence of removal shall be deemed to have been a
Sentence of deposition.

CANON 15.
Of Terminology used in this Title

Sec. 1. Except as otherwise expressly provided or unless the context otherwise
requires, as used in this Title the following terms and phrases shall have the follow­
ing meanings:

"Acknowledged" shall mean the execution of an instrument in form sufficient
to record a deed in the jurisdiction wherein the instrument hasbeen executed.

"Admonish" shall mean to caution, advise or counsel against wrong practices
or to warn against the danger of an Offense.

"Admonition" shall mean after a Judgment, a censure or reprimand which is a
public and formal reproof of the conduct of a Member of the Clergy.

"Advocate" shall mean a person, lay or clergy, assigned by the Ecclesiastical
Authority to support and assist a Complainant or an alleged Victim in any proceed­
ings contemplated by this Title.

"All the members" shall mean the total number of members of the body pro­
vided for by Constitution or Canon without regard to absences, excused members,
abstentions or vacancies.
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"Amenable" shall mean subject, accountable, and responsible to the disci­
pline of this Church.

"Board of Inquiry" shall mean that body established under Canon IV.3(b) to
investigatea Charge againsta bishop and, if warranted, to issuea Presentment.

"Canonically resident" shall mean the canonical residence or domicile of a
Member of the Clergy of this Church establishedby ordination or letters dimissory.

"Chancellor" shall mean a person appointed or elected to that office in a dio­
cese, under its Canons or otherwise by the Ecclesiastical Authority, and shall
include Vice Chancellors or similar legal officers.

"Charge" shall mean a formal and Verified accusation against a Member of
the Clergy that the Member of the Clergy is guilty of an Offense specified in Canon
IV.1.1.

"Church Attorney" shall mean (j) as to proceedings concerning Priests and
Deacons, a duly licensed attorney, appointed to investigate matters of ecclesiasti­
cal discipline on behalf of the Standing Committee, to represent the Church in the
prosecution of Presentments against Priests and Deacons and to represent the
Church in an appeal to the Court of Review of a Trial of a Priest or Deacon; (ii) as
to proceedings concerning bishops, a duly licensed attorney, appointed to investi­
gate mattersof ecclesiastical discipline on behalf of a Board of Inquiry, to represent
the Church in the prosecution of Presentments against Bishops and to represent the
Church in an appeal to the Court of Review of a Trial of a Bishop. The Church
Attorney shall not be from the same law firm as a Chancellor or to the Chancellor
to the Presiding Bishop or to a Lay Assessor.

"Citation" shall mean a written direction from an Ecclesiastical Court to a
member of this Church or person subject to the jurisdiction of this Church to
appear and give testimony before that Ecclesiastical Court.

"Clear and Convincing" shall mean proof sufficient to convince ordinarily
prudent people that there is a high probability that what is claimed actually hap­
pened. More than a preponderance of the evidence is required but not proof
beyond a reasonable doubt.

"Clerk of the Court" shall mean that person appointed by an Ecclesiastical
Court to keepthe account of proceedings of the Court.

"Complainant" shall mean the person or body by whom a Charge is made.
"Conduct Unbecoming a Member of the Clergy" shall mean any disorder or

neglect that prejudices the reputation, good order and discipline of the Church, or
any conduct of a nature to bring material discredit upon the Church or the Holy
Orders conferred by the Church.

"Contumacy" shall mean the refusal or intentional omission of a Member of
the Clergy who has been duly cited to appear and defend a Presentment issued
against the Member of the Clergy, or, if the Member of the Clergy is duly before
the Court, to obey some lawful order or direction made by the Court in the matter.

"Convention" shall mean the governing body or assembly of a diocese by
whatever name it is styled in that diocese.

"Court of Record" shall mean a secular civil or criminal court of the national
government, a state, territory or other jurisdiction wherein the Diocese is located
which keeps a separate record of a trial or issues its Verdict or judgment in writing
sufficient on its face to state an Offense under this Title and asto be able to be cer-
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tified or duly authenticated by the judge, justice, clerk or other appropriate officer
of that court.

"Crime" shall mean a positive or negative act in violation of a penal law
which embracesacts immoral or wrong in and of themselves. As used in this Title,
"Crime" does not embrace acts or conduct prohibited by statute to which no moral
turpitude attaches and constituting Crimes only becausethey are so prohibited.

"Deposition" shall mean a Sentence by which a Member of the Clergy is
deprived of the right to exercise the gifts and spiritual authority of God's word and
sacraments conferred at ordination.

"Ecclesiastical Authority" shall mean the Bishop of the diocese or, if there be
none, the Standing Committee or such other ecclesiastical authority established by
the Constitution and Canons of the diocese.

"Ecclesiastical Court" shall mean a court established under this Title.
"Ecclesiastical Trial Court" shall mean a Diocesan Court for the Trial of a

Priest or Deacon established pursuant to Canon IV.4(a).
"Federal Rules of Evidence" shall mean The Federal Rules of Evidence for

United States District Courts and Magistratesasamended from time to time.
"Federal Rules of Civil Procedure" shall mean The Federal Rules of Civil

Procedure for the United States District Courts, Title 28 U.S. Code, as amended
from time to time and as further set out in Appendix A to these Canons, except as
otherwise modified by express provisions of this Title.

"GodlyAdmonition": seePastoral Direction.
"Inhibition" shall mean a written command from a Bishop that a Priest or

Deacon shall cease from exercising the gifts of ordination in the sacred ministry as
specified in the Inhibition. When an Inhibition is issued to a bishop it may also
command the bishop to cease all episcopal acts.

"Judgment" shall mean the determination by an Ecclesiastical Trial Court that
a Respondent has or has not committed the Offense for which presented.

"Lay Assessor" shall mean a duly licensed attorney to advise in mattersof law
affecting a Court or Board of Inquiry in their proceedings.

"Limitations of Actions" shall mean the time within which a Charge must be
filed with a Standing Committee in a matter concerning a Priestor Deacon or filed
with the Presiding Bishop in a matter concerning a bishop as provided for in
Canon IV.14.4.

"Member of the Clergy" shall mean Bishops, Priests and Deacons of this
Church unless the context shall exclude a Bishop.

"Minor" shall mean a person under the ageof twenty-one years of age.
"Offense" shall mean any conduct or acts proscribed in Canon IV.1.1.
"Pastoral Direction" shall mean a written solemn warning from a Bishop to a

Priest or Deacon setting forth clearly the reasons for the Pastoral Direction given in
the capacity of pastor, teacher and canonical overseer, which is neither capricious
or arbitrary in nature nor in any way contrary to the Constitution and Canons of
the Church, national or diocesan, and directed to some matter which concerns the
Doctrine, Discipline or worship of this Church or manner of life and behavior of
the Priestor Deacon addressed, and shall be deemed to include without limitation
"Admonition" and "Godly Admonition".

HOUSE OF DEPUTIES

"Presentment" shall mean the writing of a Standing Committee or a Board of
Inquiry to an Ecclesiastical Trial Court that an offense hasbeen committed which is
triable and that there are reasonable grounds to believe that the person named
therein has committed it.

"Presiding Bishop" shall mean the Presiding Bishop of this Church or, if there
be none or the then Presiding Bishop be absent or disabled, the presiding officer of
the House of Bishops.

"Privileged Communications" shall mean (j) disclosures in confidence made
by a person to a Member of the Clergy with the purpose of seeking religious coun­
sel, advice, solace, absolution or ministration wherein the Member of the Clergy is
acting in the capacity of spiritual advisor to the person, and where the person mak­
ing the disclosures has a reasonable expectation that the communication will be
kept in confidence, (ii) communications under the law of the state and applicable
federal law, and (iii) such other communications as defined under The Federal
Rules of Evidence.

"Reasonable Cause" shall mean grounds sufficiently strong to warrant reason­
able persons to believe that the Charge is true.

"Record on Appeal" shall mean the Presentment, original papers and exhibits
filed in the Trial Court, the transcript of proceedings, the Decision of the Trial
Court and the Sentence adjudged and to be imposed.

"Remission" shall mean the forgiveness and termination of a Sentence
imposed.

"Reporter" shall mean that person charged with the responsibility of taking the
recording of the proceedings.

"Respondent" shall mean a Member of the Clergy charged with an Offense.
"Restored" or "Restoration" shall mean the act of a Bishop or the Presiding

"Suspension" shall mean a Sentence by which the Member of the Clergy is
directed to refrain temporarily from the exercise of the gifts of ministry conferred
by ordination.

"Temporary Inhibition" shall mean that Inhibition authorized by Canon IV.l.
''Trial'' shall mean an evidentiary proceeding before an Ecclesiastical Court

pursuant to this Title.
"Verdict" shall mean the determination of an Ecclesiastical Court.
"Verification" shall mean a signature before a notary public or similar person

authorized to take acknowledgments of signatures on a document that states that
the signer has personal knowledge or has investigated the matters set forth in the
document and that they are true to the best of the signer's knowledge and belief.

"Verified" shall mean that an instrument contains a Verification.
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"Victim" shall mean a person who has been or is or is alleged to be the object
of acts of the Respondent.

"Waiver and Voluntary Submission" shall mean a written instrument contain­
ing the information required by this Title and Acknowledged by the person execut­
ing the same in accordance with Canon IV.2.

TITLE IV (Revised)
APPENDIXA.

If service is not waived, the person effecting service shall make
proof thereofby affidavit or sworn statement to the court.

COMMITTEE No.5 ON CANONS
REPORT #7 ON RESOLUTION A019

EXPLANATION

The Cognate Committees on Canons devoted over seventeen hours deliberating
Resolution A019 (Amend Canons, Title IV Ecclesiastical Discipline) took extensive
testimony, both at Committee Meetings and Open Hearings, and considered over
180 amendments, adopting over 100.

To facilitate the consideration of A019, as amended by the Committees, the print­
ed text in the Blue Book has not been revised. Rather, an Attachment to the
Committee Report lists the Committees' amendments by page and line number
referred to resolution A019 in the Blue Book. The Committee found this to be the
easiest form of reference.

The Attachment does not include all uniform capitalization, typos and editorial
revisions found by the Committee that will be reported to the Secretary of the
General Convention.

Also, several defined words have been replaced. Thesewill be editorially replaced
in the text upon final action of the General Convention. For example; "Judgment"
has been substituted for "Conviction" and will be so amended throughout the text.
To report these automatic revisions would have added several additional, but nec­
essary pages to the Attachment.

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BUDGET

INTRODUCTION:

The 71st General Convention of the Episcopal Church adopted a very different
budget from what had been the experience over the historical past. First, the pri­
mary source of funding for the National Church budget is derived from a formula
based on diocesan income, as opposed to net disposable budgeted income (in the
congregations) in the past. This approach replaced the old "assessment" and
"apportionment" systems and had the effect of creating a consolidated budget. All
income, from the Dioceses, to the National Church will now come into one bud­
get, based on one formula, applied to Diocesan income, and all of the expensesof
the National Church Program will be included in the consolidated budget. These
expenses are broken into three categories; program, canonical, and corporate. In
the resolution adopted by the General Convention, the canonical responsibilities
of the National Church Program are protected, to the extent possible, if income for
support of the budget is less than the amount required to support the budget
approved by General Convention.

The following is a true copy of Resolution A143 as amended by Resolution 0131
adopted by the 71st General Convention of the Episcopal Church on September 1,
1994 in Indianapolis, Indiana.

Resolved, the House of Bishopsconcurring, that:

1.0 The General Convention Budget for the period January I, 1995 through
December 31,1997, which shall include all revenuesand expenditures relat­
ed to Program and Expense, is adopted in a total of $131,509,786.

1.1 The Program for the budgetary period 1995-1997 is adopted in a total
amount of $88,580,242 as follows:

For the year 1995 Program of $28,883,167
Forthe year 1996 Program of $29,370,766
For the year 1997 Program of $30,326,309

1.2 The Expense for the budgetary period 1995-1997 to meet canonical
responsibilities is $16,503,189 and for the Society (corporation) is
$26,426,355, which is adopted in a total amount of $42,929,544 as fol­
lows:

For the year 1995 Expense of $13,683,951
For the year 1996 Expense of $14,224,560
Forthe year 1997 Expense of $15,021 ,033

Resolved, the House of Bishopsconcurring, that:

2.0 The funding policy in support of the General Convention budget for theperiod
January 1, 1995 through December 31, 1997 is adopted as a single Asking
from each Diocese, to wh ich is added all other revenue for thebudgetary period
1995-1997.
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2.1 The single Asking is based upon a choice of either the 1994 combined
Apportionment/Assessmentpayment by each Diocese or a graduated per­
centage basis established on five incremental income ranges, based on
each current year's diocesan income from parochial giving and all unre­
stricted generaloperating income.

2.1 (a) For the budgetary period 1995-1997 the graduated percentages
applied to each current year's diocesan income shall be as follows:

16% of the first $500,000 of income
19% of the next $500,000 of income
22% of the next $1,000,000 of income
25% of the next $2,000,000 of income
20% of income over $4,000,000

(b) In 1996 and 1997, if the diocesan choice is based on the 1994 com­
mitments, a three percent adjustment increase will be applied in each
year.

2.2 For the budgetary period 1995-1997 and in accordance with the funding
policy described in Section 1.0 and Section 1.1, the projected Askings are
a total of $85,168,969, as follows:

For the year 1995 Askings of $27,425,656
For the year 1996 Askings of $28,378,381
For the year 1997 Askings of $29,364,932

2.3 For the budgetary period 1995-1997 and in support of the funding policy
described in Sections 2.0, 2.1(a) and 2.1(b), payment of the Askings by
Dioceses shall be made in twelve monthly payments.

2.4 All other revenue for the budgetary period 1995-1997 is estimated using
prior years' experience asa guide for a total of $46,009,786 as follows:

For the year 1995, Other Income of $14,967,118
For the year 1996, Other Income of $15,195,326
For the year 1997, Other Income of $15,847,342

2.5 A General Ordination Examination fee is hereby authorized, which fees
shall be added to the funding from Dioceses and applied to the expenses
of examination as appropriated in the budget. A candidate for Holy
Orders eligible for examinations and so certified by the Diocesan Bishop
shall not be disqualified for examination because the fee has not been
paid.
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2.6 General Convention registration and exhibitors fees are hereby autho­
rized, which fees shall be added to the funding from Dioceses and
applied to the expenses of the 1997 General Convention, and for no
other purpose.

2.7 All Special Offerings and Restricted Funds received during the budgetary
period 1995-1997 shall be used for the purposes designated, and for no
other purpose.

3.0 In the exercise of their respective authorities, the Executive Council of the
General Convention and the Joint Standing Committee on Program, Budget
and Finance shall be subject to the following policies.

3.1 Each year, the Executive Council, with the advice of the Joint Standing
Committee on Program, Budget and Finance, shall adjust the budget to
the assured income of the Executive Council so as to carry out the Budget
for that year on a balanced budget basis.

3.2 The fiscal year shall begin January 1.

3.3 If in any year the total and anticipated income for support of the Budget is
less than the amount required to support the Budget approved by the
General Convention, appropriations for the Budget in that year, excepting
support of canonical responsibilities for the General Convention, the
House of Bishops, the House of Deputies, and the Office of the Presiding
Bishop, shall share in any decreases necessary to maintain a balanced
budget.

3.4 Any unexpended General Funds in a fiscal year may be treated as rev­
enue available for budgetary purposes in ensuing yearts), and shall be
used for no other purposes.

3.5 General Fund income from Trust Funds available for budgetary purposes
shall be expended in the year subsequent to receipt, and not in the year
of receipt.

3.6 Undesignated bequestsand legacies received during the budgetary period
shall be set aside in the general endowment fund of which only the
declared income shall be used for the general purposesof the Society.

3.7 Designated bequests and legacies received during the budgetary period
shall be set aside in specific funds of which only the declared income
shall be used for the purposes so designated.
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The Challenge to the Dioceses and the Executive Council

The following is a true copy of Resolution A144 adopted by the 71 st General
Convention of the Episcopal Church on September 1, 1994 in Indianapolis,
Indiana.

Resolved, the House of Bishops concurring, that this 71st General Convention
hereby establishes a Challenge Giving Program Fund. Said Fund shall be made up
of receipts received for 1995 in excess of the normally budgeted revenue from the
dioceses. Said funds will be applied to the following ministries in 1996, at the
direction of the ExecutiveCouncil:

LegacyScholarship Fund Development $30,000
St. Augustine's, St. Paul's, and Voorhees Colleges 140,OOO
Cuttington College, Liberia .450,000
Grant Opportunities for Jubilee Ministries, and Economic,
Environmental, and Racial Justice 500,000

Funds in excess of the normally budgeted revenue from the dioceses in 1996 will
be applied to these same ministries in 1997 at the direction of the Executive
Council.

Explanation: As we move through the next triennium, dioceses are challenged to
give at the highest level of asking, and beyond. This resolution allows funds
received for 7995 in excess of the normally budgeted revenue from dioceses
($27.6 million for 7995) to be applied to the ministries shown in the resolution, at
the direction of the Executive Council. The funds designated for Cuttington College
will be held in escrow, to be disbursed at the discretion of the Presiding Bishop
and the Executive Council, when the political situation in Liberia dictates.

The Presiding Bishop's programmatic staff will be organized in one service group
consisting of six team clusters under the office of the Senior Executive for Program.
The purpose is to develop better collaboration, coordination and flexibility in the
implementation of the Church's national program in promoting the mission of the
Church. The Executive for Program is responsible for executive oversight of the
work of the Congregational Ministries, Peace and Justice, Children/Youth and
Young Adults, Anglican/Global Relations, Ecumenical Relations and Program
Support Services Teams. Day to day oversight of the Presiding Bishop's Fund for
World Relief, the United Thank Offering and Episcopal Life is within this manage­
ment group.

EXPENSE: PROGRAM

Program expense for the 1995-97 Triennimum totals $88,580,242. The first year
(1995) program expenses total $28,883,167 as shown in the following chart.

The Program category provides funding in 1995 for Program Management

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EXPENSE: CORPORATE

The Domestic and Foreign Missionary Society is the legal entity and corporation
nationally of the Episcopal Church in the United States of America. In accordance
with rulings of the Department of Treasury (1942; reaffirmed in 1970), it is deemed
to be exempt from taxes under Section 501(c)(3) (1954 code). Contributions from
individual and corporate donors are deductible from income for tax purposes to
the extent allowable under Section 170. Total activity of the corporation isflpprox­
imately $65 million annually and includes the operating budgets for program and
expense. The expenses related to the Office of the Treasurer are included in the
corporate expenses.

Corporate expenses include financial operations, administrative services, facilities
management, and certain long- term obligations to retirees. Financial management
and administrative services are provided to program and canonical operations and
to all other aspects of annual operations under the umbrella corporation, The
Domestic and Foreign Missionary Society. Those financial and administrative ser­
vices include support of trust funds held, the fiduciary and agency accounts; and
financial management for affiliated operations and organizations within the domes­
tic U.S. and overseas.

EXPENSE: CORPORATE

PLEDGE OF SUPPORT OF NEW MINISTRY

In the closing minutes of the 71st General Convention, 60 Dioceses signed a
pledge of support which became known as "The Mississippi Statement", since it
was initiated and circulated by the Deputation from the Diocese of Mississippi.
That statement said, in part, we believe that our partnership in mission and min­
istry with our brothers and sisters in Christ beyond our Diocesan border is deeper
than our ideological differences. Further, we will return to our Dioceses and work
to ensure that the asking for our Diocese will be met for the coming Triennium.
And finally, those of use from Dioceses receiving a reduction in our asking, will
return to our Dioceses and work to see that the funds from that reduction will be
used for new mission and ministry both within our Diocese and in partnership with
our National Church.

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A LEITER FROM THE PRESIDENT

Strength, Hope and Joy

This booklet, along with our 1994 Annual Report and the newsletter describing our
benefit initiatives, is intended to provide a report on the stewardship of The Church
Pension Group during the last triennium. The sections that follow include general
narrative information, responses to the three specific resolutions the 1991 General
Convention asked us to consider, three appendices, two of which importantly present
information from a major survey on medical insurance and other employee benefits
which we conducted recently.

As all of these documents indicate, we are very pleased with the progress of the
last three years. Naturally, our achievements have been accompanied by a great deal
of change. In May 1994, following three years of study and effort, we moved from our
home of 28 years to a new, modern facility at 445 Fifth Avenue in New York. This new
home, discussed in our annual report, is a source of great pride to us. However, the
move did tax staff resources on occasion and has made preparation for this General
Convention even more hectic than usual.

The composition of our staff has seen significant change over the past triennium.
Sixteen of our twenty-four most senior managers have joined us since 1991. In
December 1991, our beloved colleague, the Right Reverend Alexander Stewart retired,
after 11 years of service first as a Trustee of The Fund and then for over 5 years as its
ExecutiveVice President and Manager. While there will never be an exact clone of Alex,
we have been delighted to have the Right Reverend Frank Cerveny, who served for
nineteen years as the Bishop of Florida, come in to assume Alex's position. Frank's
skills as a preacher, a pastor, and an expert on the ministry of the ordained and laity
have had a substantial impact on our work. The adaptive skills that he and his
wonderful wife Emmy have shown making the transition from the joys of Jacksonville,
Florida to the rigors of Manhattan should serve as an example for us all!

We are delighted that the investment performance of The Fund has continued to
be excellent (See Section 5). Our asset growth has allowed the continuation of our
annual benefit increases to retired clergy and surviving spouses; this triennium, these
increases included an innovative, first-time, customized change to ensure all pension
increases have at least equalled changes in the cost of living since retirement (Section
3). The overall growth of the fund also allowed the basis for probably the most single
dramatic event in the last three years, the benefit initiatives announced in April.
Initiatives are discussed briefly in Section 3; they are discussed at more length in our
annual report, which has been distributed to most attendees and is available at our
booth.

REPORT OF CHURCH PENSION FUND

The benefit situation of lay employees continues to be a major concern. Under
the leadership of our Church Life Insurance Corporation, a major program of pensions
for lay employees has been instituted (Section 4). Currently, we are attempting to
dialogue with the Church about further benefits for lay employees, coming to understand
their desires, our capabilities, and the tremendously changing world of employee benefits
(Section 7, Appendices B, C).

Much of our effort has been directed toward effecting a subtle but important
change. Our phone is no longer answered "The Church Pension Fund and Affiliated
Companies"; we are now The Church Pension Group. This change in title, and the use
of phrases like "Freeing Our Ministers to Minister" are intended to strengthen the concept
that we are one entity providing a diverse range of services to one client. Emphasizing
this common theme, this report describes a number of our activities beyond the provision
of pension services themselves.

Understandably, our efforts in the medical insurance arena have been paramount.
A new health option has been offered to 15 diocese through The Medical Trust and
currently 1,232 family units have elected to participate in this program offering managed
care, a far less expensive and more comprehensive alternative for health care. (Section
7). We have conducted a major survey to attempt to understand the desires and needs
of the church regarding medical insurance (Appendix B).

The major activity of our property and casualty insurance company was dealing
with the complex issues surrounding the increase in allegations of sexual misconduct by
clergy (Section 8). Here, we are very pleased at the responsible leadership role we think
many in the Episcopal Church have taken.

In all of these activities, we have been guided and supported by a superb Board
of Trustees. From our perspective, the election of new Trustees by General Convention
is one of the most important tasks of our corporate life. Section 9 describes our current
Board. Because continuity is so important in an enterprise as diverse and complex as
ours, this section expresses the strong wish that General Convention delegates will
choose to re-elect those seven of our incumbent Trustees who are up for election and
eligible to serve a second term.

We welcome this General Convention as an opportunity to review our stewardship
through the work of The Church Pension Fund Committee. We invite all of you to visit
us at our booth and look forward to discussions with you about our current role and ways
we might be of additional service.

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The most prominent component of our organization, of course, is The Church Pension
Fund itself. With assets of $2.5 billion, it is among the largest pension funds in the
United States and the eighteenth largest pension fund in the New York metropolitan
area.

In addition to The Fund, the organization comprises the following units:

Two major insurance providers: Church Life and Church Insurance
(property and casualty);

Two other insurance-related companies providing ancillary services
(Church Agency and Church Finance);

A major provider of medical benefits: The Episcopal Church Clergy
and Employees' Benefit Trust (The Medical Trust);

A publishing company;

Two support units that provide data-processing and accounting
services to the Group and serve as advisors to other elements of the
Episcopal Church;

Five internal support units that assist efficient internal function and
external client service.

By national standards, each of our insurance companies is small. In the
aggregate, however, with The Medical Trust, they have revenues of close to $100 million
a year. Further, the problems and challenges with which they must contend are as great
as those of the industry's giants. As frequent articles in the business press make clear,
the insurance industry in general and property and casualty and medical insurance
companies in particular are experiencing significant strains.

The scope of our activities is further highlighted in the table below, which presents
three additional financial measures for the six revenue-providing units to the Group.

Each of these measures shows our overall group to be one of substantial size,
scope, and responsibility.
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PENSION BENEFIT DYNAMICS

Even as the responsibilities of CPG become more diverse, one core task remains
paramount: carrying out our duties as stewards of The Church Pension Fund's more
than $2.5 billion in assets and administering the clergy retirement plans. This charge
involves many tasks: efficiently collecting the funds required to ensure future pension
benefits; administering a system which efficiently distributes funds to beneficiaries; wisely
and compassionately incorporating benefit changes that are appropriate to meet
changing needs; and prudently investing the assets of our multiple pension plans. As
reported in this and many other documents, these tasks consume the bulk of CPG's
time.

CLIENT UNIVERSE

The chart below shows the continuing trend in clergy demographics that increases
the complexity of our task. As shown by the left set of bars, the number of active clergy
-- those for whom contributions are being paid into the plan -- has decreased slightly
over the last triennium. Simultaneously, the number of retirees has increased over 10%.

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It is this phenomenon that makes the phrase "fully funded" so critical. It is essential that
a pension plan like ours not count on the pension contributions of current clergy to fund
the benefits of current retirees. And as long as it is "fully funded," our plan does not.
But a continuing task for us and our advisors is to assure that the resources available
through The Fund's assets are sufficient to pay all of our incurred benefits regardless of
the number of clergy working. However simply stated, fully understanding and carrying
out this task is a major challenge.

BENEFIT CHANGES

In 1991, we reported with pride that benefit increases had been granted to retired
clergy for each of the pastthree years we can make this same report now. In fact, there
have been 27 benefit increases since 1950. We can also report with pride on an
innovative adjustment utilized for what we believe was the first time.

The chart below shows that, at the end of the first triennium year, a "standard"
benefit was granted. Here, each retiree was given a fixed percentage increase. Then,
at the end of 1992, following considerable discussion and calculation, a new approach
was taken. Using the analytical capability of our computer system and excellent clergy
records, a comparison was done of the "purchasing power" of each beneficiary's current
benefit and the benefit they first received upon retirement. Based on this analysis, we
then gave individual pension adjustments to bring all beneficiaries to a point where their
current benefit at least equalled the initial benefit in purchasing power terms.

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The reasons for our belief that this change was highly desirable are shown in the
chart below. In a somewhat busy format, it shows, by year of retirement, the percent of
retirees whose pension had lost purchasing power due to cost of living changes since
their retirement. Not surprisingly, the percentages were high for some years. For
example, in each of years 1968 to 1974, over 65% of those who retired during that time
were receiving pensions whose purchasing power had diminished. This is because poor
financial market performance allowed few pension increases during this period.

As a result of the "customized" increase granted in January 1993, we were able to make
a statement of which we are very proud: beginning with the January 1993 check, every
pensioner's benefit at least equalled the purchasing power of his or her initial benefit.
This hat "leveled the playing field"; we were therefore very confident of the equity of the
percentage increases granted in January 1994.

Making this complex pension adjustment ;n January 1993 required considerable
communication. Therefore, we described this change in a special document to the
clergy, distributed to them in January 1993. Further, we developed the capability to do
an analysis of individual clergy pensions relative to cost of living changes. We have
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provided these analyses to all clergy who have requested them. We invite any
clergyperson wishing to receive such an analysis to inquire at their convenience.

BENEFIT INITIATIVES

Finally, this triennium included a series of benefit initiatives which have been
described as "Christmas in April." As summarized in the chart below, and discussed
extensively elsewhere, these initiatives allocated almost $200 million of excess pension
revenues to assist pension beneficiaries, the churches and other entities who pay
pension assessments.

The granting of these initiatives was partially a result of a continuing debate about
the core question: "How much is enough?" What assets does The Church Pension
Fund need to assure the provision of those benefits formally and informally granted to
its clergy? This is the major topic of CPG's fiscal 1994 Annual Report essay, "How
Much Is Enough? Strength, Hope, Joy... And Prudence." Again, copies are available
upon request.
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A REPORT ON LAY PENSIONS

A major CPG activity in the past triennium stemmed from Resolution D165a,
mandating pension coverage for "full-time" lay employees. passed by the 1991
General Convention. The complete text of that resolution appears in Appendix C.

As reported to the 1991 General Convention. CPG had previously done
considerable analysis to determine the needs and wants of Jay employees. Further.
we have provided a voluntary defined benefit pension plan for lay employees since
1980.

Since 1991, our efforts have fallen in four areas:

1. Development of a companion pension vehicle to our existing defined
benefit plan;

2. Assisting interested churches and employees;

3. Enrolling new employers and employees;

4. Studying additional issues.

THE NEW VEHICLI;.

As a first step, CPGdeveloped a new pension vehicle, the Episcopal Church Lay
Employees Defined Contribution Retirement Plan. to complement our existing defined
benefit program (Episcopal Church Lay Employees Retirement Plan, or ECLERP) which
has been serving the Church since 1980.

The development of a defined contribution plan represents a major step for
CPG. This new approach to pensions did not exist in 1917 when our clergy plan was
initiated. We do not believe it is "better" than the historic pension. It has far
different features and represents an interesting alternative, often particularly
attractive to individuals who expect to work for multiple employers over their careers.

ASSISTANCE TO PARISHES

With two viable pension vehicles in place, we turned to the task of helping
churches and other Episcopal employers understand this new mandate and the
options available to them. We first published a booklet, "Pension Plans for Lay
Employees, Questions and Answers" and, later, produced a video, "Meeting the
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Church's New Mandate." These two informational items described in detail the
characteristics of available pension vehicles. A brochure entitled "The CPGApproach
to Portfolio Management" described CPG's approach to investments available under
the new Defined Contribution Plan.

The booklet was mailed to all churches and diocesan offices nationwide;
multiple copies of the video were sent to each diocese for their use and further
distribution. In total, we mailed thousands of lay pension question anq answer
booklets and thousands of brochures specifically describing the defined contribution
or defined benefit plans offered by The Church Pension Group. In addition, we
distributed hundreds of copies of the video and responded to thousands of telephone
calls.

In our estimation, church employers both large and small worked very hard to
understand the mandate and to respond as they deemed appropriate. Much of this
response was overwhelmingly positive. However, many churches struggled with the
financial implications of this new benefit. Schools in particular, where a large
percentage of the operating budget is related to lay employee salaries and benefits,
were especially stressed by this additional expense.

ENROLLING EMPLOYERS AND EMPLOYEES

The two charts on the next page demonstrate the success to date of these
efforts. The first shows the overall changes in our lay pension program over calendar
year 1993. The number of employers participating has shown a three-fold increase;
the number of employees enrolled is up 250%. Understandably, the increase in
assets is less dramatic, since the year end 1992 figure represents a 13 year
accumulation.

We believe the second chart validates our decision to offer two types of pension
plans. A majority of newly enrolled employers have chosen the "new" plan.
However, the overall split of employees between the two plans is close to 50-50.

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As can be seen in these charts, we now have in our program 1,673 churches and
institutions covering 4,977 employees. An issue to the Church, and to us, is how
close this means the Church at large is to meeting the 1991 General Convention
mandate. What percentage of those employers who should have implemented a
pension plan have done so?

In an effort to obtain some intelligence on this issue, we included a series of
questions about lay employee pension coverage in the extensive survey of churches
and clergy mentioned in Section 7 and described more fully in Appendices Band C
of this report.

From our survey, we found that at least half of our churches have no lay
employees working 20 hours or more per week, the definition used for full-time
employees. Forty-two percent of churches have at least one "full-time lay employee
and thus might be expected to have a lay employee pension plan. The majority of
churches with full-time lay employees (79%) have three or fewer employees. Under
10% of all churches have four or more full-time lay employees.

Among 42% of churches which report having full-time lay employees, over half
state they do offer a lay employee pension plan, while over one-third do not offer a
plan. Eleven percent of churches reporting full-time lay employees did not indicate
whether or not a pension plan was in place.

These statistics seem generally consistent with our conclusions. Further, they
represent tremendous progress. In response to a request by the 1988 General
Convention, The Church Pension Group surveyed churches and diocesan offices in
the fall of 1988 regarding pension coverage for lay employees. While that earlier
survey and our 1993 study differed in methodology and therefore are not directly
comparable, we can say that in 1988, 13% of all churches reported offering pension
plans to lay employees, while in 1993, that percentage had doubled. The magnitude
of this difference indicates tremendous progress.

Of those churches with employees working 20 hours a week or more, but
without lay employee pension plans, the most frequently noted reason was financial.
This finding is further discussed Appendix C.

ISSUES AND NEXT STEPS

We see three dimensions to our further work: continuing to improve our
product to serve more of the church; improving our data on what percentage of the
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universe does and does not have pensions and dealing with organizations, such as
schools, facing special issues.

As indicated in Appendix C, survey data show 70% of those churches which
now provide pensions to lay employees use The Church Pension Group's products.
We wish to serve only where we can add value. But, as we continually improve our
own offering, we wish to come to understand whether there are ways we can be
useful to the 30% who are elsewhere. In many cases, this usefulness requires an
ability to transfer assets from other plans to ours, which entails research and legal
advice which we can offer on a case-by-case basis.

As a related point, we believe neither we nor the church can be entirely certain
of the degree of compliance based on the data that are currently available.
Continued data base improvement remains, therefore, an important ongoing task.
The 1993 Parochial Report included a series of questions related to this topic. This
information will help immensely.

As suggested earlier, our work to date has indicated that we must focus more
closely on special populations, such as schools, facing significant issues in this area.
We are committed to reaching a better understanding of this problem. Appendix C
again provides some useful survey data.

STEWARDSHIP OF PENSION ASSETS

The funds available for clergy pensions are determined by two factors: first,
the amount that is collected from our churches and other employers; second, the
investment performance of those funds after they are collected. Consequently,
overseeing the investment of The Church Pension Fund's assets to ensure the
greatest growth possible with acceptable risk is a major and time-consuming CPG
task.

Considerable activity has taken place over the last triennium involving the
investment of our funds. In 1991, Cambridge Associates, the leading professional
firm assisting non-profit organizations in pension fund management, was asked to
review both the process of our investment decisions and our investment results.
Overall, Cambridge gave very high marks to both. However, they did suggest some
modifications in both investment precess and the content of our portfolio. After
considerable deliberation, the Investment Committee of the Board of Trustees
accepted Cambridge's recommendations and retained them to work with our
Investment Committee, monitoring our portfolio performance on an ongoing basis.

The critical subject of portfolio management and the major components of the
CPG approach were discussed in detail in the major essay in our fiscal 1992 Annual
Report: "Seventy-Five Years of Stewardship: How The Fund's Assets Are Made to
Grow." Reprints of the article are available upon request.

REALIZED INVESTMENT RETURNS

The chart below, reprinted from our fiscal 1994 Annual Report, provides a
summary report on our stewardship. It looks at our investment results over a number
of time periods and it compares those results with a number of measures of success.
The chart includes three sets of bars, which depict average annual investment returns
over one-, three-, and ten-year time frames. In each set, the far right bar shows our
portfolio's growth. The other bars compare our investment results with three
measures.

The first bar in each group indicates our actuarial need: the growth needed to keep
abreast of our formal promises to our clergy. This number, 5.25% growth per year,
will remain the same unless we change our fundamental pension policy. The second
bar in each group shows our investment goal adopted in 1992. This goal, growth
of 4.5% over the rate of inflation, has varied between 6.9% and 8.2% in the three
time frames measured. And finally, the third bar in each group measures the
performance which investment professionals study most closely: relative
performance, the performance of our portfolio against a similar portfolio, invested
with our strategy, but returning"average" market results in each type of investment.

We are proud of our results; we are particularly proud that we so outperformed
the 1994 average. Our fiscal 1994 portfolio return of 6.9% represents an
unprecedented return relative to the overall market. But while this relative
performance is satisfying to our investment advisors, it does not necessarily help us
meet our obligations. Blessedly, in fiscal 1994, our outstanding relative performance
meant that we were able to meet each of our other two goals, even in a poor
financial market. But we just met them, whereas our average annual return over the
last ten years has greatly exceeded our goals. We hope that this stagnant financial
market is a temporary phenomenon and not the beginning of the "seven lean years"
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which many advisors believe might well follow the extraordinary financial successes
of the 1980s.

PORTFOLIO DIVERSIFICATION

A second important activity of this triennium is evident in the comparison of
the composition of CPF assets as of March 1991 and March 1994, shown below.
Here, managed but significant change is noted. Specifically, whereas our portfolio
consisted 100% of U.S. and foreign stocks and bonds in 1992, it has now been
expanded to include a limited amount of "alternative assets." These investments
follow an Investment Committee decision to allocate up to 5% of The Fund's assets
in each of three special investment categories: real estate, venture capital, and other
special investments.

The basis for this decision is suggested by the final chart in this section -­
reprinted from our fiscal 1992 Annual Report. Investment history has shown that
increased portfolio diversification can not only enhance the return of portfolios but
also limit risk. That is, inclusion of investments of a "counter-cyclical" nature can
tend to moderate the annual fluctuation in portfolio values -- a desirable result. The
chart shows the "pro forma" performance from September 1974 (a "market bottom"
which occurred almost 20 years ago) to the end of 1991 of three model investment
portfolios: the first, the bottom line of the chart, invests only in equities and fixed
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income instruments of issuers in the United States; its growth from an index of 100
to 964 represents annual growth of 14.2%. The second, which adds moderate
participation in overseas equities, grows to an index of 1010, or 14.6% per year.
The third, which cautiously invests in such "alternative investments" as special
situation portfolios and non-liquid assets, shows growth to an index of 1125, or an
annual growth of 15.3%. Reflecting a phenomenon of increasing interest to
investment management professionals, this more diverse portfolio not only shows
greater total growth over a ten-year period; it shows less variability from year to year.

Perhaps because of the highly publicized problems of some other church
organizations, some clergy have raised concerns about CPG's inclusion of alternative
investments in our portfolio. The Church should take comfort in the following facts.
First, the percentage allocation to these alternative categories is strictly controlled.
Stringent overall limits have been placed on the percentage of assets which is placed
in anyone asset class or in alternative investments. Second, in every case, CPG is
investing alongside highly experienced general partners who manage these portfolios
full-time and have invested a significant amount of their own money in them; in most
cases, we act as a limited partner. Finally, these investments individually and in the
aggregate receive continuing scrutiny by your Trustees. Here, we rely upon an
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internal working group, our experienced Investment Committee, Cambridge
Associates and our long-time auditors, Ernst & Young.

We remain extremely pleased with our investment performance. Relative to
other investors, our recent performance has been outstanding. The performance of
the overall financial markets, however, has been only fair so far this calendar year.
This continues to remind us of our tremendous dependence upon the state of the
financial markets overall, a factor well beyond our control.
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EXERCISING SOCIAL AND FIDUCIARY RESPONSIBILITY IN INVESTMENTS

A Report from The Rev. Donald E. Bitsberqer"

In 1971, the Rt. Rev. John E. Hines, then Presiding Bishop, appeared at the
annual meeting of the General Motors Corporation to present a resolution which asked
its board of directors to divest its business in South Africa. Bishop Hines argued that,
as an owner of the corporation, the Church had the right to address matters of
corporate policy and practice. His resolution marked the beginning of what came to
be known as the "socially responsible investment movement." Less than a year later,
The Church Pension Fund founded its Committee on Social and Fiduciary
Responsibility in Investments (SFRI), which now has monitored the investment policies
of the Trustees in the light of their moral, legal and fiduciary responsibilities for more
than twenty years. A list of the Committee's current members appears below.

A few months after Bishop Hines addressed the stockholders of General
Motors, the Episcopal Church participated in a second event which has greatly aided
us in this critical task: the formation of the Interfaith Center on Corporate
Responsibility (ICCR). Through the ICCR, religious organizations have cooperated in
identifying the social and moral implications of corporate policies and in bringing their
questions and concerns to corporate management, often through the submission of
resolutions at the annual meeting. The ICCR now includes among its members 25
Protestant and Jewish denominations and more than 200 Roman Catholic religious

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orders, dioceses and health care agencies. ICCR's Executive Director consults
regularly with the SFRI Committee and attends its meetings.

A/though the fiduciary responsibilities of the Trustees are paramount, the
Trustees recognize the moral, social and ethical implications of investments. They
turn, therefore, to the SFRI Committee for advice and for the development of
guidelines which, upon adoption by the Trustees, guide the management of the Fund's
investments. This Committee, which is the largest after the Executive Committee,
meets three times each year.

Until recently, South Africa and its apartheid policies were the major issues for
the Committee. During the 70's and 80's nearly all shareholder resolutions were
directed toward companies with business in South Africa. With the movement toward
democracy in South Africa, Anglican Bishops there urged last September that, with
the exception of companies manufacturing munitions and armaments, all restrictions
on investments in South Africa should be lifted. The Trustees voted to lift their
restrictions September 16, 1993.

Today the "socially responsible investment movement" is directed toward a
wide spectrum of issues, from concern for the environment to lending policies of
banks. Each year in November the SFRI Committee polls its members to determine
their priorities among the many issues likely to be represented in shareholder
resolutions during the following year.

In 1993, the highest priorities for the Committee were pharmaceutical pricing,
tobacco advertising, and endorsement of the Ceres Principles (public accountability
for impact upon the environment). Following in priority were concerns about
Maquiladora operations (Mexico), equal employment opportunities, and the
endorsement of a code of conduct for companies operating in South Africa.
Altogether the Committee reviewed 30 shareholder resolutions addressed to 50
different companies. In these 50 companies The Fund owned -- and voted -- more
than 5,750,000 shares of stock. Upon recommendations of the Committee, the
Trustees voted to support shareholder resolutions in 40 instances. They voted against
seven resolutions and abstained on three others.

As new issues come to the fore, The Fund expects to continue to play an active
role as an interested shareholder.
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EXPANDING HEALTH CARE OPTIONS

Through The Episcopal Church (The Medical Trust), the Church Pension Group
provides medical and dental coverage to 10,350 church families (both clergy and lay),
in 98 dioceses across the country. During the past triennium, we have devoted
considerable effort to both strengthening the management of The Medical Trust and
improving its communication to the Church. Our efforts have included establishment of
an Advisory Board, issuance of annual reports, installation of a Consultant-Liaison
Network, and greater discussion of The Medical Trust in all of our meetings with clergy
and lay leaders. In addition, reflecting the overall national concern with health care, we
conducted an extensive church-wide survey last year. That survey is discussed in
Appendix B.

During this past year, we embarked on a particularly important new program:
expanding the choice of health care plans from a single fee-far-service (or indemnity)
plan to include the availability of several "managed care" alternatives. As shown in the
chart below, 15 dioceses are now participating in this program. So far, this new program
has been very well received, and we are expanding the reach to include ten additional
dioceses in early 1995. We believe this program helps the Church meet the needs of
its clergy and lay employees while managing the cost both to the Church and to
individuals.

Our analysis indicates that, in the first seven dioceses, the introduction of this
program has saved the Church over $1 million in premiums. Additionally, there is a
substantial savings potential for individuals. Fee-for-service plans generally include
deductible, co-insurance and reasonable and customary provisions, and ours is no
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exception. It would not be unusual for a family to spend $',800 a year out of their
own pockets over and above the annual premium cost for this plan. A typical
managed care plan can reduce this out-of-pocket expense to $300.

Our early experience with this new program has been very positive, both from
the perspective of churches and individuals. If this positive experience continues, and
it is still too early in the program to be sure, we hope to expand this medical coverage
option to other areas of the country.
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DEALING WITH SEXUAL MISCONDUCT LIABILITY

Along with American society generally, and the church community specifically, CPG
attention has been forced over the last three years to consider a significant, societal
trend: increased attention to allegations of "sexual misconduct" and the suggestion that
incidents of such misconduct are significant in the religious community.

Fully understanding the issues in this area and assisting the church in crafting an
appropriate response has been one of the most time-consuming initiatives of the past
triennium. Within CPG, this work has been a collaborative effort of The Church
Insurance Company, which serves the Church through insuring most organizations
against liability for sexual misconduct and The Medical Trust, which is concerned with
the psychiatric and physical health of over 25,000 clergy, dependents and lay
employees. A new staff position, Director of Clergy Wellness, was added which has
been ably filled by the Reverend David Rider. Working closely with a wide range of
other concerned church organizations and individuals, we have developed a program of
which we are quite proud. The following sections describe its highlights.

THE DISTURBING TREND AND A BALANCED RESPONSE

In the past few years, The Church Insurance Company (CIC) has witnessed a
disturbing trend of lawsuits against various entities of the Episcopal Church for claims
alleging sexual misconduct by its spiritual leaders and other employees.

The two graphs below tell a compelling story. The first shows that the number of
cases brought to our attention in 1992 more than doubled those of 1991. Further, this
is a continuation of a dramatic increase since the early eighties when a typical year saw
few or no cases.

Our own experience mirrors that of other church insurers and secular mental health
carriers. However, our response differs dramatically. Typical mental health insurers
have responded by capping their $1,000,000 general liability policies at $25,000 in
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coverage for sexual misconduct allegations. We too have placed limits on coverage for
sexual misconduct, but those limits are considerably higher than the industry average.

THE NEW APPROACH TO INSURANCE

For policies renewed after July 1, 1993, protection for sexual misconduct has been
removed from the comprehensive general liability section of the Pinnacle Policy and
available only as a separate coverage part. These new limits will provide maximum
coverage of $350,000 per occurrence and a $700,000 aggregate.

We at CPG firmly believe that, as we work together, the Episcopal Church can
decrease the incidence of sexual misconduct and increase the defensibility of potential
claims. Beginning July 1, 1993, as a means of initiating this process in conjunction with
the separate coverage part, we began phasing in a series of risk management
procedures. Strong warranty language requires careful compliance on the part of our
insured entities after a one-year grace period.

After careful consultation with church, mental health and legal experts, we believe
the new conditions provide a middle ground in response to this challenge. We introduce
these conditions with full awareness of the very sensitive and controversial nature of this
problem.

FIVE KEYS TO LIMITING MISCONDUCT

After managing dozens of sexual misconduct cases, Church Insurance has
discerned patterns that transcend the unique characteristics of each situation. As we
work with each claim, we ask, in effect, "How could this damage have been prevented?"
From the cases we have confronted, we have identified five major challenges:

1. Strengthened Prevention Measures. Increased attention to training, wellness,
clergy peer group support, deterrence, supervision of youth leaders, and early response
by vestries and diocesan officials to high-risk behavior by spiritual leaders can greatly
curtail improper incidents;

2. Early. Pre-Claim Management of complaints so that aggrieved individuals are
not further alienated from the Church is also vital. Complainants often pursue litigation
not for the original misconduct, but for the mishandling of their disclosure by church
officials. Credible complaints must receive thorough, competent, and efficient
investigation by parish and diocesan officials. Procedural fairness for all parties must
be observed rigorously;

3. Adult Counseling Situations must be carefully handled; statistics show they
sometimes get out of control and result in sexualized behavior. Clergy increasingly
recognize the need-in terms of time, talent and role-to refer sensitive cases to mental
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health professionals. Unfortunately, others wander into complicated cases, or more
seriously, take advantage of vulnerable parishioners;

4. Extra-Familial Child Sexual Abuse occurs all too often on holy ground. New
scientific studies suggest that perhaps 5% of all adults have high sexual arousal to
children. Some of those individuals seek access to children amid the trusting
environment of the church. Parishes and other church-related institutions must do their
part to better screen and supervise anyone-lay or ordained, volunteer or
employee-who works with children and youth.

5. Re-Deployment Accountability places a heavy burden on church officials to
ensure that an offending spiritual leader will not repeat inappropriate behavior.
Unfortunately, no scientifically respectable outcome studies can prove that someone will
not re-offend because he or she has received counseling or special supervision. Some
studies caution against returning offenders to known contexts of temptation. If church
officials know about previous misconduct charges and the spiritual leader subsequently
re-offends, churches and dioceses will face heightened exposure to negligent selection,
retention and supervision charges, along with possible suspension of coverage.

RESOURCES FOR ASSISTANCE

As of June 1994, we were well into the implementation of these initiatives. Many
states have approved the issuance of our new policy; and a number of dioceses and
churches have contracted for the new policy rider.

Our educational efforts have been immense and we expect them to continue. Four
regional two-day conferences on this topic were attended by over 800 participants; The
Church Pension Group staff have participated in over 75 clergy conferences. In addition,
a significant amount of printed material has been prepared and is available upon
request. We are committed to continuing this assistance.
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PENSION FUND TRUSTEES AND THEIR ROLE

The Trustees of The Church Pension Fund play a critical role in the governance
and management of our complex affairs. They make significant policy decisions on an
almost continuing basis, affecting, for example, who gets what pension benefits, what
services the Church Pension Group provides generally, and how we approach the issues
we face with an appropriate concern for our sometimes conflicting social, ethical, and
fiduciary responsibilities and goals.

As shown in the table below, our existing trustees are a very impressive group with
an excellent balance between business expertise, in depth knowledge of our Church, and
a familiarity with the concerns of its major constituencies. Our "continuing board" -- that
is, the individuals who remain with us after expiring terms and before election of
replacements -- is shown on page 9-2. Fortunately, as shown on pages 9-2 and 9-3, we
have twenty-three outstanding nominees in two categories: incumbents who can serve
another term and new nominees.

RESOLVED, That should such asset transfers be [approved by the churches
concemed,) that the General Convention urge The Fund to study making suitable
provisions to supplement the pensions of clergy so that as far as possibletheir pensions
be comparableto those clergy whose entire period of service has been in the Episcopal
Church, and to report thereon to the 71st General Convention.

Resolution C-034s

This resolution reflects a long-standing, continuing, objective of our Church: to
provide ways whenever possible to allow equitable treatment of those clergypersons
whose ordained service occurs in more than one Anglican province. Here, The Church
Pension Fund is essentially asked two questions: could we accept monies brought to
the United States by Anglican priests from other provinces beginning service in our
country; and, second, could we use those funds to make the pensions of these new
priests like those of our own domestic priests "as often as possible?"

In response to the first question, we are pleased to report that staff investigation
has concluded that accepting funds from immigrating clergy is feasible. Therefore,
assuming no countermanding direction from this General Convention, staff will
recommend to The Church Pension Fund Board that such funds be accepted for the
purpose of providing supplemental pensions. We are highly confident of Board support.

The question of the size of the additional annual pension payment the received
funds will provide is more complex. Here, the requirements of fiduciary law and U.S. tax
law are clear. The supplemental pension credit provided these new pensioners must be
calculated in such a manner as not to negatively affect the pensions of other, existing,
plan participants.

This requirement generally will mean that the number of years of service credit
obtainable by a contribution of funds from another province will be different from the
actual years worked. The calculations utilize a mathematical approach developed by our
actuaries; further, the analysis will differ from time to time depending on the current
circumstances of the U.S. fund.
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In every case, we will be able to describe to the potential donor of funds what the
impact of any amount donated will be on his or her eventual pension. This will provide
the transferee to the United States program the ability to decide whether to bring his or
her funds or to leave them.

We are pleased to be able to offer this new service in response to General
Convention's request.
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DESIGNATION OF PENSION BENEFICIARIES

RESOLVED, the Houseof Bishopsconcurring, that The ChurchPension Fund is
urgedto study allowing all plan participantsto name joint and survivoradult pension
beneficiariesand report back to the 71st General Convention.

Resolution D-015s

In 1988, General Convention passed a very similar resolution:

"RESOLVED, the House of Bishopsconcurring, that The Church Pension Fund
is urged to allowsingle persons to name joint and survivor pension beneficiaries."

In its response to the 1991 General Convention, The Fund described (a) the
historical basis for the current approach to survivor benefits and (b) why the step
suggested by the resolution could not be taken without serious consequences for The
Fund and its participants. These might include reduction in the existing spouse benefit,
elimination of regular increases for retirees and possibly an increase in the annual
assessment. In summary, the Trustees suggested that this change would violate its
abiding philosophy of "sharing and caring" that had motivated The Fund from the
beginning. (The Fund's 1991 report is included in this report as Appendix A.)

Perhaps recognizing the tremendous complexity of this issue, the 1991 General
Convention urged The Fund to "study allowing" participants to name joint and survivor
"adult" pension beneficiaries. Without changing its preference for the current rules
governing the payment of death benefits, The Fund has considered the effects of several
possible alternatives to the current system.

Before considering such dramatic alternatives to our current plan, the Church
should be reminded of the significant options and benefits currently available for non­
married participants who wish to provide for another person:

1) $5,000 death benefit (limited to family or former family member or
dependent); *

2) Survivor benefit, with actuarial reduction (limited to family or former family
member or dependent);
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3) New life insurance coverage of $50,000 for active clergy and $25,000 for
retirees. *

As noted, there are currently restrictions on who can be designated the beneficiary
of benefits (1) and (2). Removal of these restrictions would have no effect on The Fund
and would increase flexibility for plan participants. The Fund would happily consider a
recommendation to explore the legal feasibility of removing those restrictions. Such a
change, along with the new life insurance benefits for which any desired recipient can
be named beneficiary, might well be viewed as providing sufficient financial resources
and planning flexibility to non-married plan participants.

The Church Pension Fund believes that discussion of any further change should
seriously consider the historic basis for the current spousal benefit. The automatic "free"
spouse death benefit was created years ago in recognition of the special role that clergy
wives have played in their husbands' ministry. It recognized the fact that clergy
compensation was itself low and the pension often inadequate to sustain the couple in
retirement years. To require an actuarial reduction in the basic pension to provide a
survivor's benefit for the widow would have been an additional hardship. Even now, The
Fund receives numerous letters citing the difficult financial situation of surviving spouses
and urging an increase in the spouse's benefit.

If a change to the current system, which provides an automatic death benefit only
for the spouse, were to be considered, we believe the following options should be
evaluated:

1) Eliminate the present "free" spouse benefit, thus raising all pensions by an
amount equal to the value of that benefit, but allow every participant to
designate an adult beneficiary, with an actuarial reduction in his or her own
pension; or

2) Retain the current spouse benefit for married participants but allow a single
participant, without actuarial reduction of his or her own pension, to
designate a beneficiary with an age difference no more than the average
age difference for spouses of married participants. If the beneficiary is
more than that number of years younger than the participant, an actuarial
reduction would be required.

* Both (1) and (3) are limited to clergy who are active pension plan participants,
retirees who were active at retirement or those with 25 years of credited service.
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The impact of options one and two on the economics of the pension system would
be roughly equivalent, and it is very significant. With 6,597 married participants and
1,540 unmarried participants as of March 31, 1994, neither of these options could be
effected without jeopardizing either the 18% assessment rate or the traditional long-term
pension benefit. On an ongoing basis, the "cost" of such an increase would probably be
an assessment of .5% a year. This could be funded either by increasing the assessment
rate from 18% to 18.5% or by mandating this change under the current system, and
simply absorbing the cost through the reduction of other future benefits. We believe this
could well limit future annual pension increases.

Alternatively, an analysis could be done to determine the approach necessary to
have a "cost neutral" system. That is, current pensioners both married and single with
their current benefits could be grandfathered.· Then, a future date could be selected for
the implementation of a system in which all pensioners could purchase a survivor's
pension for a beneficiary. The basic pension formula could be modified effective as of
that future date as our actuaries determined necessary. Essentially, the modification
would reduce the basic pension so that all pensioners could designate an adult
beneficiary and The Church Pension Fund would remain actuarially sound. Based on
very limited analysis, we estimate that the average pension reduction would be roughly
3%.

In summary, modification of the spousal benefit, as provided in either of the two
of the alternatives described above, would constitute a major change in The Fund's
traditional purpose of caring for clergy families. Subject to their fiduciary responsibilities,
the Trustees and staff of The Church Pension Fund remain open to consider the wishes
of the Church at large.
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LAY EMPLOYEE BENEFITS

RESOLVED, the House of Bishops concurring, That all parishes, missions, and
other ecclesiastical organizations or bodies subject to the authorityof this Church, and
any other societies, organizations, or bodies in the Church which under the regulations
of the Church PensionFund have electedor shallelect to come intothe pension system,
be encouraged to provide for all lay employees who work a minimum of 1,000 hours
annually health and life insurance benefits that are comparable to those provided to
active clergy in the jurisdiction; and be it further

RESOLVED, Thatall diocesesbe encouragedto allowemployees of parishesand
other units under ecclesiastical authority to participate in diocesan health and life
insurance benefit programs; and be it further

RESOLVED, That The Church Pension Fund and its subsidiaries be requested
to conduct a study and make recommendations to the 71st General Convention
concerning the implementation of comprehensive employee benefits program for lay
church employees.

Resolution A-137S

This resolution follows logically from the resolution adopted in 1991 which
mandated pension benefits for all "full-time" lay employees in Episcopal churches and
institutions and urged the extension of benefits to include life and health insurance
coverage. The 1991 General Convention stopped short of requiring these additional
coverages, but instead encouraged the provision of such benefits so that lay employees
might be comparable to active clergy. Then, The Church Pension Fund was asked to
study the issue of employee benefits for lay employees and report its findings and
recommendations.

As an important first step in conducting its study, the Church Pension Group
conducted a comprehensive mail survey of churches and lay employees in
November 1993. The methodology of this survey and a number of its findings are
described in the Appendices. The findings which relate to benefits for lay employees are
presented here. They are important to three critical topics: current health and life
insurance provision, the Church's situation relative to other employers, and a possible
next step.
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CURRENT HEALTH CARE BENEFITS

As shown in the chart below, the CPG survey found that somewhat less than half
of the churches with full-time lay employees offer health care benefits. Thirty-five
percent of our churches pay the full cost of this insurance and the rest require some
contribution from the individual.

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Importantly, we found that most lay employees are covered by health
insurance. Nine out of ten lay employees have health insurance, so there apparently
is not an "access" problem. But for the majority (56%) this insurance is not paid for
by their employer. One-third of employees report health coverage paid for by their
church employer, a somewhat lower proportion than was reported by treasurers/senior
wardens. Only 9% of lay employees who answered this question report having no
health insurance.

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CURRENT LIFE INSURANCE PROVISION

Life insurance coverage for full-time lay employees is less common than
health insurance. The majority of churches (62%) do not offer this benefit at all.
One-quarter of churches with full-time lay employees provide life insurance, and most
of those that do pay the full premium.

THE EPISCOPAL CHURCH COMPARED TO OTHER EMPLOYERS

It is apparent to anyone who works in or with churches today that most churches
and church institutions are operating under severe budget pressures. Although
churches often seem to suffer from a cash flow crunch, the current prolonged
recession in this country and decreasing Episcopal Church membership seem to have
accentuated this especially harsh reality.

Given this economic situation, it seemed important to compare benefits offered
by the Church to those offered by other employers. A study recently completed by
the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics shows that our church employers are more likely
to provide retirement benefits, but less likely to provide life and health coverage, than
typical businesses with under 100 employees.

The comparative cost of benefits is important. According to the 1993
Employee Benefits Report of the U.S. Chamber of Commerce, the cost of legally
required benefits (including Social Security, Workers' Compensation, Unemployment
Insurance). retirement plans, life insurance and medical benefits adds approximately
26.8% onto the cost of payroll for the average employer. We believe our costs are
somewhat lower.

Extrapolating somewhat from our survey, we conclude that the "typical"
Episcopal church which has one or more full-time lay employees pays the employer
portion of Social Security (7.65% of salary). state-mandated workers' compensation
and unemployment insurance, where applicable (varies by state). and contributes
toward a pension plan (5-9% of salary). These benefits add up to approximately 13­
18% of salary. Accepting the standard reported by the U.S. Chamber of Commerce,
comparable employers apparently spend up to an additional 9-14% of salary for
benefits. Based on previous surveys and our own database of information on salary
levels of lay employees, most full-time lay employees earn $15,000-$20,000 per year.
Thus, meeting the U.S. average for comparable employers as reported by the Chamber
of Commerce would add $2,000 to $3,000 to the total compensation expense
incurred for each lay employee who is not currently offered life and health benefits.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Much progress has been made in three years in the provision of lay benefits.
Many churches have fully embraced the mandate for retirement benefits, and 53% of
churches have a plan in place. We further find that, at least for medical benefits,
access is not the primary issue. Only 9% of lay employees report having no health
insurance. So the principal focus appears to be the ever-present balancing act
between the issue of equity and the issue of affordability.

In some areas of the country, the cost of family coverage in a fee-for-service
medical plan exceeds $10,000 per year. Given the magnitude of this expense, the
uncertainty as to the future of medical benefits, and the economic realities of our
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churches today, we question the practicality of mandating massive additional
expenditures for every church and institution.

If the Church is so inclined, we would suggest that any approach to mandated
additional benefits for lay employees should have three components: (a)
establishment of a dollar or percentage of compensation target; (b) an effective date
two or more years in the future; (c) incorporation of a Flexible Benefits Plan.

The chart below shows illustrative benefits that might be made available
through a phase-in of expanded benefits. Such a plan would allow each lay employee
the option to "spend" an allotted number of benefit dollars, an amount which might
grow over time as the plan matures. Three examples are shown.

As an example, the middle row of the chart illustrates that providing an additional
$2,000 in benefit dollars, over and above what is currently spent for Social Security,

pensions, etc., could cover the cost of $50,000 in group term life insurance
(approximately $400) and 60-90% of the cost of single coverage in a managed care
health plan (depending on location). Increasing the benefit dollars available over time
could allow for more coverage (including dependents) and/or a larger portion of the
coverage paid for by the church employer. For those lay employees whose health
insurance needs are covered by a spouse's plan, these benefit dollars could be used
to offset the required employee contribution to that program, to increase the amount
of life insurance provided, or to enhance the employer's contribution to afpension
plan.

The benefits outlined in this chart are only examples. However, we believe they
serve to illustrate the contribution that could be made to lay employees'
supplementary benefits if reasonable sums of money were committed. We believe the
comparison with other businesses suggests the church does fall short in its
contribution to benefits. The church might be well justified, therefore, in defining an
additional benefit mandate. It could take the form of mandating that a fixed dollar
amount per employee be devoted to supplemental benefits, or a percentage of
compensation. We believe any such requirement should become effective as of some
future date to allow budget planning.

The preceding example demonstrates that the requirement that $1,000 - $3,000
in benefits, made available for a flexible range of options, is both justifiable and could
be useful. For those employees now paying for their own medical coverage, even
$1,000 would make a significant contribution towards an available health
maintenance plan. Given the frequency of medical coverage under spousal plans, that
amount should clearly be available for other benefits, at the employee's option. We
believe that any approach should be incremental, flexible, and begun at a future date
to allow planning.
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NON-SPOUSE BENEFICIARIES

"RESOLVED, the House of Bishops concurring, that The Church Pension Fund is
urgedto allowsinglepersons to name joint and survivor pension beneficiaries.

Resolution D-073A

This resolution proposed a very fundamental change in a concept which has been
at the heart of The Church Pension Fund since its establishment in 1917. Its adoption
would prove extremely costly and could require an increase in the pension assessment
rate. The Fund's Trustees, therefore, oppose the resolution.

The Fund operates on the Biblical concept of sharing and caring -- "Bear Ye One
Another's Burden" -- rather than on the secular model of precisely calculated returns in
exact proportion to contributions. The healthy clergy carry the sick. Married and single
clergy alike help to support the widow and orphan -- as St. James suggests.

The concept of sharing and caring pervades The Fund and its affiliated companies.
Funds are available for the priest or widow who lives to age 95 because a single priest
had no beneficiary, or because a married priest or widow died early, collecting
comparatively few dollars. Disability benefits are available to all, and here, single clergy
exact a higher toll than married clergy. Furthermore, in two recent years, the Church­
financed Group Life Insurance has paid nearly $2 million to beneficiaries of single priests
who have died prematurely. This figure is also out of proportion to their numbers.

Beyond sharing and caring, our pension plan provides various options to all
participants. Any married priest may reduce his/her pension in order to grant higher
payments to a surviving spouse. A similar option is available to the single priest, who
may assign up to 66 2/3 percent of his/her pension to any person.

Under the rules of the New York State Insurance Commissioner and other
governmental regulations, pension funds must apply their policies consistently.
Therefore, if a single priest is to be allowed to name any beneficiary of his or her
choosing, the same privilege must be granted to the married priest who may prefer to
name a daughter, just as the single priest may choose to name a Godchild. The cost
to The Fund of such young beneficiaries would be very high.

Currently, the average surviving beneficiary outlives the deceased priest by 13
years. A designated 20-year old beneficiary, of course, could collect benefits four to five
times as long.
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A time limit could be placed on payments. Some annuity plans, for instance, cover
only 240 months. But what about survivors who outlive the 240 months, how will they
manage? The Fund currently makes payments to over 700 beneficiaries who are 85
years of age and older.

Drastic steps would be necessary to compensate for the huge added costs of this
proposal. One possibility would be to increase the current 18%' assessment.
Alternatively, other existing benefits could be restricted. In any case, single and married
priests in retirement would be unlikely to receive the pension increases in the future as
they have in the past.

In light of these considerations, The Fund believes it should retain its basic
philosophy of "the sharing and caring faith community" rather than switch to a secular
approach. The Trustees are unanimous in their conviction that beneficiaries should
continue to be limited to legal spouses and the natural or adopted children of eligible
clergy.
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HEALTH INSURANCE

The Church's Needs and How
The Church Pension Group Can Help

There is considerable evidence that adequate, affordable health insurance is the
number one issue facing Americans today. We are bombarded daily with the
continually changing status of the multiple bills being formulated by various
Congressional committees. The terms and approaches are sometimes confusing,
sometimes scary, and often conflicting: universal coverage - pre-existing conditions
- physician choice - managed care - health care rationing - employer mandates.
At this writing, we do not know where Congress (and individual state regulations) will
take us. But we are sure of two things -- Americans' access to and payment for
health care will be different in the future than it has been in the past, and any radically
new governmental mandates will be phased in over a period of years. So we have a
number of years of evolutionary change ahead of us -- years in which Episcopal clergy
and lay workers need to cope with the competing forces of limited church and family
budgets and increasing costs for health care and associated insurance coverage.

Given the turmoil on the national health care scene, and the numerous specific
health care and related benefit issues raised by Church leadership (see Sections 4, 7,
and 12), CPG saw a need for a comprehensive survey of our present and potential
clients' views on this critical issue. Therefore, CPG designed a series of survey
instruments and distributed them in November 1993. Three separate, but closely
related, four-page questionnaires were designed for clergy, lay employees and church
treasurers/senior wardens. Questionnaires were sent to the home addresses of clergy
and lay employees currently active in our pension plans; those for treasurers/senior
wardens and for other lay employees were sent to churches and diocesan offices for
distribution. Employees of other church organizations, institutions and schools were
not surveyed.

Responses were accepted through the end of March 1994. As indicated by the
following chart, the response rate varied for each group. But we view the overall
response as extremely good, especially considering the limitations in getting the
survey to the specific people whose responses were needed in each group.

We included in our benefits survey questions designed to help us understand
clergy, lay employee and treasurers' opinions, attitudes and experience with various
health insurance options. The clergy and lay employee questionnaires focused on the
individual's employee benefits. The clergy questionnaire also asked about the size of
the church in terms of budget and number of employees. Treasurers/senior wardens
were asked to profile the church as an employer, including benefits, size, budget, and
attitudes.

The following sections provide a summary of significant findings.

IMPORTANCE OF AND SATISFACTION WITH HEALTH BENEFIT PLANS

Clergy and lay employees were asked to rate the importance of various aspects
of health benefit plans to them. Comprehensiveness of coverage and accessibility
of care were very important to the vast majority of both groups, ahead of other issues
and benefits by a wide margin. Small differences, though not clearly significant, are
apparent between the groups. Most dramatic was lay employees' concern for the
cost to them of health care insurance -- not surprising, given their lower household
incomes -- and, interestingly their concomitant concern for the cost to their church
employer.

Satisfaction with their current medical care was highly rated by most clergy and
lay employees, both in terms of quality and access. Satisfaction dropped considerably
regarding the comprehensiveness of coverage, which was akey characteristic for both
groups, and for administrative issues and cost. Only one-third of both groups were
very satisfied with the costs, perhaps not surprising given the lack of affluence in the
church community.

Lay employees, in particular, were asked whether their benefits were CPG
products or not and thus, indirectly, their satisfaction with CPG products. In terms
of CPG medical benefits, lay employees were more satisfied with quality of care and
access to good physicians, the aspects which they consider most important, than are
lay employees covered by other insurers. However, they were slightly less satisfied
regarding the cost of co-payments and deductibles.

WILLINGNESS TO PAY EXTRA FOR HEALTH CARE BENEFITS

In order to get a more definitive measure of clergy and lay employee interest in
various features of health benefit plans, beyond the rating of importance, the survey
asked if respondents would be willing to pay extra for the same features they rated
for importance.

The responses were consistent with their qualitative assessment of the most
important feature, comprehensiveness of care, to the extent that it was the feature
for which they were most willing to pay extra. However, only half as many people
indicated a willingness to pay extra as compared with those considering it important.

Willingness to pay extra for dental care was indicated by a significant percentage
in both employee groups. On other features clergy were more willing to pay than lay
employees although willingness to pay for ability to choose own physicians and
facilities was similar in each group.

Willingness to pay extra increased with higher household incomes, but even for
those with household incomes under $30,000, 40% were willing to contribute for
comprehensiveness of care. This finding is a critical one for benefits planning.

Benefit planners throughout this country struggle with the issue of "requiring"
individuals to change their physician relationships in order to take advantage of a
managed care program. To attempt to understand this issue for our clergy and lay
employees, we asked the following question, "Do you or a family member have a
doctor with whom your relationship is so important that you would not stop going to
him/her even if services were not covered by your health insurance?" Just under half
indicated that they would continue to use a particular physician even if the cost were
not covered by health insurance. Not surprisingly, this response was stronger among
those with higher household incomes and with higher annual medical expenses.
Importantly, there was less intention to do this in the West, where Health
Maintenance Organizations are more commonly in use.

EXPERIENCE WITH HEALTH CARE BENEFIT APPROACHES

In order to understand what approach to health benefits people might opt to have,
we asked individuals to indicate those approaches with which they had any
experience. Two-thirds of clergy and nearly half of lay employees have had
experience with the traditional fee-for-service benefit plans. Just over one-third of
both groups had experience with Hearth Maintenance Organizations, and under one
in five have used a hybrid plan, combining features of both. Catastrophic care is only
slightly used.

When asked about their interest in participating. in these various approaches,
caution seemed to prevail and a high proportion gave no answer. However, those
who were "very interested" were in the same rank order as was experience, with fee­
for-service seen as more desirable than other plans. However, compared to their
experiences, clergy interest in hybrid plans surpassed their experience and among lay
employees nearly matched it. It appears to be a time of uncertainty in which there
is a willingness to try new approaches.

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ROLE OF THE CHURCH PENSION GROUP REGARDING HEALTH CARE

In view of the current turmoil in the health care and insurance industries with which
dioceses and parishes alike have had to understand and cope, a question was asked
clergy and church employers concerning appropriate and meaningful roles which the
Church Pension Group might play.

Rating the importance of a series of possible roles for the Church Pension Group,
nearly all the clergy and treasurers/senior wardens view assuring the portability of
insurance and providing health care benefits for Episcopal clergy to be very important.
At the same level, treasurers/senior wardens view consulting to dioceses on how to get
the best available health care benefits to be very important. Treasurers/senior wardens
consider providing coverage tailored to special needs of Episcopal clergy and employees
and providing health care benefits for lay employees to be just slightly less important and
in general see a more active role for CPG around lobbying for health care reform than
do clergy.

Consistent with their earlier ratings, more than half the clergy are extremely or very
interested in a CPG-sponsored national health benefit plan. However, just one-third
of treasurers/senior wardens rate the idea so positively. Evidently, at the parish level
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the role of CPG is seen as somewhat more indirect. In keeping with the greater
availability of quality Health Maintenance Organizations in the West, that region's
clergy and treasurers/senior wardens are less interested than the rest of the country.

Clergy and lay employees are clearly willing to help pay for the health care benefits
they most desire, a finding which should greatly assist the Church in the development
of its approach to providing employee benefits.

The Church Pension Group will continue to assist the Church in the provision of
health care benefits that meet the needs of our clergy and lay employees, while
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addressing the budget concerns of our churches and other employers; simultaneously
we must ensure that our efforts are consistent with national health care reform as it
evolves. We believe these survey results will be extremely helpful as we continue to
struggle with these complex issues.

PENSION PLANS FOR LAY EMPLOYEES

Pages 12-1 to 12-7 of this document present CPG's major findings and
recommendations relative to General Convention resolution D165a, concerned with
medical and life insurance benefits for lay employees.

This appendix provides supplemental information relevant to that topic. The first
section below presents the full language of the related resolution passed by the 1991
General Convention, a resolution involving pensions for lay employees. Then, the
following sections use the results from various survey instruments to present data on
five topics.

Data supporting the discussions in this supplement come from three sources.
First, information was taken from the 1992 parochial report. Second, information was
taken from two questionnaires distributed as part of the extensive survey done by The
Church Pension Group in November 1993.

As part of the employee benefit survey which The Church Pension Group fielded
last fall, we asked both lay employees and church lay leaders (treasurers/senior
wardens) about benefits provided to lay employees. This discussion utilizes both that
data and the data which were provided on the deployment and characteristics of lay
employees. Please note that this survey was intended to assess benefits offered
through churches and diocesan offices. It was not targeted toward schools and other
institutions, and results should not be extrapolated to include these employers.

1991 LAY PENSION RESOLUTION TEXT

RESOLVED, the House of Bishopsconcurring, That all parishes, missions, and other
ecclesiastical organizations or bodies sublectto the authority of this Church. and anyother

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EMPLOYEE CHARACTERISTICS

The lay employees who responded to the survey provide the second important
context for understanding employee benefits. The vast majority of lay employees are
women over the age of forty. On average, these employees are married, 49 years old,
with household income of $37,200, just below the median U.S. household income of
$39,020. The average number of people in the household is 2.6 people. However,
in terms of distribution of household income, over one-third have household incomes

PENSION BENEFITS

The General Convention resolution called for churches to provide lay employee
pensions by January 1993. Thus, at the time of the survey, it was expected that the
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majority of churches with eligible lay employees would have plans in place. As
indicated in our basic report (pages 4-1 to 4-5) the findings of the survey show this
to be largely the case.

As indicated, for churches with employees working 20 hours a week or more,
but ".th',',,·. lav employee pension plans, the most frequently cited reason was
financial. ~ "<j second most frequently mentioned reason was that the church had no
employees who qualified for a pension plan. This may be because employees are
under 21 years old or have worked at the church for less than one year. Nine percent
of churches anticipate establishing a pension plan in 1994. Clearly, budget
constraints present the major obstacle for churches without pension plans.
